UNIT 2: MY HOUSE
Period 12/ Lesson 4: Communication

A. Aims: By the end of the lesson:
1. Knowledge: Students will be able to identify how to give suggestions and describe their house in English.
2. Qualities: Students will be able to enhance their love for their house.
3. Competences: Students will be able to draw & descibe their house; be more confident to present their house in front of class; communicate and cooperate; and develop their creativity. 
B. Teaching aids: Text book, computer, projector/ TV, cassette

C. Procedure:
* Warm up: Set the scene
- T asks Ss to look at the picture on the screen and answer the questions.
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- T asks: 
What type of room is it?




Is it nice?



How can we make it nice?

- T leads in the new lesson.
I. Pre- speaking: Everyday English
Listen and read the conversations (Task 1)
- T plays the recording for Ss to listen and read the conversation at the same time.
Elena: My bedroom isn’t nice.

Mum: How about putting a picture on the wall?

Elena: Great idea, Mum.

Mum: Let’s go to the department store to buy one.

…

- T has Ss practise the conversations in pairs. 

- T calls on some pairs to practise the conversations in front of the class. 

- T asks Ss to pay attention to the sentences and phrases used to ask for and give directions
- T elicits the structures to give suggestions from Ss.

- T asks Ss to copy down the structures and phrases into their notebooks.
II. While - speaking: 
1. Make similar conversations 

(Task 2) 
- T asks Ss to work in pairs to make similar conversations for the picture below, using the structures for giving suggestions.

- T moves around to observe and provide help.

- T asks Ss to describe the house using these given sentences and the linking words.
3. Finding the differences between the two houses.
Task 4
- T asks Ss to look at the two pictures (Nick’s house on page 21 and Mi’s house on page 25) in pairs.

* Student A look at the picture of Nick’s house on page 21.

* Student B look at the picture of Mi’s house on page 25.

Ask questions to find the differences between the two houses.
Example:

T: Look at Nick’s house: Nick lives in a country house. Where does Mi Live?
Ss: She lives in a town house.
T: How many rooms are there in Mi’s house?

Ss: There are six rooms. What about Nick’s house? How many rooms are there?
…..
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III. Post – speaking 
1. Drawing a simple picture of Ss’own house and telling their partner about it. (Task 5) 
- T asks Ss to work individually (drawing their house).
- T asks Ss to work in pairs to tell each other about their house (Ss note down the differences between their houses).

- T asks some Ss to describe their friend’s house to the class.                              

- After each student has finished his/ her talk, T asks for and gives comments on his/ her presentation.
