C. Procedure
  Warm up: game: Hot seat
- T invites some Ss to go to the board. Give him/ her one leisure activity that they learnt in the previous lesson. Ask them to describe the activity without saying anything. The rest of the class guess the words. 
Questions: 
- What am I doing?
Suggested answers:
- playing computer games
- knitting
- cycling
 T leads to the new lesson: Listening and Writing about activities with friends.
- T sets the scene: 
I. Listening
1. Questions: (task 1) Have Ss answer the questions in the book
1. In your opinion, what activities can we do with our friends in our leisure time? 
2. Why should we spend time with our friends? 
2.Choose the correct answer(Task2)
-T asks ss to listen to an interview with Mark about his leisure activities
-T Plays the recording and ask Ss to listen and choose the correct answers. Ss work in pairs to compare their answers.

3.Fill in each blank in the table with no more than two words. (task 3)
- Tell Ss that they are going to listen to the interview again and complete the table of information.
- Have Ss read the table. Have Ss guess the word or phrase to fill in each blank and write their guesses on the board.
- Play the recording and ask Ss to listen again and complete the table. Ss work in pairs to compare their answers with each other and with the words / phrases on the board.
- Play the recording once more for pairs to check their answers to both activities 2 and 3.

- T gives comments to the students.

-  Ss work in groups to do the task.
-  Ss give answer.
- T monitors and gives feedback. 
- Ask Ss to open their book and introduce what they are going to study….

Period 9: Unit 2 : Lesson 1 – GETTING STARTED: 
Last summer holiday
A. Aims :
1. Knowledge: By the end of the lesson, students will be able to understand about the country life through the dialogue between Nick and Mai.
- Vocabulary:  related to life in the countryside: harvest time, buffalo - drawn cart, herd, envious, paddy field.
- Grammar: Present simple tense, comparative forms. 
2. Qualities: - Love talking about activities in the countryside 
3. Competences:

- Be collaborative and supportive in pair work and teamwork
- Actively join in class activities
B. Teaching aids:
     Textbook, computer, TV.
C. Procedure:
* Warm up:
Asking questions:
- T asks Ss “What did you do last summer?”.
- Ss answer the question individually.
- Teacher shows students a video of summer in the countryside and asks students to guess what the video is about.
- T sets the context for the listening and reading text: Write the title on the board Life in the countryside – Last summer holiday.
Questions:
What did you do last summer?
What is the video about?
Suggested answers:
Life in the countryside
I. Pre-reading: Pre-questions:
- T introduces Nguyen and Nick. 
- T asks some questions and ask Ss to guess where they are and what they are doing. Ss answer the questions.
Questions:
1. What can you see in the picture?
2. What do the farmers do?
  3. What do the children do
- T leads to listen and read. 
II. While – reading:
1. Listen and read: The dialogue on page 16
Teacher plays the recording and asks students to circle the words learnt in the Presentation stage.
-Teacher can play the recording more than once.
- Students listen and read.
2. Read the conversation again and choose the correct answer to each question.
- Teacher asks Ss to read the dialogue in detail to answer the questions. 
- Ask them how to do this kind of exercise. Explain the strategies, if necessary (e.g. reading the questions and the options (A, B, C), underlining the key words in the questions and options, locating the key words in the text, and then reading that part and answering the questions). 
- Tell them to underline parts of the dialogue that help them to answer. Set a strict time limit to ensure Ss read the text quickly for information.
- Tell them to compare their answers in pairs before sharing them with the class. Ask them to give evidence
to support their answers.

3. Complete the sentences with the words and phrases from the box.
- Teacher tells Ss to read the conversation again, work independently to do the task, and then ask them to share their answers with one or more partners. T can ask for translation of some of the words and phrases in the box to check their understanding.
- T asks 2 students to write their answers on the board.
- Check the answers as a class

4. Match the activities (1 - 6) that people living in the countryside often do with the pictures (a - f).
- T has Ss work individually to match the words and phrases in the box with the pictures. Have them compare their answers with their partners. Then ask for Ss’ answers. Quickly write their answers on the board without confirming the correct answers.
- T has Ss listen to the recording, check their answers, and repeat the words / phrases. Ask Ss to look at the answers on the board and say if they are right or wrong. Confirm the correct answers.
- Teacher checks the answers as a class and gives feedback

5. Work in pairs. Ask and answer about the pictures in 4.
- Model this activity with a student. Remind Ss that they should only use the phrases and the pictures in 4 to ask and answer about activities that rural people often do.
- Ask Ss to work in pairs. T goes round to help weaker Ss. Then, call on some pairs to practise in front of the class. Comment on their performance.
