Lesson 1: GETTING STARTED
A look inside

1. Knowledge: By the end of the lesson, students will be able to understand the content of conversation about the topic ‘My house” and know some vocabulary about the lexical items related to the topic My house; ask and answer about where someone lives.
2. Qualities: Students will be able to enhance their love for their homes, their responsibility for study, their industriousness.
2. Competences: Students will be able to practise listening skill, reading skill, communicate and cooperate, solve problems and develop creativity.
B. Teaching aids:
Textbook, computer, projector/ TV, cassette.
C. Procedure:
I. Warm up: Game: Networking 
- T divides the class into two teams, then writes the topic “Types of house” on the board and gives them two minutes to discuss.
- After that time, a student from each team one by one runs to the board and writes one word.
The team which has more correct answers is the winner.
Suggested answers:
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- T checks, gives feedback and leads to the new lesson.
- T leads in the lesson 
- T draws students’ attention to the pictures in the textbook and asks them some questions about the pictures.
- What are Nick and Mi doing? 
- What might they talk about?
Suggested answers:
- They are talking to / discussing with each other through the Internet.
(Students’answers)
I. Pre-reading:
* Put a tick: Which family member does Mi talk about?  (Task 2)
- T asks students “Which family members does Mi talk about?” without reading the conversation.
- Ss guess.
II. While – reading:
1. Listen and read (Task 1)
- T plays the recording, asks students to pay attetion to the words related to the topic My house. (Teacher may check the meaning of some words if necessary.)
- T can play the recording more than once.
- Ss listen and read.
- T can invite some pairs of students to read aloud.
- T allows students to share their answers before discussing as a class and encourages them to give evidence.
