Lesson 3: A closer look 2
A. OBJECTIVES
By the end of this lesson, Ss will be able to:

C. PROCEDURES 
I. WARM-UP
Game: Sentence puzzling
- Teacher divides the class into 4 groups.
 - Teacher delivers 4 sets of word cards which are 4 jumbled sentences in present perfect to each group. 
- Students will have to work in groups to create as many correct sentences from the word cards as possible. 
- The group with the most correct sentences will be the winner.
Answer key:
1. Sarah has joined the camp since the beginning of summer. 
2. She has gone to Paris with her family since last December.
3. They haven’t played for the school’s band for 4 months.
4. Have you done your homework yet? 	
     No, I haven’t.
II. PRESENTATION
The present perfect
- Teacher has Ss work individually to read the Remember! box about the present perfect. 
- Teacher asks Ss when they should use the present perfect. 
- Teacher aks some Ss to give an example for each of the uses. 
- Teacher writes the examples on the board. Remind Ss of the form of verbs in the present perfect.
III. PRACTICE
1. Write the correct forms of the verbs in the table.
- Teacher has students work individually to look at the table and write the correct form of the verbs.
- Teacher has some Ss write the verbs in different forms on the board before checking with the whole class. 
- Teacher asks several Ss to read aloud the verb forms and corrects their pronunciation if necessary.

- Teacher has Ss work individually for five minutes to write full sentences. Then asks them to work in pairs to swap their answers. 
- Teacher then asks some students to write their sentences on the board. 
- Teacher checks the answers as a class. 
- Teacher has the class read out the sentences and corrects pronunciation when necessary.
Answer key:

2. Mai has seen an elephant. 
3. Mai hasn’t joined a tribal dance.

IV. PRODUCTION
Work in pairs. Ask and answer questions about your experiences using the present perfect.
- Teacher asks Ss to work in pairs to ask their partners about experiences using the present perfect. 
- Teacher reminds them that they can start with Have you ...? 
- Teacher asks some pairs to roleplay in front of the class. 
- Teacher corrects any grammar and pronunciation mistakes if necessary.
Example: A: Have you visited a village of an ethnic group? B: Yes, I have. / No, I haven’t.

- Summarise the main points of the lesson.

- Do exercises in the Workbook (Part B)
- Make 5 sentences, using the present perfect tense.

Lesson 4: Communication
A. OBJECTIVES

C. PROCEDURE
Warm up:      Game: who is faster
 Ss  says a verb in past participle form, and team B uses that verb to say a sentence about his / her experience. If a team cannot make a sentence as required, it loses a turn. 
- The team with the most correct answers wins.
- T declares the winner congratulates them, then leads to the new lesson
I. Pre-listening
* Everyday English
1. Listen and read the dialogue below (task 1) 
- T plays the recording for Ss to listen and read the conversation at the same time
- T has Ss practice the conversations in pairs. 
- T calls on some pairs to practice the conversations in front of the class. 
- T asks Ss to pay attention to the highlighted parts.
- T  asks them what the characters say when they first meet someone.
- T calls some students to share their opinions.
- T gives more explanations and writes down the structure used to apologise and respond to apologies.
I’m really sorry… . 
Oops, my mistake.
That’s okay.
That’s right.
II. Speaking
1. Work in pairs. 
- Teacher asks students to work in pairs to make similar dialogues. (task 2) 
- Teacher calls some students randomly to act out the dialogues
- T asks Ss to work in pairs to make similar dialogues with the given cues.
-T moves around to observe and provide help. Call on some pairs to practise in front of the class. Comment on their performance.
- T gives feedback and comments.
Suggested answers:
Mr Nam:Have you submitted your project after the deadline?
Hoang: opps, I’m really sorry. I’m late because my mom is ill
Mr Nam:Oh, That’s right. Try your best
2. Now invite your friend. 
- To let students further practice apologising and responding to apologies.
- T calls on some Ss to report the answers to the class.
- T and other Ss give comments.
III. Reading
1. Matching their name with the experiences( Task 3)
- T asks some Ss to read the posts aloud.
- T Has Ss work in pairs match names with experiences the students have. Remind Ss to underline key words / information that help them do the matching while reading. Correct if necessary.

2: Work in pairs. ask and answer questions about the experiences of Mai, tom, and Minh. you can use the questions below. (Task 4) 
- Have Ss work in pairs to ask and answer questions about the experiences of the three students.
-  Ss work in pairs to ask and answer questions about the experiences of the three students. Example: 
- Where did Mai go?
- She went on a camping trip with her class.
- What happened to her?
- She slipped and hurt her ankle.
- What did she do then?
- She stayed inside the camp. She couldn’t join team building activities.
- How did she feel?
- She felt helpless. It was a terrible day for her.
- Give feedback on Ss’ performances. 

3.Discussion :Work in groups. take turns to ask and answer about one another’s experiences of a trip he / she has had. use similar questions to those in 4(Task 5)
- Have Ss work in groups to take turn to ask and answer about one another’s experiences of a trip they have.
- Tell them that they can use similar questions as suggested in 4 and ideas from the posts and the notes in 3.
- Invite pairs to practise in front of the class. 
Suggested answer: 
- Mai, where did you go?
- We went on a camping trip in Ninh Binh.
- When was that?
- Last year.
- What happened then? / What did you do then?
- We put up camps / tents, and joined team building activities. 
- How did you feel?
- It was an amazing experience for me. I have never felt so excited like that.
T gives feedback on Ss’ performances.

IV. Wrap up:
- Teacher asks students to talk about what they have learnt in the lesson
V. Homework:
- Learn by heart ways to practise apologising and responding to apologies.
- Do exercises C1,2 
- Get ready for “Skills 1

Lesson 5: Skills 1

A. OBJECTIVES
   By the end of this lesson, Ss will be able to:

C. PROCEDURE
Warm up: Brainstorming: write a sentence about their past experience
- T asks Ss to list out their past experience as possible within 1 minute.
- Ss work in groups to brainstorm 
- Which teams can list out more correct answers wins.
- T confirms answers as a class.
I. Pre-reading
1. Look at the picture and Tick (√) the experiences you have had(Task 1)
-T asks the class to work in pairs to describe the pictures and say if they have done the things that teenagers in the pictures are doing. 
- T asks Ss some questions:
+ Have you ever gone camping? 
+ Have you ever travelled to a new place without parents like this?
+ Have you ever attended an army course/ joined any performances? 
- Ask Ss how they feel about the experiences or what the experiences are like.
- Ss work in pairs to describe the pictures and say if they have done the things that teenagers in the pictures are doing. 
Suggested answers:
Picture: the students sitting in front of a tent. They are talking or having a relaxing time. Three boys are holding sports equipment (a tennis racquet, a fishing rode …)
- Lead to the reading. Tell Ss that they will read about Duong and Aikiko’s experiences. Tell Ss about the OBJECTIVES of the lesson or write the OBJECTIVES in the left corner of the board. 
II. While-reading
  1. Read the texts and choose the correct answer A, B, C, or D  (task 2) 
- Ask Ss to work individually to read questions first and underline the key words in the questions. 
- Have Ss read the two passages to circle the correct option.
- Ask some Ss to read their answers and clues to the answers.
- Correct Ss if necessary.
