III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up
Review the chant, U12, L3 
2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure
Activity 1. Look, listen and repeat. (Observation, Questions and answers)

- Pupils look at Pictures a and b and identify the characters (Mai and Linh) in the pictures.

- Pupils look at Picture a. Play the recording for pupils to listen.

- Play the recording again, sentence by sentence, for pupils to listen and repeat individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation where necessary. Repeat the same procedure with Picture b.

- Invite a few pairs to the front of the classroom to listen and repeat the sentences in the recording.

- Draw pupils’ attention to the question and answer Where’s your bedroom? – It’s here. Tell pupils that the sentences are used to ask and answer about the location of the bedroom in the house.

* T and Ss’s assessment:  Give oral comments ( Ss’ presentation, voice,

intonation pronunciation).

3. Practice

Activity 2. Listen, point and say. (Observation, Questions and answers)

- Have pupils look at the pictures and elicit the names of the rooms.  

- Have pupils look at Picture a and the word living room under it. Listen to the recording and repeat the word. Have the class repeat the word.

- Point at the question in the speech bubble and Picture a and have pupils listen and repeat after the recording (Where’s the living room?). Point at Picture a and have pupils listen and repeat after the recording (It’s here.). Repeat the same procedure with Pictures b, c and d.

- Have pairs practise asking and answering the question:

                       - Where’s the ______? –> It’s here / there.
- Invite a few pairs to point at the pictures and say the questions and answers in front of the class.

* T and Ss’s assessment:  Give oral comments ( Ss’ presentation, voice,

intonation pronunciation).

Activity 3. Let’s talk (Observation)

- Draw pupils’ attention to the picture. Ask questions to help them identify the context (see Input). Point at each room, elicit the missing words in the question and answer (for example, the living room). Tell pupils to pay attention to the locations of the hands. Use here for the rooms near the hands, and there for the rooms far from the hands. Complete the sentence. Get pupils to ask and answer the question Where’s the living room? – It’s here. Where’s the kitchen? – It’s there.
- Put pupils into pairs. Encourage them to point at each room in the house in the picture in turn to ask and answer questions about their locations in the house. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.

4. Wrap-up & Assignments
- T asks students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

use Where’s the ____?  - It’s here/ there.to ask and answer questions about the location of the rooms.
2. What’re the core values of the lesson?

- Remind students to do exercises in the workbook and prepare the next lesson.

I. DESIRED OBJECTS
By the end of this lesson, Students will be able to:

- Listen to and understand two communicative contexts in which pupils ask and answer questions about the location of a room in a house and circle the correct pictures.
- Complete four gapped exchanges with the help of picture cues.
- Sing the song Where is it? with the correct melody and pronunciation.

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up: Game “Whisper” 
- Play the game to review vocabularies they have learned in the previous lesson.

2. Practice

Activity 4. Listen and circle. (Observation and key)

- Have pupils look at pictures 1, 2 and 3 on page 19 of the Student Book. 

- Elicit the identification of the characters in the pictures and the characters’ words. Tell pupils that they are going to listen to the recording and tick the pictures they hear. Guess the answer

- Play the recording 2 times pupils to listen and tick the boxes. Check their guess. Compare the answer with the partner.

- Play the recording again pupils check their answers. T give the answer:

- Ask some questions to ensure pupils’ comprehension of the listening text.

- Get Ss to check their answers with their partners before giving the key.

Key: 1. a    2. b

Activity 5. Look, complete and read. (Observation and key)

- Have pupils open their books to Page 19. Get Ss to identify the characters in the pictures and what they are saying.

- Tell Ss that they are going to look the pictures, read and get information to write the missing words in the sentences.

- Ss read silently and complete the dialogues.

- Ss trade their answers within pairs or groups for correction

- Ask Ss to read the answers aloud to the class. The others listen and give comments.

- T guides:

+ How many pictures are there?

+ What rooms are there?


Key: 1. living room    2. kitchen    3. bathroom; there     4. bedroom; here

- Make some questions to check Ss’ comprehension of the reading text.

- Have the whole class read each line of the dialogues chorally to reinforce their pronunciation

Activity 6. Let’s sing. (Observation)

- Present the song Where is it?
- Get Ss to read the lyrics in silence, check comprehension and give feedback.

- Show Ss how to mime the song.

- Get Ss to practise singing and miming the song in groups.

- Call on two groups to perform the song. Encourage them to perform the song with appropriate and meaningful gestures.

3. Wrap-up & Assignments
- Divide the pupils into equal teams of five or six. 

- Have each team stand in a line. Hold up a flashcard and make a sentence based on the picture. The teams then repeat the sentence three times and sit down. 

- The team that sits down first scores a point. Then, repeat the game, but this time have the pupils add an action before they sit down, e.g. clap and then sit, jump and then sit, etc. 

- More action will be added the longer the game goes on.

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up: Greeting and songs

- Greet Ss. Then get the class to sing the song where is it?

- Elicit ways of introducing the house and lead students to the new lesson.

2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure
Activity 1. Look, listen and repeat.(Observation, Questions and answers)

- Show students the situational pictures and ask the following questions to help them understand the communication situations in each picture.


1. Who's they?  (Mai and Linh)


2. Where are they? ( at Mai’s house)


4. Is this the first time Linh come Mai’s house? (Yes)

5. What do Linh ask to Mai? ( where are the....?)

- Have students look at the book, listen, and repeat the lines in the picture twice

- Point at the pictures a, b, c, and d respectively to present the story. Explain what each character says. Check comprehension and give feedback.

- Remind students to answer “ They are/ They’re.........” 

- Play the recording, pointing at each speech bubble for Ss to listen and repeat the sentence(s) twice.  

- Point at each bubble for Ss to read the sentence(s).  

- Elicit the sentence patterns Where are the____? – They’re ___. 
from the conversation, explain the meaning and use of the sentence patterns.

3. Practice

Activity 2. Listen, point and say. (Observation, Questions and answers)

Task 1: Controlled practice (look, point and say)

- Present the activity. Encourage Ss to talk about the meaning of the sentences in practice. Point at the group of words under each picture, check comprehension, and give feedback. Have Ss repeat each group twice.

- Play , Activity 2 for Ss to repeat twice. 

- Interact with Ss to practice the model sentences.. 

- Get Ss to practise in pairs to introduce the rooms.

- Ask Ss to work in pairs and says “Imagine you are Mai and  Linh to ask and answer if there is rooms in the house..”

- Call on some pairs to demonstrate their conversations in front of the class.

- Give feedback and comments on each conversation and correct Ss’ mistakes if necessary. 

Task 2: Guided practice (information gap activity) (OPTIONAL)

- Present the activity. Ask Ss’ to work in goups of 4. One student show the picture of his or her house and ask if there is any rooms in the house to the partner.

- Have  students introduce and share the idea about the room.

- Call on one student from each groups to introduce their rooms to the class.

- Give feedback and comments on the reports and correct Ss’ mistakes if necessary.

Activity 3. Let’s talk. (Observation)

- Draw pupils’ attention to the picture. Elicit the context (see Input) and the missing words in the question and answer. Write them on the board. Complete the question and relevant answer. Invite two pupils to take turns pointing at the relevant things, ask and answer questions. Correct their pronunciation where necessary.

- Put pupils into pairs to ask and answer questions. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.

- Invite some pairs to the front of the classroom to take turns pointing at the things in the pictures to ask and answer about their locations

4. Wrap-up & Assignments: Pass the ball 
- Divide the class into 3 teams.

- Each team has 1 sticky ball.

- Play the music, students in each team take turns to pass the ball. After the music ends, 3 students who have the ball – stand up and say outloud any words about rooms in the house they have learned, using the sentence model.

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up
- Greet Ss. Then get the class to sing the song Where is it?
- Elicit ways of introducing the house and lead students to the new lesson

2. Practice

Activity 4. Listen and number. (Observation and key)

-  Have pupils look at pictures 1, 2 and 3 on page 15 of the Student Book. 

- Elicit the identification of the things in the pictures.

Tell pupils that they are going to listen to the recording and number the pictures they hear. Guess the answer

- Play the recording 2 times pupils to listen and number the boxes. Check their guess. Compare the answer with the partner.

- Play the recording again pupils check their answers. T give the answer:

- Ask some questions to ensure pupils’ comprehension of the listening text.

- Get Ss to check their answers with their partners before giving the key.

Key: 1. c    2. d    3. a    4. b
Activity 5. Look, circle and read. (Observation and key)

- Have pupils open their books to Page 15. Get Ss to identify the Phong ‘s house in the pictures and what he is saying.

- Tell Ss that they are going to look the pictures, read and get information to write the missing words in the paragrap.

- Ss read silently and complete the pragrap.

- Ss trade their answers within pairs or groups for correction

- Ask Ss to read the answers aloud to the class. The others listen and give comments.

Key:1. b    2. b    3. a    4. b
- Make some questions to check Ss’ comprehension of the reading text.

- Have the whole class read each line of the dialogues chorally to reinforce their pronunciation

Activity 6. Let’s play. (Observation)

- Explain how to play the game: Draw a 3 x 3 Bingo grid on the board and a list of the vocabulary words for reviewing. Get pupils to copy the grid onto a paper sheet and fill their grids with the vocabulary words. 

- Give pupils time to play the game in pairs or groups. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.

-When time runs out, invite a few pairs to stand up and take turns asking and answering questions using the sentence patterns Where’s? − It’s here / there. and Where are they? – They’re.......
3. Wrap-up & Assignments
* Game: Spin the Wheel

- Divide the class into teams.

- Teacher calls one pupil to answer the question. 

- Pupils/ teachers click the “spin” button to get points.
* T reminds students to do exercises in the workbook and to prepare for the next lesson.
