 Lesson 1: Part 1, 2, 3

I. DESIRED OBJECTIVES

By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:

- Identify the situation for the conversation between Ben and Mai  ( setting, participants, topics)

- Identify and pronounce exactly the common words and phrases related to the greeting , self- ntroduce and responds the greetings.

- Use “ hello/ hi, I’m…………..”  to greet, self- ntroduce and responds the greetings.

III: TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES

1. Warm up:   Greeting and play a game (Observation)

  - T greets the students. Then get the class to play game “ who is quicker ? ”

  - Ss work in groups of four 

- T gives the comments to the group.

+ T/Ss assessesment by observation while ss listen
2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure
Activity1: Look, listen and repeat (Identify the situations for a conversation) (Questions & answers )  

Discover the picture:
Who are the pupils? ( Ben and Mai )

Where are they?  ( at school)

What are they talking about ?  ( talk about  the greeting , self- ntroduce and responds the greetings)

-T plays the recording and Ss listen and repeat once or twice.

- Have Ss repeat in chorus or in pairs if necessary.

- T asks Ss to role play the conversation in groups.

- Call some groups present in front of the class.

- T feedbacks.

3. Practice

Activity 1:  Point and say ( Identify the words,  phrases and structure) (Observation and game)
- T uses pictures to run through the vocalary:  Hello, Hi, I’m………………..
- T elicits to give model sentences
- T points to the first picture and model the task with one student, using the expressions in the bubbles and the word under the picture.

     Teacher:    Hello, I’m Miss Hien 

     Student:     Hi, Miss Hien, I’m Hoa
- Ss say the phrases chorally and individually. Repeat the same pricedure with the rest of the pictures.

- Ss practice in pairs, using the prompts in the bubbles and the pictures.

- Some pairs do role - play the dialogue in front of the class. T monitors the activity and offers help, if necessary.

- T gives assessment:  Pass the ball

4. Application

      Activity 1:  Let’s talk. (speaking  practice )(Observation, questions & answers)
- Work in pairs , ask and answer questions about the greeting, self- ntroduce and responds the greetings.

- Set a time limit for the class to practice.

- Select some pairs to act out the exchanges.

** Ss & T’s asessment: give oral comments (focus on their exact structure, pronunciation, interaction)

III: TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES

1. Warm up:   Greeting and play a game (Observation)

+ T/Ss assessesment by observation while ss listen
2. Discover and genelize the knowledge/structure

 Aims of this activity: Look at the pictures, listen to the tape and circle.
Step 1:  Discover the picture

- How many pictures are there?

- Who are they in picture ... ?

Step 2:  Listen and circle

- Tell the class that they are going to listen and circle the correct pictures.
- Play the recording all the way through for pupils to listen. Play it again for them to do the task. Monitor the activity and offer help, if necessary.
Step 3:  Share ideas 

- Get pupils to swap and compare their answers before checking as a class.

Step 4:  Feedback.           
Activity 2. Look, complete and read

Step 1:   Discover the sentences.

- Tell the class that they are going to read 4 sentences and fill the gaps with I’m and Hello.
- Give them a few seconds to read the text and the words in the box. Remind them to focus on the context to select the appropriate words. 

Step 2:   Fill in the gaps.
Step 3:  Share ideas

Step 4:  Feedback
** Assessment:  Seft- assessment  ( focus on grammar, model sentences)
3. Practice

Activity 1. Let’s sing

- Ask Ss to read the lyrics in silent.

- T reads, Ss listen.

- Ask Ss to repeat line by line.
- Teacher plays the song: Hello.

+ 1st: students listen.

+ 2nd: stop each sentence in the song and asks sing along.

+ 3rd: students sing in chorus

- Divide class into 2 groups and song. 

** Assessement:  Ss’s pronunciation, intonation and melody.

Lesson 2: Part 1, 2, 3

I. DESIRED OBJECTIVES

By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:

- Identify the situation for the conversation between Mai and Ben ( setting, participants, topics)

- Identify and pronounce exactly the common words and phrases related to greeting and responding to greetings.

- Practice conversation about greeting and responding to greetings by using: How are you? I’m fine, thanks/thank you. Say goodbye, using Goodbye/Bye.

- Show their love and concern in knowing and sharing about greeting and responding to greetings and great respect and concern for other people by using appropriate gestures and intonation when asking and answering about greeting and responding to greetings.

     Teacher:   How are you ?   

     Student:  I’m fine, thank you
 - Ss say the phrases chorally and individually. Repeat the same pricedure with the rest of the pictures.
- Ss practice in pairs, using the prompts in the bubbles and the pictures.

- Some pairs do role - play the dialogue in front of the class. T monitors the activity and offers help, if necessary.

- T gives assessment:  Kim’s game.
