Lesson 3: Part 1-2-3

I. DESIRED OBJECTIVES

By the end of the lesson, Ss will be able to:

- Review words and phrases to ask and answer about someone’s address and hometown.

- Practice listening skills with some words and phrases related to address and hometown.

- Improve speaking skill by chanting about someone’s address and hometown.

II. TEACHING AIDS

- Teacher:  teacher’s book and computer

- Students’: books, notebooks and workbooks.

III. LEARNING PLAN/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES

1. Warm – up:

- Revise the previous lesson by inviting a few pupils to read their answers to Activity 5. Give feedback and introduce Lesson 3.
2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure

Activity 1: Listen and repeat

- Ss practice saying two-syllable words with the stress on the first syllable. Explain that in a word with more than one syllable, one of the syllables is usually said with more emphasis than the rest (e.g. 'city, 'village, 'mountains and 'tower).

- T plays the recording all the way through for Ss to listen and follow in their books. Then play it again for them to repeat all the words and sentences twice

Activity 2: Listen and circle

- Ss listen and circle a or b to complete the sentences. T asks Ss to read the sentences and guess the correct answers.

- T plays the recording all the way through for Ss to listen. Play it again for Ss to do the task.

- T gets Ss to compare their answers before giving feedback.

III. LEARNING EXPERIENCES/ LEARNING PLAN

1.Warm-up 

- Greet the class and encourage them to respond to your greeting. Spend a few minutes revising the previous lesson by having the class say the chant on page 14.
– Get the class to open their books on page 15 and look at Activity 4. Tell them what they will learn in this lesson.
2. Practice
Activity 4. Read and circle.
Goal: To read four sentences and choose the correct responses.
-Draw pupils’ attention to the first sentence. Tell them about the activity. Get pupils to read the first number together as a class. Elicit the answer and give feedback. Circle the letter b.
-Give pupils time to do the task. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.
-Tell pupils to swap books with a partner, then check answers together as a class. Write the correct answers on the board for pupils to correct their answers.

3.Application

Activity 5. Let’s write.
-Goal: Draw pupils’ attention to three two-person exchanges. Tell them about the activity.
Write the first exchange on the board:
Lucy: Hi. I’m Lucy.
You: Hello, Lucy. I’m ____ .
-Elicit the context and the missing words and give feedback. Complete the sentences. -Invite two pupils to role-play the exchange.
-Give pupils time to do the task. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.
-Get pupils to swap books with a partner, then check the answers together as a class.
-Write the correct answers on the board for pupils to correct their answers.
Activity 6. Project

Goal: To make a pupil card for pupils to use, and use their work to practise talking to their classmates.

-Tell pupils about the activity. Stick the pupil card sample on the board. Write the presentation language on the board. Check comprehension and give feedback. Have pupils repeat the sentences until they can say the sentences by themselves. Model the presentation a few times.
-Invite a pupil to the front of the classroom to perform the presentation. Watch and offer your support with the language.
-Put pupils into groups to rehearse their pupil card presentation. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.
-Invite a few pupils from different groups to show and talk about their pupil cards in front of the classroom.

III. LEARNING EXPERIENCES/ LEARNING PLAN

1.Warm-up 

- Greet the class.
- Get ss to sing the song Hello in Unit 1 Lesson 1.
- Ask pupils to sing the song.
- Invite some of them to  come to the board to role play, the rest of the pupils will sing.
2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure.
Activity 1. Look, listen and repeat.
Goal: To understand  and  correctly  repeat  the  sentences  in  two  communicative  contexts (pictures) focusing on asking and answering questions about names.
-Have pupils look at Pictures a and b and identify the characters in the pictures.
-Ask pupils to look at Picture a. Play the recording for them to listen. Play the recording again, sentence by sentence, for pupils to listen and repeat.  Follow the same procedure with Picture b. Correct their pronunciation where necessary.
-Play the recording again for pupils to listen and repeat in chorus sentence by sentence.
-Invite a few pairs to the front of the classroom to listen and repeat the sentences in the recording.
-Draw their attention to the question What’s your name? and the answers My name’s Ben. and My name’s Mary. Tell pupils that they are a question and answers about the character names.
Activity 2. Listen, point and say
Goal: To correctly say the character names and use What's your name?My name's
… to ask and answer questions about names.
- Have pupils look at the pictures. Elicit the name of each character.
-Have pupils point at Picture a (Nam, Bill), listen to the recording and repeat the names (Nam, Bill). Follow the same procedure with Picture b. Have the class repeat the names a few times.
-Point at the first bubble and have pupils listen and repeat after the recording (What's your name?). Point at Picture a and have pupils listen and repeat after the recording (My name's Nam). Follow the same procedure with Picture b.
-Put pupils in pairs and have pairs practise asking and answering the question What's your name? - My name's
.
-Invite a few pairs to point at the pictures and say the questions and answers in front of the class.
3. Practice
Activity 3. Let’s talk.
Goal: To enhance the correct use of What’s your name? and My name’s
. to ask and answer questions about names.
-Draw pupils’ attention to the two speech bubbles. Read the question aloud and ask pupils to repeat it. Ask pupils to look at the second bubble and identify what the answer should be. Elicit the answer My name's Mai. Get pupils to repeat the question and the answer several times in pairs.
- Go around the classroom, point to pupils and ask What’s your name? Allow each pupil to answer with his / her own name (e.g. My name’s Long).
-Have pupils practise asking and answering the questions about their own names in pairs. Go around the classroom to observe and provide help.
-Invite some pairs to practise asking the question and giving the answer in front of the class.

4. Wrap-up & Assignments

- T asks students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

+ ask and answer questions about names.
2. What’re the core values of the lesson? 

+ ask and answer questions about names in interesting ways.

- Remind students to do homework in the workbook and prepare the new lesson.

III. LEARNING EXPERIENCES/ LEARNING PLAN

1.Warm-up 

-Greet the class.
- Ask pupils to sing the hello song.
- Invite some of them come to the board to role play, the rest of the pupils will sing.
- Give points to the pupils and encourage them.
+) Have pupils review the model sentences learnt in the previous lesson by asking and answering about names.
2. Practice
Activity 4. Listen and tick.
Goal: To listen to and understand two dialogues in which pupils ask and answer questions about names.
- Ask pupils some questions about Activity 4 (e.g. How many pictures are there? Who can you see? What are they doing?). Ask them to say about the difference between Picture 1a and Picture 1b.
-Have pupils look at Pictures 1a and 1b. Play the recording of the first dialogue and ask pupils to tick the correct picture. Play the recording again and check their answers. Praise pupils if they have the correct answer (Picture b).
-Repeat step 2 with the second dialogue.
-Set a time limit for pupils to swap and check the answers. Correct their answers, if necessary.
Extension: If time allows, play the recording, sentence by sentence, for the class to listen and repeat in chorus. Correct their pronunciation if necessary.
Key: 1. b 2. a
Activity 5. Look, complete and read.
Goal: To complete three target sentence patterns with the help of picture cues.
-Have pupils look at the pictures. Have them identify the characters in the two pictures.
-Have pupils look at the two incomplete exchanges. Draw their attention to the missing words in the sentences.
-Model with Picture 1. Have pupils look at the dialogue. Ask them what is missing in the answer (Lucy). Then have them look at the picture and identify the character’s name. Then have them complete the gap (Hi. My name’s Nam. What’s your name? - My name’s Lucy.)
-Follow the same procedure with Picture 2. Draw their attention to the two gaps in the second exchange.
-Have pupils complete the exchanges individually and ask a few pairs to read them aloud.
Key: 1. Lucy  2.  your name; Mary
3. Application

Activity 6. Let’s play
Goal: To review the characters’ names by playing the game Slap the board.
-Tell pupils that they are going to listen for the names of the six pupils and slap the correct flash cards / words as quickly as possible.
-Put the flash cards or write the words of the six pupils on the board.
-Call two or three pupils to the front of the class. Ask them to stand at a certain distance from the board.
-Invite one pupil to the front of the class and ask What's your name? The pupil answers the question with one of the names on the board (e.g. My name's Bill.). Have pupils run to the board and slap the correct flash card / word. The pupil who is the quickest to slap the correct word gets one point. The pupil who has the most points at the end of the game wins.
4. Wrap-up & Assignments

- T asks students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

+ ask and answer questions about names.
2. What’re the core values of the lesson? 

+ ask and answer questions about names in interesting ways.

- Remind students to do homework in the workbook and prepare the new lesson.
