           Lesson 3: 1, 2, 3 
I. DESIRED OBJECTIVES
By the end of the lesson, pupils will be able to:
- correctly repeat the sounds of the letters p and r in isolation, in the words painting and running, and in the sentences I like painting. and I like running. with the correct pronunciation and intonation.
- identify the target words painting and running while listening.
- say the chant with the correct rhythm and pronunciation.

-collaborate with teachers to enhance language skills.

III. LEARNING EXPERIENCES/ LEARNING PLAN

1.Warm-up 

– Greet the class. 

-Divide the class into two groups to take turns to sing the song My hobby on

 page 37. One group sings the first verse. The other sings the second verse.

2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure.

Activity 1. Listen and repeat (Observation, peer-correction)

Goal: To correctly repeat the sounds of the letters p and r in isolation, in the words painting and running, and in the sentences I like painting. and I like running. with the correct pronunciation and intonation.

-Draw pupils’ attention to the letter p, the word painting and the sentence I like painting. Play the recording and encourage pupils to point to the letter / word / sentence while listening.
- Play the recording again for pupils to listen and repeat. Do this several times until pupils feel confident. Correct their pronunciation where necessary and praise them if their pronunciation is good.
- Repeat Steps 1 and 2 for the letter r.

3. Practice

Activity 2. Listen and circle (Observation and key)

Goal: To identify the target words painting and running while listening.

-Draw pupils’ attention to the exchanges and the answer options. Tell pupils about the activity. Play the recording for pupils to listen. Play the recording again for them to do the task. Play the recording the third time for them to check the answers.
-Tell pupils to swap books with a partner then check the answers as a class. Write the correct answers on the board for pupils to correct their answers.
-Play the recording again for pupils to check their answers again.
Extension: Invite one or two pupils to stand up, listen to and repeat the exchanges.

Activity 3. Let’s chant (Observation and rubric)

Goal: To say the chant with the correct rhythm and pronunciation.

-Draw pupils’ attention to the lyrics of the chant. Check comprehension.
-Play the recording all the way through. Encourage pupils to listen carefully to the rhythm and pronunciation. Draw pupils' attention to the sounds of the consonants p andr.
-Play the recording line by line for pupils to listen and repeat. Correct their pronunciation where necessary.
-Play the recording all the way through for pupils to say the chant. Draw their attention to the consonant sounds /p/ and /r/ in the words painting and running.
Extension: Divide the class into two or more groups to take turns to listen to and repeat the chant, while the rest of the class claps along.

4.Wrap-up & Assignments
- T asks students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

- correctly repeat the sounds of the letters p and r in isolation, in the words painting and running, and in the sentences I like painting. and I like running. with the correct pronunciation and intonation.
2. What’re the core values of the lesson?

- T reminds students to do exercises in the workbook and to prepare for the next lesson

I. DESIRED OBJECTIVES
By the end of the lesson, pupils will be able to:
- read a communicative context and complete a table about hobbies.
- read and complete a gapped paragraph with personal information.
- reinforce and extend pupils’ language knowledge and competences by making a hobby show.

III. LEARNING EXPERIENCES/ LEARNING PLAN

1.Warm-up

- Greet the class. 

-Spend a few minutes revising the previous lesson by inviting two groups of three pupils to the front of the class to take turns to say the chant and clap their hands at the same time. The rest of the class claps their hands with the rhythm of the chant.
2. Practice

Activity 4. Read and tick (Observation and key)

Goal:To read a communicative context and complete a table about hobbies.

-Tell pupils about the activity. Pupils should read the communicative context in silence, pay attention to the sentences and complete the table by ticking the correct boxes.
-Give the class time to do the task. Circulate round the classroom during the activity and offer help where necessary.
-Check the answers as a class. Get pupils to swap and correct their answers in pairs.

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Activity 5. Let’s write. (Observation and key)

Goal: To read and complete gapped sentences with personal information.

-Explain to the class the goal of this activity. Show them how to complete the task. They should read each gapped sentence, guess the missing information and complete the sentence with their own personal information. Check comprehension and give feedback.
-Give pupils time to write their answers. Circulate round the classroom during the activity and offer help where necessary.
-Ask pupils to swap and correct their answers in pairs. Check the answers as a class.
Extension: If time allows, invite a pupil to stand up and read his / her completed sentences. The rest of the class listen, and cheer or clap their hands if the performers do a good job.

3. Application

Activity 6. Project. (Observation and rubric)

Goal: To reinforce and extend pupils’ language knowledge and competences by making a hobby show.

-Explain the goal of this activity to pupils. Point at the picture and explain what they should do to complete the project. Tell pupils to work in groups. Remind pupils to be friendly, cooperative and supportive when working together.
-Give the class time to complete the project by drawing three pictures showing their hobbies. Circulate round the classroom and offer help where necessary.
Extension: Have a class display of pupils’ products and have them vote for the most interesting ones.
Give prizes like paper flowers, coloured stars or stickers to the best presenters.

4.Wrap-up & Assignments
- T asks students to answer the following questions:

- correctly say the words and use: What’s your hobby? –  It’s _____./ I like_______ to ask and answer about hobbies.

2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure.

Activity 1. Listen and tick (Observation and key)

Goal: To listen to and understand five communicative contexts and tick the correct pictures.

-Draw pupils’ attention to Pictures 1a and 1b. Tell pupils about this activity. Elicit the names of the characters in each picture and what they say. Then play the recording for Question 1. Play the recording again for pupils to do the task. Play the recording a third time for pupils to check their answers.
-Repeat Step 1 for the rest of the pictures: 2a and 2b, 3a and 3b, 4a and 4b, and 5a and 5b.
-Tell pupils to swap their books with their partners, then check answers as a class. Write the correct answers on the board.
-Play the recording for pupils to double-check their answers.
Extension: If time allows, play the recording sentence by sentence for the class to listen and repeat in chorus. Correct their pronunciation where necessary.

Activity 2. Listen and number. (Oobservation and key)

Goal: To listen to and understand four communicative contexts and number the correct pictures

-Draw pupils’ attention to the pictures. Tell them about this activity. Elicit the names of the characters in each picture and what they say. Play the recording for pupils to listen. Play the recording again for them to do the task. Play the recording a third time for pupils to check their answers.
-Tell pupils to swap their books with their partners, then check answers as a class. Write the correct answers on the board.
-Play the recording again for pupils to check their answers again.
Extension: If time allows, play the recording sentence by sentence for the class to listen and repeat in chorus. Correct their pronunciation where necessary.

2. Practice

Activity 3. Read and match (Observation and key)

Goal: To read and match pairs of target sentence patterns

-Draw pupils’ attention to the sentences. Tell them about this activity. Point at Sentence 1, elicit the answer and give feedback. Draw a line to match Sentence 1 with the letter e.
-Give pupils time to do the task. Go around the classroom to offer support. 
-Tell pupils to swap their books with their partners, then check answers together as a class. Write the correct answers on the board for pupils to correct their answers.
Extension: Invite pairs of pupils to stand up and read the matched exchanges aloud.

Activity 4. Read and complete (Observation and key)

Goal: To read and complete a gapped conversation between two pupils
-Draw pupils’ attention to the words in the box and the conversation. Tell them about this activity. Point at the first sentence and read as a class. Elicit the missing word and give feedback. Complete the sentence and get pupils to read the completed sentence in chorus.
-Give pupils time to do the task. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.
-Tell pupils to swap their books with their partners, then check answers as a class. Write the correct answers on the board for pupils to correct their answers.
Extension: Invite pairs of pupils to stand up and read the completed conversation aloud.

Activity 5. Ask and answer. (Observation and peer- correction)

Goal: To ask and answer questions using personal information.

-Draw pupils’ attention to the first question. Get the class to read it in chorus. Elicit the answer and give feedback. Then get pupils to role-play the exchange.
-Repeat step 1 with the rest of the questions.
-Give pupils time to take turns to role-play the four exchanges. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.
Extension: Invite pairs of pupils to stand up and take turns to role-play the target exchanges.
3. Wrap-up & Assignments
- T asks students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

- Review words and sentence patterns from uni 1- unit 5.
2. What’re the core values of the lesson?

- SS choose a symbol to draw in notebook showing the values they have learnt.


- T reminds students to do exercises in the workbook and to prepare for the next lesson
