III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up
Game: Simon says
Review the previous lesson by having the class play the game Simon says, using the words: doctor, teacher, driver, worker.
Teacher says “Simon says…” for the pupils to do the actions. When the teacher doesn’t start the sentence with “Simon says”, pupils do nothing. Who can make it until the end is the winner.
- Simon says: Be a teacher.

- Be a cook. - Simon says: Be a cook.

-  Simon says: Be a nurse. - Simon says: Be a farmer.

- Be a singer. - Simon says: Be a singer.
2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure
Activity 1. Look, listen and repeat. (Observation, Questions and answers)

Goal: To understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts (pictures) to ask and answer questions about someone’s job.

- Have pupils look at Pictures a and b and elicit the names of the speakers and the people in the pictures. 
- Have pupils look at Picture a. Play the recording again for them to listen. 
- Play the recording again, sentence by sentence, for pupils to listen and repeat individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation where necessary. Repeat the same procedure with Picture b.
- Invite a few pairs to the front of the classroom to listen and repeat the sentences in the recording.
- Draw pupils’ attention to the questions Is she a worker? and Is he a doctor? and the answers Yes, she is. and No, he isn’t. Tell pupils that they are questions and answers to ask about someone’s job.
* T and Ss’s assessment:  Give oral comments ( Ss’ presentation, voice,

intonation pronunciation).

3. Practice

Activity 2. Listen, point and say. (Observation, Questions and answers)

Goal: To correctly say the words and use Is he / she ____? and Yes, he / she is. / No, he / she isn’t. He’s / She’s _____. to ask and answer questions about someone’s job.

- Have pupils look at the pictures and elicit the jobs. 
- Have pupils point at Picture a (a cook), listen to the recording and repeat the word. Repeat the same procedure with the other three pictures. Have the class repeat the words a few times. Use the flashcards for cook, farmer, singer and nurse to elicit the words.
- Point at Picture a and ask the question Is he a cook? Elicit the answer Yes, he is. Continue with Picture c to elicit the answer No, she isn't. Have pupils listen and repeat after the recording.
- Hold up a flash card and ask a question. Complete the question with different words for jobs to elicit Yes, she/he is. or No, she/he isn’t. Then have the class repeat the answer.
- Have pairs use the pictures in their books to ask and answer questions. Go around the classroom to offer support.
- Invite a few pairs to point at the pictures and make a dialogue.
* T and Ss’s assessment:  Give oral comments ( Ss’ presentation, voice,

intonation pronunciation).

Activity 3. Let’s talk (Observation)

Goal: To enhance the correct use of Is he / she ____? – Yes, / No, ____. to ask and answer questions about someone’s job in a freer context.

- Hold up the flash cards to elicit the jobs. Have pupils look at the pictures. Point at the pictures and elicit the jobs. Point at a certain person in the picture and elicit the missing words in the gapped bubbles. 
- Give pupils time to take turns practising the questions and answers in pairs. Go around the classroom to offer support.
- Invite some pairs to the front of the class to interact with each other, pointing at the people in the pictures.
* T and Ss’s assessment:  Give oral comments ( Ss’ presentation, voice,

intonation pronunciation).

4. Wrap-up & Assignments/ home-link
- T asks students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

use Is he / she ____? and Yes, he / she is. / No, he / she isn’t. to ask and answer questions about someone’s job.
2. What’re the core values of the lesson?

- T reminds students to do exercises in the workbook and to prepare a picture of their family at home for the next project.

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up
- Greet the class.
- Ask pupils to sing the song My mother and my father.

- Invite some of them to come to the board to role play, the rest of the pupils will sing.

2. Practice

Activity 4. Listen and number. (Observation and key)

Goal: To listen to and understand four communicative contexts to ask and answer questions about someone's job and number the correct pictures.

- Have pupils look at the pictures. Point at each picture to elicit the job. Play the recording twice so that pupils can do the task. Play the recording the third time to give pupils another listening opportunity. 
- Check answers together as a class. Play the recording again for pupils to correct their answers.
Extension: If time allows, play the recording sentence by sentence for the class to listen and repeat in chorus. Correct their pronunciation if necessary.

Activity 5. Look, complete and read. (Observation and key)

Goal: To complete the four gapped dialogues with the help of picture cues.

- Have pupils look at the pictures and identify the jobs in the pictures. 
- Have pupils look at the four incomplete dialogues. Draw their attention to the missing words in the answers.
- Model with Picture 1. Have pupils look at the dialogue. Ask the question, have them look at the picture and answer the question. Have pupils complete the answer (she is). Repeat the same procedure with Pictures 2, 3 and 4.
- Have pupils complete the dialogues individually. Get pupils to swap books with a partner, then check the answers as a class. Ask a few pairs to read the dialogues aloud.

Key: 1. she is          2. he isn't; singer       3. Yes, she is          4. No; farmer

Activity 6. Let’s play. (Observation)

Goal: To revise the target vocabulary and sentence patterns by playing the game Clap for ‘yes’.

- Hold up a flash card for driver and ask pupils Is he a driver? and elicit the answer Yes, he is. Ask pupils to clap their hands and repeat the answer. Ask pupils to clap their hands and say Yes, he / she is. if the answer is Yes. Keep holding a flash card for driver and ask another question to elicit No, he isn’t. Ask pupils to stamp their feet and repeat the answer. Ask pupils to stamp their feet and say No, he / she isn’t. if the answer is No.
- Repeat the procedure with the other flash cards. 
Extension: Invite a few pupils to the front of the class and ask questions.
* T and Ss’s assessment:  Give oral comments ( voice, intonation pronunciation).

4. Wrap-up & Assignments/ home-link
- T asks students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today?

II. INSTRUCTIONAL RESOURCES

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up
- Greet the class.
- Ask pupils to sing the song My mother and my father.

- Invite some of them to come to the board to role play, the rest of the pupils will sing.

2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure
Activity 1. Listen and repeat.(Observation, Questions and answers)

Goal: To correctly repeat the sounds of the letters er and or in isolation, in the words mother and doctor, and in the sentences My mother is a teacher. and My father is a doctor. with the correct pronunciation and intonation.

- Draw pupils’ attention to the letters er, the word mother and the sentence My mother is a teacher. Play the recording and encourage them to point at the letter/ word/ sentence during their listening.
- Play the recording again and encourage pupils to listen and repeat. Do this several times until pupils feel confident. Correct their pronunciation where necessary, and praise them if their pronunciation is good.
- Repeat Steps 1 and 2 for the letter or.
* T and Ss’s assessment:  Give oral comments ( Ss’ voice, intonation pronunciation).
Activity 2. Listen and circle. (Observation and key)

Goal: To identify the words mother and doctor while listening.

- Draw pupils’ attention to the sentences and tell pupils what to do in the task. Play the recording twice for pupils to circle the correct options.
- Tell pupils to swap books with a partner, then check the answers as a class. Write the correct answers on the board. Play the recording so that pupils can check their answers again.
Extension: Invite one or two pupils to stand up, listen and repeat the sentences.

Key:             1. b             2. b
Activity 3. Let’s chant. (Observation)

Goal: To say the chant with the correct rhythm and pronunciation.

- Draw pupils’ attention to the lyrics of the chant. Check their comprehension.
- Play the recording all the way through. Encourage pupils to listen carefully to the rhythm and pronunciation. Draw pupils’ attention to the sounds of the letters er and or, the words mother and doctors, and the sentences That’s my mother. and My mother is a doctor. in the chant. 
- Play the recording line by line for pupils to listen to and repeat. Correct their pronunciation if necessary.
- Play the recording all the way through for pupils to say the chant. Encourage them to clap along while saying the chant. 
Extension: Divide the class into two or more groups to take turns listening and repeating the chant, while the rest of the class claps along.
* T and Ss’s assessment:  Give oral comments ( Ss’ performing, voice,

intonation pronunciation).

4. Wrap-up & Assignments/ home-link
- T asks students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

+ pronounce the sounds of the letters er and or in isolation, in the words mother and doctor and in the sentences My mother is a teacher. and My father is a doctor;

2. What’re the core values of the lesson?

- SS choose a symbol to draw in notebook showing the values they have learn.



- T reminds students to do exercises in the workbook and to prepare for the next project (mindmap about family members)

Lesson 3: Activity 4, 5, 6

I. DESIRED OBJECTS
  By the end of the lesson, pupils will be able to:
- Read and complete a table about the jobs of the family members;

- Read and complete a paragraph about the pupils’ parents’ jobs;

- Make a mind map about family members and present it to the class;

- Collaborate with teachers to enhance language skills.

II. INSTRUCTIONAL RESOURCES

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1.Warm up

- Greet the class.
- Ask ss to say the chant on page 16.
- Ask pupils to chant in groups / teams (boys and girls).

- Invite some of them to come to the board to role play, the rest of the pupils will sing.

2. Practice

Activity 4. Read and complete. (Observation and key)

Goal: To read and complete a table about the jobs of the family members.

- Tell pupils about the context of the paragraphs. Minh and Mary introduce their families. 
Tell pupils about the task. Point at the table and elicit the type of information they need to find in the texts.
- Read the sentences in Paragraph 1 and tell pupils to fill in the first and second blanks. Let pupils complete the table. Follow the same procedure with Paragraph 2.
- Get pupils to swap books with a partner, then check answers as a class. Write the correct answers on the board.

Key:           1. cook               2. pupil              3. nurse            4. Driver

Activity 5. Let’s write. (Observation and key)

Goal: To read and complete a paragraph about the pupils’ parents’ jobs.

- Draw the pupils’ attention to the first gap and elicit the answer. Have pupils write their  answers down. 
- Continue with other gaps. Give pupils time to write the answers down.
- Have some pupils read their paragraphs aloud.

Activity 6. Project (Observation and rubric)
Goal: To make a mind map about family members and present it to the class.

- Point at the sample mind map and explain that a pupil is going to introduce the jobs of their parents to their friends. 
- Have pupils show the mind map that they have prepared for the project. Revise some structures and vocabulary that pupils need for their presentations. Give  pupils time to practise their presentations by themselves. Go around the classroom to monitor and offer support.
- Give pupils time to practise presenting their mind maps within their groups. 
- Select a few pupils to present their mind maps to the class if there is enough time.
 - Praise: You chant very beautifully/well/wonderfully......
3. Wrap-up & Assignments/ home-link
- T asks students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

- develop reading skills and speaking about jobs.

2. What’re the core values of the lesson?

- SS choose a symbol to draw in notebook showing the values they have learn.



- T reminds students to do exercises in the workbook and to prepare for the next lesson.
