Teaching date: 20/02/2024  
Period 1. UNIT 13: MY HOUSE
Lesson 3: Activity 1, 2, 3 
I. DESIRED OBJECTS
By the end of the lesson, pupils will be able to:
- Correctly pronounce the sounds of the letters ou and ow in isolation, in the words house and brown and in the sentences Wow, It’s a big house! and Wow, It’s a brown house! 
- Say a chant

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1.Warm up:  
- Ask pupils to sing the song.

- Invite some of them to come to the board to role play, the rest of the pupils will sing.

2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure
Activity 1: Listen and repeat

- Draw pupils’ attention to the letter ou, the word ow and the question Wow, it’s a big house! Play the recording and encourage them to point at the correct letter, word and question while listening.
- Play the recording again and encourage pupils to listen and repeat. Tell them about the activity. Do this several times until pupils feel confident. Correct their pronunciation where necessary and praise them if their pronunciation is good.
- Repeat Steps 1 and 2 for the letters ow.
3. Practice

Activity 2: Listen and circle.  (page 22)

- Tell pupils the goal of the activity. Explain that they have to listen to the recording and circle the correct options. Check comprehension.
- Play the recording for pupils to listen to. Play the recording again for them to do the task. Play the recording a third time for them to check their answers.
- Tell pupils to swap books with a partner, then check the answers as a class. Write the correct answers on the board for pupils to correct their answers.
- Play the recording again for pupils to double-check their answers.
Extension: Invite one or two pupils to stand up, listen and repeat the sentences.

4. Application

Activity 3: Let’s chant

- Have pupils read the first verse of the chant and elicit its meaning. 

Draw pupils' attention to the sounds of the letters ou and ow in the words house and brown. Check comprehension.
- Play the recording for pupils to listen and repeat the first verse, line by line. Show them how to chant and clap. 
- Repeat Steps 1 and 2 for the second verse of the chant. Draw their attention to the sounds of the letters ou and ow in the words old and sure. Go around the classroom and correct pronunciation if necessary.
- When pupils become familiar with the rhythm and pronunciation, play the recording of the whole chant for pupils to do choral and individual repetition. Go around the classroom and correct pronunciation if necessary.
- Invite a few groups to the front of the class to chant. The rest of the class may clap along.
5. Wrap-up & Assignments
- Ask students to answer the following questions:

Period 2. UNIT 13: MY HOUSE
 Lesson 3: Activity 4, 5, 6  
I. DESIRED OBJECTS
By the end of the lesson, pupils will be able to:
- Read and write about the locations of things in a room;

- Collect a picture of their house and show it to the class.

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up:  Greeting and Chanting 
Ask pupils to chant and do the actions in Unit 13, Lesson 3 in groups. 

Give points for the groups and encourage them.

2. Practice
Activity 4: Read and complete.

- Tell pupils about this activity. Read the four gapped sentences as a class. Draw pupils’ attention to the blank in Sentence 1. Get pupils to scan the paragraph and find the missing words from the box. When pupils give the correct answer, write it on the board and get the class to read the completed sentence together.
- Give pupils time to do the rest of the sentences individually. Go around the classroom to offer support. 
- Check the answers as a class. Get the pupils to swap and correct their answers in pairs.
Extension: If time is available, ask one or two pupils to read the complete text aloud and check their pronunciation if necessary.
Key: 1. The bedroom
 2. The kitchen
 3. The kitchen 
4. The table
Activity 5: Let’s write.
- Tell the class the goal of this activity. Show them how to complete the task. They should read each gapped sentence, guess the missing information in the sentence to complete it. Check comprehension and give feedback.
- Give pupils time to write the answers. Circulate round the class during the activity and offer help where necessary.
- Get the pupils to swap and correct their answers in pairs. 
- Repeat Steps 1 to 3 for the other sentences.
Extension: If time allows, invite a few pairs to stand up and read the completed text aloud. The rest of the class listens and cheers or claps their hands if the performers do a good job. 

3. Application

Activity 6: Project 
- Tell pupils about the goal of the activity. Explain that they are going to show a picture of their family and tell the class about them.
- Have pupils work in groups. Each member shows his / her picture and introduces them, e.g. This is my house. This is my bedroom. Go around and praise pupils when they perform well.
- Invite one or two pupils to show their pictures to the class and tell the class.
4. Wrap-up & Assignments
- Ask students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

- Know about 6 steps to stay healthy and remember them
2. What’re the core values of the lesson? 

-  Talk about  some health problems and give advice .

- Remind students to do exercises in the workbook and to prepare for the next lesson (Unit 14, Lesson 1: part 1,2,3 on pages 24).

Period 3.   UNIT 14:  MY BEDROOM

  Lesson 1: Activity 1, 2, 3

I. DESIRED OBJECTS
By the end of the lesson, pupils will be able to:
- Understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts (pictures) to talk about things in the bedroom.

- Correctly say the words and use There’s/ there are…..in the bedroom. to talk about things in the bedroom.=.

- Enhance the correct use of There’s/ there are…..in the bedroom to talk about things in the bedroom.

- Key terms/ Vocabulary: - a desk, a bed, a window, a door.
- Key grammatical structure(s)/ sentence patterns

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up:  Game: Memory game
- Review the previous lesson by having the class play the Memory game, using the words: mother; father; sister; brother.
- Divide the class into 2 teams.
2. Discover to build up the new knowledge/structure

Activity 1: Look, listen and repeat (Track 16)

- Draw pupils’ attention to the pictures. Point at each picture, ask questions to help them identify names of the speakers in the pictures. 
- Play the recording for Picture a. Play the recording again for them to listen. 
- Play the recording again, sentence by sentence, for pupils to listen and repeat individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation where necessary. Repeat the same procedure with Picture b.
- Invite a few pairs to the front of the classroom to listen and repeat the sentences in the recording. 
- Draw pupils’ attention to the sentences There’s/ there are…..in the bedroom. Tell pupils that they are talking about things in the bedroom.
3. Practice

Activity 2: Listen, point and Say (Observasion, questions and answer)

- Have pupils look at the pictures and elicit the jobs.
- Have pupils point at Picture a (a desk), listen to the recording and repeat the word. Repeat the same procedure with the other three pictures. Have the class repeat the words a few times. Hold up the flash cards for desk, door, window, bed and have pupils say the words.
- Point at the bubble and have pupils listen and repeat after the recording (What’s her job?) Point at Picture a and have pupils listen and repeat after the recording (She's a doctor.). Repeat the same procedure with the other three pictures. 
- Give pupils time to practise the sentence There’s/ there are…..in the bedroom. Remind them that they can use any of the four pictures to point, ask and answer the question. Go around the classroom to offer support.
- Invite a few pairs to point at the pictures, ask and answer the question in front of the class.
4. Application

Activity 3. Let’s talk ( Observasion, questions and answer)

- Hold up the flash cards for doctor, driver, teacher and worker to elicit the question and answer about his or her job. Have pupils look at the picture. Point at the adults in the picture and elicit mother and father and the questions What’s his job? and What’s her job?
- Give pupils time to practise in pairs. One pupil asks the question What's his / her job? and the other answers He’s / She’s ______. Go around the classroom to offer support.
- Invite some pairs to the front of the class to perform their conversations.
Game: Look and say
Ask 2 pupils to look at the pictures and practice speaking the structure of the lesson. One pupil asks then the other answers the question. (This can be more interesting when the teacher lets pupils play rock, scissors, or paper to decide who will ask.)
T’s assesement: Give feedback and comments on each conversation and correct Ss’ mistakes if necessary.

5. Wrap-up & Assignments
- Ask students to answer the following questions: 
1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

(Identify the words and phrases related to the topic accident at home.)

2. What’re the core values of the lesson? 

- Educate SS how to keep safe and prevent accidents.

- Remind students to do exercises in the workbook and to prepare for the next lesson.

Period 4. UNIT 14:  MY BEDROOM.

         Lesson 1: Activity 4, 5, 6 

I. DESIRED OBJECTS
By the end of the lesson, pupils will be able to:
- Listen to and understand two communicative contexts to ask and answer questions about the jobs of family members and tick the correct pictures.

- Complete the two gapped sentences and two gapped dialogues with the help of the picture cues.

- Play the game Memory game with the correct melody and pronunciation.

II. INSTRUCTIONAL RESOURCES
- Textbook: Tiếng Anh 3: Student’s book page 25
- Audios Track 18,19 (Unit 14-page 25).

III. TEACHING PROCEDURE/ LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up: Game: Throw the ball. 
- Divide the class into 2 teams. 
- Stick the pictures of the activities on the board. Teacher says a word, a pupil from each team has to point/throw the ball to the right picture and says the word three times.
- Encourage pupils to take part in the game.
- Give points to pupils.
2. Practice
Activity 4: Listen and tick (identify the specific information) (Observasion, questions and answer) (Track 14)

- Have pupils look at Pictures 1a and 1b. Elicit the word for the job in each picture. Play the recording of the first exchange. Play the recording again for pupils to do the task. Play the recording a third time to give pupils another listening opportunity. Repeat Step 1 with Pictures 2a and 2b.
- Get pupils to swap books with a partner, then check answers as a class. Write the correct answers on the board.
Extension: If the time allows, play the recording, sentence by sentence, for the class to listen and repeat individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation if necessary.
Game: Listen and choose A or B
There are 2 pictures A, B. Pupils listen to the recording and choose the correct one. This can be played in groups to make it more interesting.
Activity 5: Look, complete and read 
- Have pupils look at the pictures and identify the jobs in the pictures.
- Have pupils look at the four incomplete sentences and dialogues. Draw their attention to the missing words in the sentences. 
- Model Picture 1. Have pupils look at the sentence. Ask them what is missing in the sentence (a bed. Then have them look at the picture and identify the bedroom. Have them complete the gap. (There’s a bed in the bedroom). Repeat the same procedure with Pictures 2, 3 and 4.
- Have pupils complete the sentences and dialogues individually. Get pupils to swap books with a partner, then check the answers as a class. Ask a few pairs to read the sentences and dialogues aloud.
Key:1.bed  2. A desk     3.lamps   4. windows


Activity 6: Let’s play (Track 19)

- Explain how to play the game: Draw a 3 x 3 Bingo grid on the board and a list of the vocabulary words for reviewing. Get pupils to copy the grid onto a paper sheet and fill their grids with the vocabulary words. Pupils need to listen carefully for the words that you’ll be calling out from the list on the board. If they have a word that is called out, then they need to cross it out on their grids. Eventually, one pupil will have crossed out all of his or her words and shout out “Bingo!” to show that he / she has finished. You should then check the pupil’s grid to see that he / she has all the words you’ve called out.
- Give pupils time to play the game in pairs or groups. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.
- When time runs out, invite a few pairs to stand up and take turns asking and answering questions
Extension: Put pupils into groups and have them create their own actions for the song. Invite groups to the front of the class to perform while the rest of the class sing and/ or clap along. Encourage the class to praise or cheer for the performers.
3. Wrap-up & Assignments
- Ask students to answer the following questions: 

1. What have you learnt from the lesson today? 

(Listen and tick the correct answer, read and complete the text, sing the song.)
2. What’re the core values of the lesson? 

- Perform the song in interesting/friendly/cheerful ways by using appropriate tone and meaningful gestures.)
- Remind students to do exercises in the workbook and to prepare for the next lesson (Unit 14, Lesson 2 on pages 26).
