III. LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up: Sing songs

2. Practice: 

Activity 3. Read and complete

- Explains the situation and how to do the exercise

- Ask students to read the dialogue in the book and fill the words given to complete the dialogue. Work in pairs to do the exercise then practice in pairs in front of the whole class. The rest listen to and give the remark.   

- Correct the pronunciation. 

- Check the answers in pairs.

Activity 4. Read and match

- Have pupils turn their books to page 71. 

- Ask Ss read the sentences to get the information in order to match the sentences to the sentences.

- Pupils read the sentences individually and do the task. Monitor the activity and offer help when necessary.

- Pair works. Have pupils trade their answers for correction.

- Call on some pupils to report their answers. The rest of the class listen give comments.

- Make a few questions to check pupils’ comprehension of the sentences.

- Have the whole class read each sentence in chorus to reinforce their pronunciation.

Activity 5. Look and say

- Have pupils look at pictures 1, 2, 3 and 4. Elicit the characters in the pictures and their names. Ask pupils to guess and complete the speech bubbles.
- Model: Call on a pair. Allocate the parts of the characters in the pictures to the pupils. Ask them to ask and answer. Using the pictures in their books. Monitor the activity and offer help. Correct pronunciation errors (stress, assimilation of sounds, intonation) when necessary.

- Call on some pairs to perform their task in front of the class. The rest of the class observe and give comments.

- Have the whole class repeat all the phrases in chorus to reinforce their pronunciation.

Period 2. FUNTIME 4
I. DESIRED OBJECTIVES

III. LEARNING EXPERIENCES 

1. Warm up and review: 
- Sing the chant in Unit 20 Lesson 3.

+ Ask pupils to chant and do the action.

+ Invite some of them to come to the board to role play, the rest of the pupils will chant.

- Review the previous lesson by having the class play the game.

+ Divide the class into 4 teams.

+ Invite 1 pupil from each team to come to the front to choose the correct answer. If the answer is correct, one point for that team.

+ Encourage pupils to join in the game.

+ Give points for pupils.

2. Practice 

Activity 1. Do the puzzle. Then complete and say the sentences. 
- Hold up the flash cards for drawing, train, rabbits, elephant and parrot to revise the words.
- Tell pupils about the task. Point at Picture 1, elicit the word, write the word in the crossword as an example. Tell pupils to repeat the same procedure with the other picture cues.

- Check the answers as a class.

- Have pupils complete the gapped sentences. Read sentence 1 (Down ↓) and 3 (Across →) to complete as two examples. Check the answers as a class. Have them check and correct their answers in pairs.

- Have pupils work in pairs, point at each sentence and say it aloud.

Activity: Welcome to the zoo!
- Divide the class into 4 teams.

- Invite 1 pupil from each team to go to the front, read and choose the correct answer. The fastest pupil with the correct answer will have 1 point for the team.

- Encourage pupils to join in the game to practice speaking English.

- Give points for teams

Activity 2. Quiz time

- Have pupils choose the words to complete the questions. Write the questions in the notebooks. Remember, they can choose any word in the list to make the questions. Invite some pupils to read their questions aloud.

- Have pupils use the questions to interview a friend and write down the friend’s answer. Invite two good pupils to take turns interviewing each other by asking and answering the questions and then write down the answers in their notebooks.

- Have pupils work in pairs and interview each other. Give pupils time to do the task. Go around the classroom to offer support.

- Invite a few pairs to the front of the class to interview each other. Enable the class to praise them or cheer if they do a good job.

Extra activity: Survey
- Have pupils choose the words to complete the questions. Write the questions in the notebooks. Remember, they can choose any word in the list to make the questions. Invite some pupils to read their questions aloud.

- Have pupils use the questions to interview a friend and write down the friend’s answer. Invite two good pupils to take turns interviewing each other by asking and answering the questions and then write down the answers in their notebooks.

- Have pupils work in pairs and interview each other. Give pupils time to do the task. Go around the classroom to offer support.

- Invite a few pairs to the front of the class to interview each other. Enable the class to praise them or cheer if they do a good job.

Activity 3. Look and match. Then talk

- Draw pupils’ attention to Pictures a to d and elicit the names of the adult animals: elephant, dog, cat, tiger.
- Draw pupils’ attention to Picture 1, or display a picture of a puppy on the board. Write puppy on the board and model it for pupils to repeat. Repeat the same procedure with Pictures 2 to 4.

- Have pupils complete the activity by drawing lines to match the baby animals to their parents. Check answers together as a class.

- Write A puppy is a baby dog. on the board. Put pupils into pairs to take turns talking about the animals, using the structure on the board:

A kitten is a baby cat.

A cub is a baby tiger.

A calf is a baby elephant.

4. Wrap-up
Play a game: The magic forest
- Divide the class into 4 teams.

- Invite 1 pupil from each team to come to the front, read and choose a correct answer, then say aloud the word. If correct, one point for the team.

- Encourage pupils to practise speaking English.

- Give points for pupils.
