 UNIT 2: IN THE DINING ROOM.
              Lesson 2

I. Objectives
By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:
	· say the letter C/c, the words cake,car,cat,cup the phrases/sentences containing /b/ ball,bike,book and the sentence cake,car,cat,cup..in a chant.

	· listen and recognize the words cake,car,cat,cup. 

	· write the letter B/b and complete the words ... ake,..ar,…at,…up 


II. Teaching aids
Language:
	· Sound /si:/
· Vocabulary: cake,car,cat,cup.
· Phrases/sentences with the sound /b/, the words cake,car,cat,cup.

	Resources/Material: -Student’s book, page 10;sachmem.vn;Workbook, pp. 7-9;Computer, projector


III. Procedures    *Warm up: (5’)
Spend a few minutes revising some words: cake,car,cat,cup 
A. Practice
Activity3. Listen and chant.(10’)
	Step1:
	Draw pupils’ attention to the picture and have them point to the square (say “Look at the picture. Point to the cake.”)

	Step2:
	Say “C,c a cake.” and encourage pupils to repeat. 

	Step3:
	Repeat Steps 1 and 2 for car,cat and cup 

	Step4:
	Play the recording of the chant to familiarize pupils with the words and rhythm (say “Listen.”). 

	Step5:
	Have pupils point to each line of the chant (say e. g. “Point to line one.”). Play the recording of each line and encourage pupils to chant (say “Listen and chant.”). 

	Step6:
	Play the recording in full and encourage pupils to chant (say “Listen and chant.”). Pupils can clap along or do other actions to help them keep the rhythm. 

	Step7:
	Divide the class into three teams. The teams take it in turns to chant a line. The whole class can clap along or do other actions.

	Extension: For better pupils, cover or omit some letters/words in the chant and have them guess and say all the lines aloud. For example:
          C/c a cake. That  is my cake.


Activity 4. Listen and tick(10’)
	Step1:
	Have pupils point to the pictures and say the words (say “Point and say.”). When pupils answer correctly, confirm by saying “cake, car ,cat,cup”. 

	Step2:
	Play the recording and allow pupils time to complete the activity (say “Listen and tick.”).

	Step3:
	Play the recording again, if necessary (say “Listen again.”)

	Step4:
	Check the answers by asking “a or b?” When pupils answer correctly, confirm by saying “1a.   A cat”/“2b. A cake.” and encourage them to repeat.


** T’s assessment: observing (quickly, correctly)
Activity 5:Look and trace(10’)
	Step1:
	Write the letter c (upper case) on the board and say “c” (/siː/). 

	Step2:

	Write the letter c (upper case) on the board again, but this time more slowly. Invite a few pupils to come to the front of the class and write the letter c(upper case) on the board. 

	Step3:
	Repeat Steps 1 and 2 for c (lower case). 

	Step4:
	Draw pupils’ attention to the writing grids (say “Look and write.”). Allow pupils time to complete the activity. Go around the class to offer support and feedback. 

	Step5:
	Draw pupils’ attention to the pictures and labels (say “Look and write.”). Allow pupils time to complete the activity. Go around the class to offer support and feedback.


B. Application(5’) - Learn a song by heart.
	Option 1:Have pupils listen to the recording, then say the chant again.

	Option 2:Ask pupils to look at the pictures in 4. Listen and tick and say about them, e.g. cake,car,cat,cup,... Encourage better pupils to use learnt structures e.g. I have a  cake/car/cat/cup.

	Option 3:To reinforce the vocabulary, get pupils to do Activity 1, Unit 2 in their workbooks.

I.OBJECTIVES: By the end of the lesson, pupils will be able to:

II. INPUT:

III.PROCEDUCE
Warm-up.(5’)
	Option 1: Have pupils listen to the recording, then sing the chant on Page 10.
- Select some better pupils to sing the chant in front of class. The class listens to them and claps hands along.

	Option 2:- Invite one or two pupils to write the letter C/c on the board.
- Get pupils to say words that contain the sound of the letter C/c (from Lessons 1 & 2 and the learnt units).

	Option 3: - Draw or show pictures of a square, a quiz and a question mark. Say “I have a car.” and encourage pupils to complete the sentence with “cake,cup,cat”. 
- Repeat for “cake,cup,cat”  

	A.PRACTICE
Activity 6:Listen and repeat(10’)

	Step1:
	Draw pupils’ attention to the picture (say “Look at the picture.”). Say “I have a car”.

	Step2:
	Have pupils point to the sentences(say “Point to thesentences.”). 

	Step3:
	Play the recording and encourage pupils to repeat (say “Listen and repeat.”).

	Step4:
	Have pupils repeat the sentences both individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation if necessary, and praise them when their pronunciation is good.

	Activity 7:Let’s talk.(10’)

	Step1: Write The popcorn is yummy on the board. 

	Step 2:  Have pupils look at Picture a (say “Look at Picture a.”). Say I have a    car and encourage them to answer using the full sentence structure. When they answer correctly, confirm by saying “She’s answering a question.” 

	Step3: Repeat Step 2 for Pictures b,c and d. 

	Step 4:    Have pupils work in pairs to look at each picture and practise asking and answering questions about what the people are doing. Go around the class to offer support and feedback.

	Extension: Invite some pupils to point to the pictures and act out the exchanges in front of the class.

	Activity 8: Let’s sing(10’)

	Step1:

	Draw pupils’ attention to the picture (say “Look at the picture.”). Say “I have a car”and encourage pupils to answer using the full sentence structure. 

	Step2:
	Play the recording of the song to familiarize pupils with the rhythm and melody (say “Listen.”). 

	Step3:
	Read the song line by line and encourage pupils to repeat (say “Listen 
and repeat.”). Do this several times, with pupils repeating both 
individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation if necessary,and 
praise them when heir pronunciation is good. 

	Step4:
	Say “Let’s sing!”. Play the recording line by line and encourage pupils to sing along. 

	Step5:
	Have pupils work in groups to make up actions for the song. Invite a few groups to perform the song for the class.
