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UNIT 3 – MY FRIENDS AND I
Culture - lesson 4.3 (page 17)

1. Objectives
By the end of this lesson, students will familiarize themselves with aspects of Vietnamese culture. Then students will be able to talk about what they and their friends did.
1.1. Language knowledge and skills
Vocabulary: have a sleepover, go camping, have a barbecue, sing karaoke, go bowling, make paper crafts.
Sentence patterns: I went camping last week.
1.2. Competences
Self-control and independent learning: practice reading and perform speaking tasks.
Communication and collaboration: work in pairs or groups to talk about what they and their friends did.
Critical thinking and creativity: learn how to talk about Vietnamese culture.
1.3. Attributes  
Kindness: support their friends to complete the learning tasks or play the games.
Diligence: focus on the lesson and work hard to complete all the tasks.
Honesty: play fair.
Accountability: appreciate kindness, diligence, and honesty.

3. Production (5 minutes)
a. Objectives: To help them remember the vocabulary items and sentence patterns.
b. Content: play "Make sentences" Game or use DHA. 
c. Expected outcomes and assessment. 
· Task completed with excellence: Students can make sentences about what they did quickly and correctly.
· Task completed: Students can make sentences about what they did.
· Task uncompleted: Students cannot make sentences about what they did.

· Open DHA (Unit 3 – Culture Lesson) on Eduhome to help students review the vocabulary through games: Look and find, Listen and find, and Grammar.
