Unit 7: Jobs

Lesson 3: 1,2,3
I. OBJECTIVES: 
1. Knowledge: 
Students will learn new words related to the topic Jobs: firefighter, feed animals, put out fires, take care of
2. Competences: 

- English competences: Students will be able to talk about some specific jobs such as firefighter or doctor, vet and the places of work.

- Common competences: Students will have the opportunity to develop knowledge about firefighter and develop communication among friends.

3. Qualities: 

- Students develop knowledge about the jobs and how to describe one’s job in English.  

- Be confident and active in communicating with friends and teachers.

- For students: textbook 

III. LESSON PROCEDURE: 

	Activity 1: Warm-up (5 minutes)

	Aim: warm-up activity to review the word in previous lesson and introduce the topic.

	Greet the Ss

Asks the Ss to join the game to review the words in the previous lesson.

Warm-up: Watch the video We Are Firefighters! | Job Songs for Kids | Occupations

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 Lead in: 
-  Ask SS what they see in the video. Encourage them to guess the job.

- T introduces that they will learn vocabulary about “Jobs” in English.
- Write on the board “Jobs” and introduce the lesson.
	- Greet the T

- Listen and watch the video.

- Try to dance along.

- Try to remember the job and the activity in the video.

- Repeat. 

- Listen to T. 

	Activity 2: Presentation (10 minutes)

	Aim: Controlled practice: Help Ss to know the new words and practice the vocabulary of Jobs.

Encourage Ss to make full sentences to describe one’s Job.
	

	Teacher’s Activities
	Students’ Activities

	- Use flashcards to introduce the vocabulary and structure of the lesson.
- Say the words/sentences for students to repeat in the chorus.
- Say a word/sentence for students to repeat then point.
- Play the track for the students to listen to, point to, and repeat the words in chorus, and group.
- Show pictures in random order and ask students to read out the correct words. 
- T shows the 4 words in previous lesson and asks SS to listen and repeat again.

Presentation:

- T shows the 4 words in Lesson 3 and asks SS to listen and repeat.
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	- Listen and answer.

- Listen to the audio for the first time.

- Repeat after the teacher. 



	Activity 3: Practice (12 minutes)

	Aim: Practise new words, ask and answer using structure: 

· What does a firefighter do? – A firefighter puts out the fires.
Practice listening and reading by listen to and read a dialogue about someone’s job.

	Based on each tasks to ask Ss work individual, in pairs, or in groups.

Task 1: Listen and point. Repeat. Track 7.9

- Tell students to look at the vocabulary box on page 84. Ask if they know any of the words. Play the recording for students to listen and point to the correct pictures.
- Play the recording again, pausing after each word for students to say the word.

- Invite SS to read the words aloud. 

- Give feedback. 
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Task 2: Listen and tick.
- Ask students to look at the photo and elicit what they can see.
- Ask students to look at the sentences below the picture. Read the sentences and the options.
- Play the recording and ask students to listen and tick the correct options. 

Play the recording more than once if students cannot catch all the answers.

- Play the recording again and pause after each sentence to check answers.

- Elicit the answer from students and check with the whole class.

- Ask students to act out the dialogue in pairs. Ask some volunteers to act it out in front of the whole class.

- Listen again and check.
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	- Look at the screen and discuss the words.

- Listen to the audio and point.

- Listen and gain and read the words aloud.

- Look at the photo and figure out the structures.

- Listen to the recording and tick the answers.

- Listen again and check the answers.

- Role-play and make the conversation again in front of the class.



	Activity 4: Production (9 minutes)

	Aim: Practise speaking  

· Join a small game to revive the words and structure

	Task 3: Look and say.

- Ask students to look at the pictures and elicit the job that the pictures
show.
- Tell students to look at picture 1 and the example. Elicit that the man in the picture is a vet. Then read the example aloud and ask students to repeat after the T.
- Ask students to match the pictures with the places. Allow them enough time to complete the task.
- Check answer as the whole class.
- Put students in pairs and ask them to practice saying the sentences.
Walk around and give help if necessary. Ask some volunteers to say the sentences in front of the class.
- Give their feedback. 
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Mini game: Stop the bus 

- Ask SS to play a game “Luck wheel”.

- Introduce the rule of game. 

T divides the class into 2 groups. Each group will choose a name and play rock, scissors, paper to decide which group goes first.

The two groups will take turns to answer the questions. 

If the answer is correct, they will get the score If not, the chance is given to the other team.

At the end, the team with higher score will win the game.
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	- Look at the pictures and elicit the job that the pictures show.

- Look at the picture 1 and example, repeat after the T.

- Match the pictures and present in front of the class.

- Check the answers.

- Play the game. 

- Choose a team name and play rock, scissors, paper to decide who goes first.

- Take turns to answer the questions.

- Check the result.  

	Activity 5: Assessment (3 minutes)

	Aim: Do the exercise to review and remember the words
