	Activity 2: Presentation (8 minutes)

a. Aim: Present new vocabulary: bus stop, post office, shopping centre,
supermarket.

	· Introduce the new words with the flashcards.

Vocabulary: bus stop, post office, shopping centre,
supermarket
-Using skills: Vary the volume (e.g. whisper, shout), speed, and intonation used to read words, and encourage students to copy. Younger learners will particularly enjoy using a silly voice or saying the words ‘like a robot’ or ‘like a monster’.

Listen and point. Repeat.
-Tell students to look at the vocabulary box on page 32. Ask if they know any of the words and what they are. Play the recording for students to listen and point to the correct pictures.
• Play the recording again, pausing after each word for students to say it. Ask volunteers to say the words in random order for their classmates to point to the correct pictures. Ask them which of the words they can match to the photo on page 32 (all of them)
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	· Follow the teacher.

· Read the words.

· Look, listen and point. 



	Activity 3: Practice (10 minutes)

a. Aim: Controlled-practice: to listen comprehension and read and write following a model sentence.
