	Activity 2: Presentation (8 minutes)

	   Lead-in: Use some words (brother, drink, dress, draw, bread..) in the previous game to lead in the sound /dr/, /br/
Task 7: Listen and repeat. (Track 9.12)

- Play the recording and tell students how to pronounce the sound /dr/, / br/, pronounce the sound /dr/ in the word drink, / br / in the word bread and in the sentence I’m drinking juice and eating bread.
- Play the recording again. Tell students to repeat the words and sounds (whole class, in groups and individually).

- Ask some volunteers to perform in front of the whole class.

- Checking: “Let’s dance” game
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+ Students must take turns reading the words (bread, drink) or sound /dr/ /br/ in order.

+ Each time a student can choose to say in 1 square or 2 squares

+ The student who says the last word must dance.
	- Learn to pronounce the sound /dr/, /br /

- Listen and repeat

- Perform in front of the whole class.
- Join in the game

	Task 8: Listen and chant. (Track 9.13)
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- Play the recording and tell students to listen and follow the words with their fingers. 

- Read out the chant one line at a time and ask students to repeat it after the teacher. 

- Play the recording again. Encourage students to chant along. Practice several times until students are familiar with the words and sounds. 

- Ask one team to make the beat by clapping hands, the team has to follow the beat to chant. 

- Ask some volunteers to chant in front of the class.

Task 9: Say it!

- Show three pictures and ask some questions: 

1 What is she doing?

2 What can he do?

3 What is he doing?

- Ask students to look at the sentences. Tell them to pay attention to the sounds /dr/ and /br/ in each word. 

- Read out the words with /dr/ and /br/ and ask students to repeat them. 

- Ask students to work in pairs and say the sentences, paying attention to the correct pronunciation of /dr/ and /br/ 

- Ask volunteers to say the sentences in front of the class.
	- Listen and follow the words with their fingers. 

- Listen and repeat after the teacher

- Listen and practice the chants

- One team makes the beat by clap hands and another team have to follow the beat to chant.

- Look and answer:

1 She is drawing a picture

2 He can play the drums

3 He is drinking juice 

- Look

- Listen and repeat

- Say the sentences in pairs

- Perform in front of the class.
