	Greet the class.
Option 1: Sing the song in Unit 7, Lesson 1.
- Ask pupils to sing the song
- Invite some of them come to the board to role play, the rest of the pupils will sing.
Option 2: Sing a song (Youtube) 
- Ask pupils to sing the song
- Give point for the groups and encourage them.
Option 3: Game: Pass the ball 
- Divide class into 3 teams.
- Each team has 1 sticky ball.
- Play the music, students in each team take turn to pass the ball. After the music ends, 3 students have the ball – stand up and say the name, using the sentence model.

Step3:RepeatStep2withtheseconddialogue.
Step4:Setatimelimitforpupils toswapandchecktheanswers.Correct theiranswers,ifnecessary.
Extension:Iftimeallows,playtherecording,sentencebysentence,fortheclasstolistenandrepeatinchorus.Correcttheirpronunciationifnecessary.

Step2:Put theflashcards orwritethe words of thesixpupils on theboard.
Step3:Calltwoor threepupils tothefrontof theclass.Askthemtostandat a certaindistancefromtheboard.
Step4:Invite one pupiltothefrontoftheclass andask What'syourname?The pupilanswersthequestion with oneof thenameson theboard(e.g. Myname'sBill.). Havepupilsruntotheboardandslapthecorrectflashcard/word.Thepupilwhoisthequickesttoslapthecorrectwordgetsonepoint.Thepupilwhohasthemostpointsattheendofthegamewins.
