Step4:Invitea few pairstothefrontof theclassroom tolisten andrepeatthesentences intherecording.
Step5:DrawtheirattentiontothequestionWhat’syourname?andtheanswersMyname’sBenandMyname’sMary.Tellpupils thatthey are a question andanswers aboutthecharacternames.

Step2:Havepupils pointatPicturea(Nam, Bill), listen totherecordingandrepeatthe names(Nam, Bill). Follow thesameprocedurewith Pictureb.Havetheclassrepeatthenames afewtimes.
Step3:Pointatthe first bubbleand have pupilslisten andrepeatafter therecording(What'syourname?). Pointat Picture aandhave pupilslisten andrepeat after therecording(Myname'sNam). Followthesameprocedure withPicture b.
Step4:PutpupilsinpairsandhavepairspractiseaskingandansweringthequestionWhat'syourname?-Myname's	.
Step5:Invite afewpairstopointat the pictures and say the questions and answers in frontoftheclass.
Game: blowing up balooons 
Divide the class into 2 teams. Let pupils choose a balloon by its colour. Pupil(s) answer the question(s). If they have got the correct answer(s), they get points ( behind each balloon). The winning team is the team with more points.

Step3:Havepupilspractiseaskingandansweringthequestionsabouttheirownnamesinpairs.Goaroundtheclassroomtoobserveandprovidehelp.
Step4:Invitesomepairstopractiseaskingthequestionandgivingtheanswerinfrontoftheclass.
