	Step1:HavepupilslookatActivity4.AskthemHowmanypicturesarethere?Whatcanyouseeineachpicture?Drawpupils’attentiontotheboxesatthecornersof thepictures.Checktheircomprehension.
Step2:Playtherecordingofthefirstdialogue.Tellpupilsthattheywillneedtolistentotheage(e.g.eight)andnumberthepictures1,2,3or4.Thenaskpupilswhichpicturenumbereightappears(Pictureb).Tellpupilstowrite“1”nexttoPictureb.
Step3:Playtheotherdialoguesandallow pupilstowritedown theiranswers.Setatimelimitforpupilstoswapandchecktheanswers.Correcttheanswers,ifnecessary.
Extension:Iftimeallows,playtherecording,sentencebysentence,fortheclasstolistenandrepeatinchorus.Correcttheirpronunciationifnecessary.

Step4:Follow thesameprocedurewith Pictures2and3.Drawthepupils’attentiontothetwogapsinthedialogue3.

	Step1:Havepupilsreadthelyricstofamiliarisethemselves withthequestionsandanswers.
Checkcomprehensionandgivefeedback.
Step2:Havepupilslistentothewholesong,drawingtheirattentiontothepronunciation.
Step3:Playtherecordingofthesongonceortwiceforpupilstolistenandrepeat,lineafterlineanddorelatedactions,e.g.usingafingertotracethewordsorclappingtheirhands.
Step4:Whenpupilsfeelconfident andarefamiliarwith thetuneandmelody,askthemtosingthewholesongwhiledoingactionsorclappinghands.
Step5:Inviteafewgroupstothefrontoftheclasstosingthesong.Theclassmaysingalongtoreinforcetheactivity.

	Option 1:
Using sachmem, have pupils look at the words in  the picture and repeat after the recording.
Option 2: Game: Pass the ball
- Divide class into 3 teams.
- Each team has 1 sticky ball.
- Play the music, students in each team take turn to pass the ball. After the music ends, 3 students have the ball – stand up and say the name, using the sentence model.
Option 3: game: Whack the watermelon 
- Divide the class into 3 teams
- Each team chooses a number to answer the question 
- If they got the correct answer, they get points for their teams
- Teams with more points is the winner.

	Greet the class.

	d. Procedure:
	Step1:Havepupilslookattheletterm,listentotherecordingand repeattheletteruntiltheyfeelconfident.Correctthepronunciationifnecessary.
Step2:Havepupilspointto thewordMary,listentotherecordingandrepeattheworduntilthey feelconfident.Monitortheactivityandoffer helpif necessary.
Step3:GetpupilstoreadthesentenceI’mMary.,tolistentotherecordingandtorepeatitseveraltimes.Thencallonafewpupilstolistenandrepeatthesentenceinfrontoftheclass.
Step4:RepeatSteps1to 3forlettern.Go around the class andcorrectthe pronunciationifnecessary.
Step5:Givepupilsatimelimittopractisepronouncingtheletters,sayingthewords,andreadingthesentencesinpairsorgroups.

	Step1:Havepupilsreadthesentences.Explainthattheyhavetolistentotherecordingandcirclethecorrectoption tocompletethesentences.Explain that thewordsMai,MaryandMinhinthefirstsentence startwiththesamemsound,and thatthewordsMary/MaiandNamstartwithtwodifferentsounds,mandn.Checktheircomprehension.
Step2:Playtherecordingandhavepupilscirclethecorrectoptions.Thenhavepupilsswapandchecktheanswersinpairsorgroups.Correcttheanswersifnecessary.
Step3:Inviteafewpupilstoreadthecompletesentencesinfrontoftheclass.Remindthemhowtostressthetargetlanguage.

	c. Outcome
	Pupilscansaythechantwiththecorrectrhythmandpronunciation.
	

	d. Procedure
	Step1:Havepupilsscanthefirstverseof thechantandelicitits subject. Drawpupils’attentiontothewordMary andthesentenceMyname’sMary.Checkpupils’comprehension.
Step2:Playtherecording,askingpupilstolistenandrepeatthefirstverse,line byline. Showthemhowtochantandclaphands.
Step3:Playtherecording ofthewholeverseagain forpupils todochoralandindividualrepetition.
Step4:RepeatSteps1to3forthesecondverseofthe chant. Go aroundthe classandofferhelptopupilswhofinditdifficult.
Extension:Ifthereisenoughtime,splittheclassintotwogroupstopractisechantingandclappinghands.Eachofthegroupsshouldsingoneverseofthechant.Thenselectsomegroupstogotothefrontoftheclasstochantandclaphands.

	Option 1:
Using sachmem, have pupils look at the words in  the picture and repeat after the recording.
Option 2:
Game: Chant 
- Teacher can create a small competition for the pupils. 
- Pupils work in group. Try to learn the chant by heart. 
- Teacher can ask them to say the chant loudly/quietly/ happily/ sadly.
-  The group can perform the best is the winner. 
Option 3: Preparation for the project:
Tell pupils about the project on page 21 . Ask them to prepare three school things at home and the language to present them. Tell them to bring their school things to the classroom at the project time to talk with their classmates. Guide them the presentation language.
