	[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Have pupils look at the pictures underneath the sentence structure (saying “Look at the pictures in Question 1, please!") and say what they can see. When pupils answer
correctly, confirm by saying “sand/river”.

	Have pupils read the sentence again and tick the correct box (say “Read and tick.”) Allow pupils time to complete the activity. Give further support to those pupils who find it difficult to do the task.

	Check answers by saying “a. or b.?” When pupils answer correctly, confirm by saying “b. Let’s look at the river!” and encourage them to repeat.

	Step 1:

	Draw pupils’ attention to Picture 1 and encourage them to guess what is in the picture (say “Look at Picture 1. Guess what it is.”)

	Step 2:

	Have pupils read the two sentences underneath Picture 1 (say “Look at and read the sentences.”). 
	Whole class


	Step 3:
	Say “Circle the correct sentence.” and allow pupils time to complete the activity.
	Individual work

	Step 4:
	Check answers by saying “a or b?” When pupils answer correctly, confirm by saying “a. The pasta is yummy.” and encourage them to repeat.

	Step 5:
	Repeat Steps 1 to 4 for Picture 2 and Picture 3.
	Whole class

	Extension:
	Have pupils rearrange the sentences to make meaningful sentence. E.g: 
a sail / I / can see (I can see a sail.)
flying/ He’s/ a kite (He’s flying a kite.)

	6. Write the words.    8 minutes

	Step 1:

	Have pupils look at and describe the picture using the words they have learnt. 
	Whole class

	Step 2:

	Write k_ _ _ on the board and encourage pupils to complete the word. When they answer correctly, confirm by saying “kite” and encouraging them to repeat. 
	Whole class

	Step 3:
	Repeat Step 2 for sea (s_ _), pizza (p_ _ _ _), pasta (p_ _ _ _) and road (r_ _ _).
	Whole class


	Step 4:
	Say “Write the words.” and allow pupils time to complete the activity. 
	Individual work

	Step 5:
	Check answers by inviting pupils to come to the front and complete the words kite, sea, pizza, pasta and road on the board 
	Individual work

	Extension:
	Show the pictures of some learnt words and ask pupils to write the words on their notebooks. Ask pupils to swap their answers with other classmates. Then check the answers as a class.

	Wrap–up       5 minutes

	
	Option 1: Write a letter, then pupils take turn go to the board and write the next letter, one by one, until it becomes a word. Practise writing as many words as possible.

	Option 2: Show flashcards and have pupils say the words. Ask some pupils to make sentences with the words.

	1. Listen and repeat.   10 minutes
	

	Step 1:
	Draw pupils’ attention to the picture (say “Look at the picture.”). Ask questions to help them identify the context (The picture shows a classroom. The teacher is asking a question.
 On the board, there is a square. One of the pupils is doing a quiz. Question, square and quiz are labelled, with the letter q in red). 
	Whole class

	Step 2:

	Have pupils point to the letter Q/q (say “Point to the letter Q.”). Explain that the name of the letter Q/q is different to its sound (say “Listen. /kjuː/ /k/.”).
	Individual work


	Step 3:
	Play the recording of the name and sound of the letter Q/q and encourage pupils to repeat (say “Listen and repeat.”). Do this several times, with pupils repeating both individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation if necessary, and praise them when their pronunciation is good.

	Step 4:
	Have pupils look at the question (say “Look at the question.”). Then have them point to the word question (say “Point to the word question.”). Draw their attention to the colour of the letter q (say “Look at the colour of the letter q. It is red.”). 
	Whole class

	Step 5:
	Play the recording of question and encourage pupils to repeat (say “Listen and repeat.”). 
Do this several times, with pupils repeating both individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation if necessary, and praise them when their pronunciation is good.

	Step 6:
	Repeat Steps 4 and 5 for square and quiz. 

	Whole class

	Step 7:
	Play the recording in full and encourage pupils to repeat the name and sound of the letter Q/q, question, square and quiz both individually and in chorus.

	Extension:
	For better pupils, let them play Jumbled letters using the new vocabulary. Then ask them say the words aloud.

2. Point and say. 7 minutes

	

	Step 1:
	Have pupils point to the letter Q/q and correctly pronounce its name and sound (say “Point to the letter Q. Say /kjuː/. Now say /k/.”).
	Whole class

	Step 2:

	Have pupils point to and correctly pronounce the word question (say “Point to the question. Say question.”). Do this several times, with pupils repeating both individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation if necessary, and praise them when their pronunciation is good.
	Whole class

	Step 3:
	Repeat Step 2 for square and quiz.
	Whole class
Individual work

	Step 4:
	Put pupils into pairs or groups for further practice of Steps 1 to 3. Go around the class to offer help or correct pupils’ pronunciation, if necessary.
	Group/

	Fun corner:	Whispers  8 minutes

	Step 1:
	Divide the class into two teams. Tell each team to form a line. 
	Group work

	Step 2:

	Explain that when you whisper a word to the first pupil in each line, he/she must in turn whisper it to the second pupil in the line. The second pupil then whispers it to the third, and so on. When the word reaches the last pupil in the line, he/she should call it out. A correct word scores one point. 
	Group work

	Step 3:
	Play the game, using the words in Lesson 1.
	Group work

	Step 4:
	Count the points for each team and announce the winner. The team with more points wins. The winning team must say all three words aloud for the rest of the class.

	Wrap-up: 5 minutes

	
	Revise the main teaching point of the lesson: the sound of the letter q and the words question, square, quiz.

	1.Warm- up: (5’)
Game: Slap the board
*Aims: to create a friendly and active atmosphere in the class to beginning the lesson.
*Procedure:
- Divide the class into two or three teams.
- Teacher puts up a set of pictures or words on a board.
- A pupil from each team comes up to the board with fly swatters.
- They listen as the teacher calls out a word or a sentence and they race to slap the correct picture.
- Whoever is the fastest with the correct slap gets a point for their team.
- Team with the most points is the winner.
- Say “Open your book page 38” and look at “Unit 5, Lesson 3 (1,2,3)”.
2. Presentation (9’)
Activity 1.   Listen and repeat:
*Aims: Ss will be able to correctly repeat the sounds of the letters y and n in isolation, in the words yes and no, and in the sentences Can you draw? – Yes, I can. and Can she swim? – No, she can’t. with the correct pronunciation and intonation.
*Procedure:
-  T gives instruction to the letter y and n, yes and no, and in the sentences Can you draw? – Yes, I can. and Can she swim? – No, she can’t. 
- Play the recording for the letter y,n. 
- Encourage Ss to point at the letter/ word/ sentence while listening. 
- Play the recording again and encourage Ss to listen and repeat.
- Do this several times until Ss feel confident. 
- T calls some Ss to practice.
- T gives feedbacks.
3.Practice: (19’)
Activity 2.   Listen and circle.
*Aims: Ss will be able to identify the target words yes and no while listening.
*Procedure:
- Elicit the sentences and the gap-fill options.
- T ask Ss to guess the answers.
+ T writes Ss’guessing on the board.
- Listen to the tape:
+  Play the recording
+ Play the recording again and get Ss to swap books with their partners.
+  Play the recording again to check answers together as a class. 
+ Write the answers on the board for Ss to correct their answers. Then checks Ss’ guessing.
-  Play the recording, sentence by sentence, for the class to listen and repeat in chorus. 
- Invite one or two Ss to stand up and read the completed sentences.

Activity 3.    Let’s chant
*Aims: Ss will be able to say the chant with the correct rhythm and pronunciation.
*Procedure:
-  Introduce the title and lyrics of the chant.

-  Play the recording for Ss to listen to the whole chant.
+ Have them repeat the title and lyrics line by line.
+ Ask Ss to attend to the sounds of the letters y and n and the words yes and no..
-  Play the recording all the way through for Ss to listen to pronunciation and melody.
-  Play the recording line by line for Ss to listen and repeat 
-  Play the recording for Ss to chant and clap along.
-  Ask Ss to practice chant and clap along in pairs or groups.
-  Invite groups to the front of the classroom to perform the chant
-T gives feedback.
*Consolidation

	1.Warm- up: (5’)
Game: Hot seat
*Aims: to review the vocabulary and structure about greet and respond to greetings. 
*Procedure:
- Divide the class into 2 or 3 teams.
- Call a pupil to come up to the front and pick a flash card. 
- He/ She has to use gestures to show their friends what the word or phrase is. 
- A pupil from each team asks a question to find out the answer. 
- The team that has the correct answer gets a point. 
- Say “Open your book page 39” and look at “Unit 5, Lesson 3 (4, 5, 6)”.
2.Practice: (8’)
Activity 1.   Read and tick True or False:
*Aims: Ss will be able to read and show understanding of a text by deciding if the statements are true or false. 
*Procedure:
-Tell pupils the goal of the activity and explain that they should read the text and tick if the Sentences 1 to 4 are true or false. 
- Do Sentence 1 as an example. 
+ Have pupils read Sentence 1 and find who the sentence is about (It’s about Ha.) and what Ha can do (Ha can swim.). 
+ Ask pupils to find the information    about Ha in the text. 
+ Ask them to read carefully to decide if the sentence is true or false. 
- Set a time limit for pupils to do the task independently. 
- Invite one or two pupils to read the text in front of the class. 
Key: 1.False   2.True    3.False     4.True
3.Production: (19’)
Activity 2.  Let’s write
*Aims: Ss will be able to complete a gapped text about the abilities and lack of abilities of Lucy, Ben and the pupils themselves.
*Procedure:
- Explain that they should read the gapped text and fill in the gaps using the picture cues and with their own information. 
- Explain that the gaps in the text focus on the things that people can or can’t do. 
- Have pupils do the first gapped sentence together as an example. 
+ Ask them to read the sentence, look at the picture about Lucy and complete the sentence. + Have them write the answer in the gap.
- Give pupils time to complete the text independently. 
- Get pupils to swap their books with a partner and check their answers before checking as a class.
- Invite one or two pupils to read their completed texts in front of the class.
Example:  I have two friends, Lucy and Ben. Lucy can run, but she can’t ride a bike. Ben can swim, but he can’t sing. I can sing, but I can’t play the piano.
Activity 3.    Project.
*Aims: Ss will be able to carry out a school club survey, collect the information and present their friends’ abilities and lack of abilities to the class by using the target language.
*Procedure:
- Explain the goal of this activity to Ss.

- Explain again that they need to work in groups of four or five to complete a school club survey. 
+ Each group should choose two clubs such as sports or music. 
+ Each pupil in a group needs to write questions to ask their friends to find out what they can or can’t do to find members for the club
+ Ask pupils presents his / her survey results to the class. 
+ Ask pupils to show the completed survey that they have prepared at home.
-  Have pupils work in their groups. 
+ Each pupil should hold up their survey results and tell their group about them, ex: Hoa can swim, but she can’t roller skate. 
- Invite a few groups to present their surveys to the class. 
*Consolidation
*Aims: Ss will be able consolidate and wrap up the content of the lesson.
*Procedure:
- T asks ss to answer the following questions:
  + What have you learnt from the lesson today? 
+What are the core values of the lesson?
- T praises some Ss who are hardworking / active/ good…. as well as encourage others to try more.
