	c. Outcome
	Pupils can understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts (pictures) in which pupils ask and answer questions about where someone is from.

	d. Procedure
	Step 1: Ask pupils to look at Picture a and identify the characters. Ask Who is he / she?, Where is he / she?
Step 2: Draw pupils’ attention to the question Where are you from? and the answer I’m from America. Explain that they are used to ask and answer questions about where someone is from.

Step 3: Play the recording and encourage pupils to point at the characters while listening.

Step 4: Play the recording again, sentence by sentence, for pupils to listen, point to the sentences and repeat. Correct their pronunciation where necessary.

Step 5: Repeat Steps 1 to 4 for Picture b.

Step 3: Repeat Steps 1 and 2 for the other verses. Explain that Minh asks Lucy, Mary and Ben where they are from and each of them answers. Check comprehension and give feedback.

Step 4: Ask pupils to listen to and sing the whole song while clapping their hands. Go around the classroom and offer help where necessary.

Step 5: Invite a few groups to the front of the class to sing the song. The class may sing along and clap to reinforce the activity.

Step 5: Play the recording of kite and encourage pupils to repeat (say “Listen and repeat.”). Do this several times, with pupils repeating both individually and in chorus. Correct their pronunciation if necessary, and praise them when their pronunciation is good. 

Step 6: Repeat Steps 4 and 5 for bike and kitten. 

Step 7: Play the recording in full and encourage pupils to repeat the name and sound of the letter K/k, kite, bike and kitten both individually and in chorus.

- Divide the class into teams. Give each team one pack of flashcards. Say “You are going to play a word game.” 

- Explain that when you pronounce the sound of a letter, e.g. /k/, pupils should look through their pack of flashcards to find a word or words containing that sound, e.g. kite, bike. When they have found the correct word(s), they should stick the flashcard(s) on the board. A correct word scores one point. 

- Play the game.
