To review vocabulary about toys, classroom objects and prepositions.
	

	
	Step 1: Have students close their Pupils’ Book and look at the 5 pictures on the slide. 
Step 2: Ask students which toys and classroom objects they can see in the pictures.
Step 3: Tell students to open their books and do the activity individually. Remind them to write a tick (✓) if the sentence is correct and a cross (🗴) if the sentence is incorrect.
Step 4: Have the class read aloud the correct answers.
KEY: 2 🗴; 3 🗴; 4 🗴; 5 ✓

	Activity 2: Look, read and write. (6 minutes)
Pupils’ Book (page 73)

	Step 1: Have students close their Pupils’ Book. 
 Step 2: Divide the class into 2 teams, each team has a representative. Explain game rules to students:
- The two representatives play rock paper scissors to decide which team plays first.
- Each team looks at a picture and chooses the correct answer in 5 seconds. Each correct answer = 1 point.
- The team with the highest point wins.
Step 3: Have students open their books and write down the correct answers.
KEY: 2 doll; 3 puzzle; 4 pencils; 5 grandad; 
6 rubbers; 7 pen; 8 arms; 9 legs; 10 feet

Step 2: Have students read the text individually and underline the words appearing in the questions: old, hair, mouth, dad, brother.
Step 3: Students complete the activity individually.
Step 4: Check the answers with the class.

KEY: 2 black; 3 No; 4 his brother

	Activity 4 (track T.01): Listen and tick (✓). (5 minutes)
Pupils’ Book (page 74)

Step 2: Tell students to write down a tick (✓) next to the objects or numbers they hear. Then, play the audio for students complete the activity individually.
Step 3: Have students check their answers in pairs. Then, show the correct answers on the slide.
KEY: 2 a; 3 a; 4 b; 5 a; 6 b

	Activity 5 (track T.02): Listen and write. (3 minutes)

Step 2: Play the audio track T.02 for students to listen and write individually.
Step 3: Check the answers with the whole class.
KEY: 2 fingers; 3 granny – green; 4 rubbers

	Activity 6: Look, read then answer the questions. (6 minutes)
Pupils’ Book (page 75)
To let students practise talking about toys and classroom objects.
	

	
	Step 1: Ask students which toys and classroom objects they can see in the picture. 
Step 2: Point to an object and model the dialogue with a volunteer, using the given questions.
Step 3: Have students pair up to ask and answer the questions.
