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I. OBJECTIVES
By the end of this lesson, pupils will be able to: 
1. Knowledge and skills
- understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts in which characters ask and answer questions about what someone does at the weekend;
- correctly say the words and use What do you do at the weekend? – I ____. to ask and answer questions about what someone does at the weekend;
- use What do you do at the weekend? – I ______. in a freer context;
- understand and correctly use adverbs of frequency always, usually, often, sometimes, rarely, never in relation to the topic “Our free-time activities”.
2. Competences
- Critical thinking and creativity: learn how to ask and answer questions about someone’s free-time activities at the weekend correctly and fluently. 
- Communication and collaboration: work in pairs and groups to complete the learning tasks.
- Self-control & independent learning: perform speaking tasks.
3. Attributes
- Explore new interests and develop a healthier and balanced lifestyle, then improve general well-being.

C. PROCEDURES:
	Teacher’s activities
	Students’ activities

	1.WARM- UP AND REVIEW: (5 minutes)
*Goal: To revise the words about free-time activities.
- Teacher greets 
- Introduce new friend – Olaf
- Olaf greets and leads to game
* Game: Guessing game
- Invite four pupils in turn go to the board. 
- Teacher whispers the word for the pupil to do the action in front of the class. The whole class guess and raise hand to answer.
- Give stars to the teams having the pupil doing correct actions and giving correct answers.
- Olaf compliments pupils and leads to new lesson.

2. PRESENTATION (23 minutes)
a. Activity 1.   Look, listen and repeat . (7 minutes)
*Goal: To understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts in which characters ask and answer questions about what someone does at the weekend. 
*Procedure:
Step 1: Have pupils look at Pictures a and b and identify the characters in the pictures and their activities. 

Step 2: Play the recording for them to listen to the conversation. Play the recording one more time if necessary.
Step 3: Play the recording again for pupils to listen and repeat in chorus, sentence by sentence until they feel confident.
Step 4: Invite a few pairs to the front of the classroom to repeat the conversation. 
Step 5: Draw their attention to picture a with the question What do you do at the weekend? and the answer I usually listen to music. Tell pupils that they are used to asking and answering about what someone does at the weekend.

b. Activity 2. Listen, point and say (9 minutes):
*Goal: To correctly say the words and use What do you do at the weekend? – I ____. to ask and answer questions about what they do at the weekend
*Procedure:
Step 1: Have pupils look at Pictures a, b, c and d and elicit the activities of the characters. Show the pictures for them to read several times so that they can identify the actions better.
Step 2: Have them match the pictures to their meanings on the board.

Step 3: Introduce and explain some adverbs of frequency: always, usually, often, sometimes. Have them read the words and answer some questions to better understand and distinguish the adverbs.
Step 4: Show Picture a in activity 1 and elicit the question Bill asked and how Mai answered. Then explain that the structure:  What do you do at the weekend? – I ____. is used to ask and answer questions about what a person does at the weekend.
Step 5: Have pupils point at Picture a, have them listen and repeat after the recording (What do you do at the weekend? - I always read stories.)
Step 6: Follow the same procedure with the other three pictures. Have the class repeat the questions and answers a few times.
Step 7: Have pupil work in pairs to practise asking and answering the question What do you do at the weekend? - I _____. using the picture cues.
Step 8: Invite a few pairs to say the questions and answers in front of the class.

Step 9: Introduce two more adverbs of frequency in the chart, which are rarely and never, for pupils to contrast with the other adverbs of frequency they have learnt. Have them fill in some sentences about someone’s free-time activities at the weekend using the two adverbs of frequency. 
Step 10: Olaf gives compliments and leads to the next part.

c. Activity 3     Let’s talk . (7 minutes)
*Goal:       To correctly use What do you do at the weekend? –	_____. to ask and answer questions about what they do at the weekend in a freer context .
*Procedure:
Step 1: Ask pupils to look at the picture and elicit the activity each character is doing in the picture. Use the questions What do you like doing in your free time? and What do you do at the weekend? to elicit the answers. Tell them to look at the activities the 
characters are doing to give their answers. Remind pupils that these structures are used to ask and answer questions about someone’s free-time activity.
Step 2: Demonstrate the conversation with one pupil in front of the class using the two suggested questions.

Step 3: Put pupils into groups of four, show a model video and encourage them to ask and answer questions about what your friends like doing in their free time and what they do at the weekend. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.
Step 4: Ask pupils to close their books and invite a few groups to the front of the class to perform their conversations. Give feedback and comments.
Step 5: Olaf gives compliments and leads to wrap-up


3. FUN CORNER AND WRAP-UP (7 minutes)
*Aims: To consolidate and wrap up the content of the lesson.
*Game: Reorder the sentences
- Put some words in the board in random order
- Have some pupils come to the board to make the correct sentences
* Wrap-up:
- Ask pupils what they have learnt today
- Open a storybook for them to review the words and structures learnt.

- Pupils work in pairs and practise the structure.

- Pairs of pupils point at the pictures and say the questions & answers in front of the class.

- Pupils listen to teacher’s instructions. Pupils do the exercise of filling sentences about someone’s free-time activities at the weekend using the two adverbs of frequency.











- Pupils look at the pictures and say the name of the activities.



- Pupils read the question and the answer out loud  

- Listen carefully to the teacher’s demonstration

- Work in groups




- A few groups perform their conversations in front of the class










- Play the game.


- Read the storybook to review what they have learnt today.




- Listen and take notes
- Say goodbye
