STAGE III: TEACHING PROCEDURE / LEARNING EXPERIENCES:

1. WARM-UP: (5 mins) Game: Flashback

Step1:  Divide class into teams. Show each team a picture or write down a Vietnamese lifestyle activity from either the past or present.

Step2: Have each team discuss and practice pronouncing the cluster in the activity they were given. For example, if the team is given the activity “playing traditional games”, they might practice saying “playing folk games.”

Step3:  Have teams take turns to act out the lifestyle activity they were given. The other team must try to guess the activity and pronounce the cluster correctly.

- The first team to guess correctly the activity and pronounce the cluster earns points.

- The team with the most points at the end of the game wins.
Step 4: T sets the context for the lesson.

Example words:

Past: playing folk games, wearing ao dai, riding a cyclo, eating pho, living in a traditional village.
Present: using modern technology, living in a modern apartment, eating fast food, shopping at a mall, watching movies at a cinema.
