- Basic things: Student’s book, flashcards, photos.
- Advanced things: PPT, laptop, TV.

III. LESSON PROCEDURE:

	
	1.  Warm-up (5 minutes)

Play game “Guessing game”

	
	- Divides sts in to 3 groups(each line is a groups) and introduces sts how to do.

- Comment and give result.

- Lead in to new lesson and write on the board.
2. New lesson:
2.1New words: (Part 2: Listen and point. Repeat.) 8’
- Give some thing to eat : Bimbim, chili, lemon, salt.
- Give new words  by flashcards ( crispy, sour, sweet, salty, delicious, tasty, spicy).

- Write new words on the board and put the flashcards near new words.

- Play recording.

- Give memory game
2.2. Leading in the lesson part 1: Listen and read. Then fill in the table (14 minutes)
- Show 4 photos (gelato, pho, pad Thai, fish and chips) in the reading on the screen. Ask students to look at the picture and answer the questions: “What dishes are these? Where are they come from?, How do they taste? Elicit ideas from the class and write them on the board. 

- Use these pictures to lead in the lesson.

Lead in: Today, we are going to learn some  food from different countries around the world!
· Play track  for students to listen.
- Play the recording again, pause after each sentence and ask students to repeat.
- Ask students to practise reading out the text individually. Ask some volunteers to read it out in front of the whole class.

- Tell students to look at the table and ask them what should be filled in the gap. 
- Call student say his/her key in each table.
- Check and show the answers.
2.3: Write and say. 9’
- Tell students to think about their favourite food and complete the sentences. Ask them to write down sentences in their notebook and on another piece of paper.
· My favourite food is……

· It has got…..

· It tastes……..
- Give students some time to share the notes in pairs.

- Ask some volunteers to read out their notes.
- Ask sts to tell about his/ her favorite food.

- Correct any mistakes.
3. Wrap up & Assessment (5 minutes)

- Join the activities.

- Play whole class.(close their eyes and then open eyes to say what missing word)
- Look at the picture and answer the question.
- Listen.
- Listen and repeat
- Listen and read.
- Read in front of the class.
