*Aims: to help ss to happy to learn new lesson.
*Teaching techniques
-  technique in teaching playing game
*Procedure:
- Have the whole class say the chant on page 32. You may use other food / drink items to have another version of the chant.
-Say “Open your book page 34 and look at Unit 5, Lesson 1- Activity 1, 2, 3”
2. New lesson
Activity 1. -  1. Listen and repeat:10’
*Aims: To understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts (pictures) in which ss ask and answer questions about someone’s abilities.
*Context: 
- Context a: Mary: I can fly a kite. Mai: I can skip.
- Context b: Minh: Can you ride a bike? Mary: Yes, I can.
Mai: No, I can't.
 *Teaching techniques
- techniques in teaching listening and speaking,  
- individual, pairworks, ask and answer…
- using flashcards, recording, pictures…
*Procedure:
- Teach vocabulary: fly a kite, ride a bike, ride a horse, play the piano, play the guitar (Using pictures)
-Check vocabulary: guessing game
-Set the scene: we are going to listen to the  dialogue in which the characters ask and answer questions about someone’s abilities.




- Ask students to look at the picture in the book and identify the characters in the pictures:
+ Who is he / she?
+ What are they talking about?
- Play the recording again for Ss to listen and repeat in chorus, sentence by sentence. 
-Divide the class into two groups to read the dialogue.
-Have time for ss to point and read in pairs. T goes around the classroom to offer support where necessary. 
- Invite some pairs to practise in front of the class.
- T get feedback. 
*Outcome: Ss can understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts (pictures) in which ss ask and answer questions about  someone’s abilities.
 Activity 2 - 2. Point and say:9’
*Aims: to correctly say the words and use Can you……..? -> Yes, I can. / No, I can’t to ask and answer questions about someone’s abilities.
*Context:  – Picture cues:
a. a girl can ride a bike              
b. a boy can’t ride a horse
c. a boy can play the piano       
d. a girl can’t play the guitar
– Speech bubbles: Can you……..? -> Yes, I can. / No, I can’t 
*Teaching techniques
- techniques in teaching speaking, pairworks, groupworks, ask and answer…
- using flashcards, recording, pictures…
*Procedure:
- Have Ss look at pictures. Ask ss to look at Pictures a, b, c, and d and identify the activities in each picture.
+Who are they in the picture?
+What are they talking about
- Sentence Pattern:
Can you……..? -> Yes, I can. / No, I can’t 
-Play the recording for ss to listen to and repeat the words under the pictures in chorus and individually until they feel confident.
- T models with a student. Then asks ss practice in pairs
- Have time for Ss to practise in pairs and corrects pronunciation if necessary.
- Invite ss to ask and answer in front of the class. 
- T gets feedback
*Outcome: Ss can correctly say the words and use Can you……..? -> Yes, I can. / No, I can’t to ask and answer questions about someone’s abilities.
Activity 3.  Let’s talk :7’
*Aims: To enhance the correct use of Can you……..? -> Yes, I can. / No, I can’t  to ask and answer questions someone’s abilities. in a freer context.
*Context:  Picture cue: A summer camp poster. There are four activities in the poster.
- Speech bubbles: Can you……..?
 -> Yes, I can. / No, I can’t
*Teaching techniques:
- techniques in teaching speaking , groupworks, ask and answer…
- using flashcards, pictures…
*Procedure:
-Tell ss that they are going to practise more with their friends to ask and answer questions about someone’s abilities in a freer context.
- Elicit the words to fill in the gaps and have ss to repeat.

-Have time for ss to practise in pairs. Go around the classroom to offer support where necessary.
-Call some pairs to act out in front of the class.
- T corrects pronunciation, if necessary.
-T gets feedback.
*Outcome: Ss can enhance the correct use of  Can you……..? -> Yes, I can. / No, I can’t to ask and answer questions about  someone’s abilities. in a freer context.

*Aims: to consolidate and wrap up the content of the lesson.
- T tells Ss about the main content of the lesson.
