Aim: To develop students’ knowledge of the vocabulary of things relating to Tet.
- Teacher asks students what exactly Phong and Linda are talking about. 
- Teacher lets them read the three options carefully and see the difference among them.
- Some students anwer
- Teacher confirms the correct answer. (They are talking about Tet in Viet Nam.)





Activity 3 ( 8’)
Aims: Practice completing sentences using information from a conversation. Help students understand details about Tet. Develop reading comprehension and writing skills.
- Teacher asks students to work independently to fill each blank with the word(s) from the conversation. Teacher may instruct them how to do the exercise and model with the first sentence.
