Activity 2.   Look, complete and read

+  Ask Ss to read the sentence 1 in chorus.

+  Ask them what is missing in the question (cats). Then have them complete the gap (Do you have any cats?).

-Have Ss work in pairs and complete the dialogue 2, 3, 4.

- Ask a few Ss to stand up and read the sentences aloud.

-T gives feedbacks.

Activity 3. Let’s sing
-  Introduce the title and lyrics of the song: “My pets”

-  Play the recording for Ss to listen to the whole song.

+ Have them repeat the title and lyrics line by line.

+ Tell Ss to point at the pictures while singing.

-  Play the recording all the way through for Ss to listen to pronunciation and melody of the song.

-  Play the recording line by line for Ss to listen, repeat and point to the pictures

-  Play the recording for Ss to sing and do actions.

-  Ask Ss to practice singing and doing actions in pairs or groups.

-  Invite groups to the front of the classroom to perform the song 

-T gives feedback.

- Have Ss work in groups. Each pupil shares his / her photos and says what pets he / she has in the photos.

- Give the class time to complete the project. 

- Invite some Ss to the front of the class to present the photos.
