c. Expected products: Ss can talk about repeated past actions 

d. Organization of activities:
Warm-up activities: Work in pairs and answer these questions.

- Divide Ss into pairs.

- Give Ss instructions and one example.

- Show questions for Ss to discuss.

- Call some pairs to give their answers.

- Give feedback.

Questions:

1. What activities would you regularly do with your friends when you were younger?

2. What special routines would you have before going to bed as a child?

3. What sports or games would you play with friends in your neighborhood?

4. What foods or snacks would you always eat when you were a child?  

Suggested answers

1. When I was younger, I would regularly play jump rope with my friends.

2. Before going to bed, I would brush my teeth and put on my pyjamas.

3. In my neighborhood, we would often play soccer.

4. When I was a child, I would always eat ice cream.
