c. Expected outcomes: Ss can talk life in the country and life in the city using lots of/a lot of, too many, too much, not enough.
d. Organization 

	Presentation:

-Introduce the usage of quantifiers with countable and uncountable nouns
- Ask Ss to underline quantifiers and circle the nouns after them:

1. There are lots of people.

2. There is too much work to do.

3. There are too many cars on the road.

4. There isn't enough time to play.

- Pick some Ss to underline quantifiers and circle the nouns on the board.

- Give feedback.
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- Ask Ss to work in pairs to complete the rules with lots of/a lot of, too many, too much, not enough.
