Subject: English              Classes: 7A1
Time expected to complete the topic: 9 periods
I. OBJECTIVES:  

1. Knowledge: 

- distinguish and pronounce verbs in past form endings with “ed”.

- ask and answer about activities to help community in the past.

- talk about activities to help community in details.

2. Competences: 

- General competence: 

+ Self-controlled and self-learning competence (students are aware of taking part in charity activities)

+ Communicative and cooperative competence (students know how to persuade their friends to take part in charity activities)

- Distinctive competence:

+Linguistic competence (students know how to use their native language and foreign language to indicate the evidence for their answers) 

3. Values:
+ Responsibility (students are aware of helping their community and other people)

+ Diligence (students work better to get well-paid future jobs and support their community to make it better)

+ Benevolence (students know how to help other people)

II. TEACHING AIDS AND MATERIALS:

   1. Materials: Grade 7 textbook, lesson plan, workbook, the teacher’s book, reference books

2. Equipment: TV, laptop

III. PROCEDURES 

1. WARM-UP (5MS)

a. Aims:  Introduce the new lesson and set the scene for Ss to acquire new language; get students' attention at the beginning of the class by enjoyable and short activities as well as to engage them in the follow-up steps.

b. Content: Review: Past Simple of regular verbs.

c. Expected Products:  Ss remember old knowledge and use them in other speaking activities.

d. Organization of activities:

JUMBLED WORDS

- Give Ss a list of verbs in the Simple Past with “ed” ending (the letters are not in correct order).

- Have Ss rearrange the letters to make a meaningful verb.

- Call Ss to write answers on the board.

- Give feedback.

- Lead to the new lesson: How to pronoun verbs in the Simple Past with “ed” ending.

2. KNOWLEDGE FORMATION ACTIVITIES (10MS)

a. Aims: Introduce different pronunciation /d/, /id/, /t/ of verbs ending “-ed”.

b. Content: - recognize different pronunciation /d/, /id/, /t/ of verbs ending “-ed”.

- listen and check, find the word that has the underlined part pronounced differently from the others.

- practice.
c. Expected products: Ss distinguish and use different pronunciation /d/, /id/, /t/ of verbs ending “-ed” correctly in their speaking.

d. Organization of activities:

Task a + b. Listen to the words and focus on the underlined letters.

- Play the recording (CD1, track 44) using DCR.

- Ask Ss to listen and focus on the underlined letters.

- Play the recording again, have Ss listen and repeat with a focus on the pronunciation feature.

- Explain more about the way how to have different pronunciation /d/, /id/, /t/ of verbs ending “-ed”.

1. The /id/ sound

If the last letter of the word is spelled with D or T, the ED is pronounced as a separate syllable with an /id/ sound (it rhymes with kid and lid).

· wanted (sounds like "want-id")

· waited

· needed

· folded

2. The /t/ sound

If the last consonant of the word is voiceless, then the ED is pronounced as a T. Be careful not to create an extra syllable or "id" sound.

· talked (sounds like "talk-t")

· kissed (the S sound comes from the front of mouth so it would sound like "kiss-t")

· parked

· helped

NOTE: As an example, with the word "helped", if you say "help-id" as a two-syllable word, then it is very likely that people will NOT understand the word or what you are saying. (It is pronounced like "help-t").

3. The /d/ sound

If the last letter of the words ends in a voiced consonant (or sound), then the ED is pronounced like a D (without creating another syllable).

· played (sounds like "play-d")

· closed (the S sounds like a vibrating Z so the word would sound like "cloz-d")

· opened

· lived

Task c + d. Listen and cross out the word that has the underlined part pronounced differently from the others. 

- Play the recording (CD 1 – Track 45), have Ss listen and cross out the option that is pronounced differently from the others.

- Call Ss to give answers.

- Play the recording again and check answers as a whole class using DCR.

- Then have Ss practice saying the words with a partner, using the correct pronunciation feature.

- Call some Ss to read the words in front of the class.

- Ask Ss to find some more English words with an “ed” ending which contains /t/, /d/ and /id/ sound.

- Give feedback and evaluation.

3. PRACTICE ACTIVITIES (23MS)

a. Aims: Students can talk about activities to help community.

b. Content: - Ask and answer.

- Your school went out to help the community. Fill in the table with details about what you did. Then, ask your partner about what they did and complete the table on the right. Swap roles and repeat.
c.  Products: Ss produce the new language successfully.

d. Organization of activities:

* Ask and answer 

- Demonstrate the activity by asking and answering with a student.

- Have pairs ask and answer using the pictures and words in the box. 

- Remind Ss to pay attention to the time expressions of the Simple Past.

- Have some pairs demonstrate the activity in front of the class.

SPEAKING: Help The Community

Task a. Your school went out to help the community. Fill in the table with details about what you did. Then, ask your partner about what they did and complete the table on the right. Swap roles and repeat
- Demonstrate the activity by practicing the activity with a student. 

- Divide the class into pairs. 

- Have students complete the table with information about what they did to help the community and ask their partner to complete the table on the right. 

- Have Ss swap roles and repeat.

- Observe, give help if necessary.

4. APPLICATION ACTIVITIES (7MS)

a. Aims: Students report to the class what they did to help the community.

b. Content:  Share with the class what they did to help the community

c. Expected products: Ss produce the new language successfully in everyday speaking and writing.

d. Organization of the activities:

SPEAKING: Help The Community

Task b. Share with the class. 

- Have students take a look at the table again, make any correction or adjustment if necessary.

- Have some Ss share their findings with the class. 

- Give feedback and evaluation.
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
