- Ask Ss some questions to remind them of the paragraph structure.

What do you write in the topic sentence?

How do you describe your device?

Do you give explanations and examples to describe it?

Do you only  write about its good features?

- Have Ss write a paragraph.

- Have Ss look at each other’s work (peer correction).

- Call Ss to read their writing.

- Give feedback to one S’s writing.
