I. OBJECTIVES:  
1. Knowledge: 
* Vocabulary: related to music and painter (n) , arts composer (n), musician (n), , art gallery (n) , concert hall (n) , puppet theatre (n) 
* Pronunciation: the sound /ʃ/ and /ʒ/	
By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:
- use the lexical items related to the topic Music and arts
- pronounce and recognize the sounds /ʃ/ and /ʒ/
2. Competences: 
- General competence: 
Self-controlled and self-learning competence (students can know a traditional art form as well as a musical performance)
Communicative and cooperative competence (students know how to talk and describe the music and art)
- Distinctive competence: Linguistic competence (sts know how to use their native language and foreign language to talk about the music and art) 
3. Values:
- Benevolence (sts are aware of loving their traditional art form)
- Responsibility (sts do whatever they can to help protect the traditional values of music and art)
II.  TEACHING AIDS AND MATERIALS:	
1. Materials: Grade 7 textbook, lesson plan, workbook, the teacher’s book, reference books
2. Equipment: TV, cassettes, pictures, cards, handouts, extraboards, sachmem.vn, On-line websites…
III. PROCEDURE:
1. WARM UP (5 MS)
a. Aim:  To activate students’ prior knowledge and vocabulary related to the topic, the targeted vocabulary and its pronunciation.
b. Content: Game: KIM'S  GAME
c. Expected products: Students write words on the board.
Key: 1. Guitar    2. drum	3. Dan Bau	4. violin 	5. cellin    6. Piano  7.  saxophone
d. Organization of activities:  ( slide 2 )
- Divides the whole class into 4 groups, and chooses a group leader
- Gives students to play a game “Kim'”. Look at and remember 
- After that time, a student from each group one by one runs to the board and writes one word.
- The group which has more correct answers is the winner.

- Leads in the lesson: “Now we are going to some vocabularies about music and arts”
2. KNOWLEDGE FORMATION ACTIVITIES (10 MS)
a. Aims: To teach students some new words relating to the topic “music and arts”
b. Content: Some vocabularies related to the lesson.
c. Expected products: sts can read and understand the meaning of vocab.
d. Organization of activities: 
- Pre - teach vocabulary by using different techniques ( slide 3 ) 
1. painter (n) (explanation)
2. artist (n) (explanation)
3. art gallery (n) (picture)
4. concert hall (n) (picture)
5. puppet theatre (n) (picture + explanation)
- Asks sts to repeat in chorus and individually
- Has sts write new words in their notebook
- Checks vocabulary by playing “ What and where”
3. PRACTICE ACTIVITIES (25 MS)
Task 1. (7’) ( slide 4 ) 
a. Aims: To revise/ teach nouns indicating people and places related to the field of music and arts
b. Content: Listen and repeat these words and phrases. Then write them in the correct columns
c. Expected products:

d. Organization of activities: 
- Plays the recording and lets sts listen
- Plays it again with pause for them to repeat each word/ phrase
- Corrects their pronunciation. Explains the meaning of these words/ phrases if necessary
- Has sts work in pairs and put these words/ phrases in the correct columns
Task 2. (5’) ( slide 5 ) 
a. Aims: To teach sts how to combine a verb and a noun to form a collocation about music and arts
b. Content: Match a word in A with a word or phrase in B. A word in A may go with more than a word or phrase in B 
c. Expected products: 
Key: 1. e	2. c 	3. a	4. c/e		5. b 
d. Organization: Teacher’s instruction
- Explains to sts that in English some verbs and nouns go together, and some don’t
- Has sts work in pairs. Tells them to match the verbs in column A with nouns in column B to form collocations.
- Checks their answers as a class. Explains to them which noun goes with each verb
- Allows sts some time to extend their vocabulary by adding more words to combine with each verb
Example: perform a play, magic…
Task 3. (8’) ( slide 6, 7 ) 
a. Aims: To give sts practice in how to use words/ phrases related to music and arts in context
b. Content: Underline the correct word or phrase to complete each sentence.
c. Expected products:  
Key: 1. drawing 	2. composer 	    3. museum 	4. concert 	5. photography
d. Organization of activities: 
- Has sts read the sentences carefully and look for clues so that they can choose the correct words to complete the sentences
- Has one sts write the words on the board. 
- Confirms the correct answers
Task 4. (5’) ( slide 9, 10 ) 
a. Aims: To teach sts how to pronounce the sounds /ʃ/ and /ʒ/ and practice pronouncing these sounds in words correctly
b. Content:  Listen and repeat. Pay attention to the sounds /ʃ/ and /ʒ/
c. Expected products:   Whole class practice the sound /ʃ/ and /ʒ/
d. Organization of activities: 
- Introduces the two sounds /ʃ/ and /ʒ/ to students and lets them watch a video about how to pronounce these two sounds and asks them to identify which sound is longer and which one is shorter.
- Gives students some words containing these sounds
Example:
-  /ʃ/: musician, show …
- /ʒ/: television, visual, …
- Asks students to practice the sound /ʃ/ and /ʒ/ together. 
- Plays the recording and asks students to repeat 
- Corrects their pronunciation. Play the recording as many times as necessary
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4. APPLICATION ACTIVITIES (5 MS)
Task 5. (5’)  ( slide 11 ) 
a. Aims: To help students pronounce the sounds /ʃ/ and /ʒ/ correctly in context.
b. Content: Listen and repeat. Notice the sounds /ʃ/ and /ʒ/
c. Expected products: Sts listen and pronounce these sounds correctly
d. Organization of activites:
- Has sts quickly read the sentences and single-underline the words with the sound /ʃ/ and double-underline the words with the sound /ʒ/. Then plays the recording for sts to listen and check the words that they have underlined. 
- Has them work in pairs to compare their answers
- Checks sts’ answers
- Plays the recording again. Lets sts listen and repeat sentence by sentence. Paying attention to the underlined words
Notes:
Sound /ʃ/ can be represented by sh (she), ch (machine), t (station), s (sugar), c (special)
Sound /ʒ/ can be represented by s (television, usually..)
