I. OBJECTIVES: 
1.Knowledge

- Vocabulary: Words related to the topic My neighbourhood.

- Grammar :

By the end of the lesson, students will be able to:

- use the lexical items related to the topic My neighbourhood
- use the vocabularies and structures to talk about different places and show directions to these.

III. PROCEDURES: 

1. WARM UP (5ms)

a. Aims:
-To create an active atmosphere in the class before the lesson 

- To lead into the new unit. 

b.Content: To set the context for the listening and reading part.

· Chatting:

“ Do you know where it is ? ”

“ Have you ever been to Hoi An ? ”

“ Do you remember anything special in Hoi An ? ”
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c. Expected products: Ss can get the context of the lesson by answering teacher’s answers .

d.Organization of activities:

- Teacher shows some images of Hoi An on the screen and asks students  some open questions

- Teacher sets the context for the listening and reading text: Write the title on the board My neighbourhood.

- Today we are going to travel around Hoi An; before we start the lesson, let’s get some vocabulary first.
2. KNOWLEDGE FORMATION ACTIVITIES (10ms)
a. Aims: 

- To draw students’ attention to the context.

- To supply students with the main knowledge of new words about things in nature.           

b. Content: New words about My neighbourhood that are mentioned in the text.

· Vocabulary

- Teaches word by word according to steps and principles of teaching new words. (using picture, real objects, examples, …)

- Checks the students’ understanding by the game: “What and Where” 

- Gives remarks and feedback.

- Introduces structures: by asking sts to find examples in the conversation

3. PRACTICE ACTIVITIES (23ms)
Task 1: (5ms)
a. Aims:to help students listen and read correctly the dialogue about a conversation among three students: Phong, Nick and Khang

b. Content:Students will listen and read the dialogue correctly.
c. Expected products: 

- Students read and understand the meaning of the text. 

- Students know how to role play

d. Organization of activities:


- Plays the recording three times and asks students to listen to the recording.

- Asks three students to play roles of Phong, Nick and Khang to read the dialogue aloud in front of the class.

- Asks the whole class to work in groups of three to read the dialogue.

- Calls some groups to read aloud to correct their spelling and intonation.

- Gives feedback to the students.

Task 2: (5ms)
a. Aims:To help students know how to use let’s and shall to make suggestions.

b. Content:Students will read the conversation again and find the sentences used to make suggestions.
c. Expected products: 

1. Let’s go to Chua Cau!

2. Shall we go there first?

3. First cross the road, and then turn left.

4. Fine, let’s go.

5. Let’s ask her.

d. Organization of activities:

- Tells students to read the conversation again and work independently to find the answers. 

- Has students work in pair to compare their answers before checking with the whole class.

- Calls some students to give the answers.

- Calls other students to support for the answers.

- Gives feedback.

Task 3: (6ms)

c. Nick, Khang and Phong decide to go to Tan Ky House.

c. Expected products: Students write correct words on the board.

d. Organization of activities:

- Teacher tells students to read the conversation again and work independently to find the answers. Remind students to underline the information and correct the false statements.

- Teacher has students pair compare before checking with the whole class.

- Teacher calls some students to give the answers.

b. Content:To know to match the directions with the diagrams

c. Expectedproducts:

d. Organization of activities

- Move around to help if necessary 

- Call some sts to give their answers and correct

- Explain their meaning by Vietnamese if necessary.

- Have students quickly match each direction with the diagram. 

- Check their answers as a class. 

- Give the correct answer:

- Explain the meaning of the phrases if it is a weak class.
4. APPLICATION AND EXTENSION ACTIVITIES (7’)

Task (7ms)
a. Aims:To help students further practise giving directions 
b. Content: To do the pairwork giving directions and guessing to find places.

A: Go straight. Take the second turning on the left. It’s on your right.

B: Is that the gym?

A: No, try again.

c. Expected products :Sts know to give directions to one of the places on the map and know to guess to find places

A: Go straight. Take the second turning on the left. It’s on your right.

B: Is that the gym?

A: No, try again

B: Is that railway station?

A: Yes, that’s’ right
d.Organization of activities
-Demonstrate the game with a strong student.

- Divide the class into two teams. Team A give directions. Team B guess the place . If their guess is correct , they get one point. Then change roles. The group with the most points is the winner.

I. OBJECTIVES:

- Pronounce correctly the sounds /I / and /i:/

III. PROCEDURE:

1. WARM UP (5ms)

a. Aims:- To create an active atmosphere in the class before the lesson 

                - To lead into the new lesson. 

b. Content: The words related to  places.

d. Organization of activities:

- Divides students into 2 groups and models how to play this game.

- Shows one by one a mixed up set of letters and

students have to unscramble the letters to find the correct word.

- Asks students to raise hands to give the correct names and spelling names of the places. One point for one correct word. The fastest group raising their hands will get the chance to answer first. The group getting the highest points will be the winner.

- Leads  students into the lesson by telling them that 

 “In today lesson, we are going to learn more words to the names of places  and describe places in a neighbourhood and learn how to pronounce correctly two sounds /i/ and /i:/.”

2. KNOWLEDGE FORMATION ACTIVITIES (10ms)
a. Aims:Torevise /teach the names of places in a neighbourhood and some adjectives.

b. Content:Vocabulary about the names of places in a neighbourhood and some adjectives

3. PRACTICE ACTIVITIES (24ms)

Task 1: (5ms)
a.Aim:To revise / teach the names of places in a neighbourhood.
b. Content: Match the places with the pictures about places in a neighbourhood.
c.Expected  products:Know more the name of places in a neighbourhood.
d. Organization of activities:Teacher’s instruction

- Pre-teaches some new words using suitable techniques.

- square (n) :quảngtrường

- cathedral (n): thánhđường

- railway station (n) :nha ga                        

-  crowded (adj) :đôngđúc

- peaceful (adj) :yênbình

-  modern (adj) :hiệnđại

- Gets students to repeat the words chorally, then individually.

- Nominates individuals to read the words aloud and asks students to copy down the words.

- Checks the understanding of the new words by conducting the game “Matching”.

Task 2: (6ms)
a. Aims :

- To help students practise asking and answering questions about where they live.

b. Content: 

- Asking and answering about their neighbourhood.

A: Is there a square in your neighbourhood?

B: Yes, there is./  No, there isn't.

A: Is there a shopping mall in your neighbourhood?

B: Yes, there is./  No, there isn't.
c. Expected  products : Sts can ask and answer about their neighbourhood.

- Suggested answers: 1- C ; 2 - E ; 3 - D ; 4 - A

d. Organization of activities
- Models this activity with a strong student.

- Asks students to work in pairs to ask and answer questions about where they live. Remind them that they can use the places in 1 or any places they want to ask.

- goes around to observe and offer help if necessary

- Calls some pairs to practice in front of the class.

- Gives feedback and corrections

Task 3. (6ms)
a. Aims :

- To revise the adjectives Sts learnt in primary school.

- To help Sts practice asking and answering about their neighbourhood using some adjectives

b. Content:

- Words about places and some adjectives

- Asking and answering about their neighbourhood.

c.Expected  products : Sts can ask and answer about their neighbourhood:

d. Organization of activities
- Models this activity with a strong student.

- Asks students to work in pairs to ask and answer questions about where they live. Remind them that they can use the places in 1 or any places they want to ask.

- goes around to observe and offer help if necessary

- Calls some pairs to practice in front of the class.

- Gives feedback and corrections

Task 4.

a. Aims: (7ms)
- To help Ss identify how to pronounce the sounds /ɪ/ and /i:/ in words.
b. Content:

- Listen and repeat the words.

noisy         exciting          expensive               cheap    

clean         peaceful         convenient             friendly

c.Expected  products : 

- Students  can distinguish two sounds and repeat the words correctly.

- Suggested answers:

/I/ :noisy, exciting, expensive,friendly
/i:/ :clean, peaceful, convenient,cheap
d. Organization of activities
- T introduces the sounds and the way to pronounce the sounds.

- Sts listen to the T and make imitation the sounds. 

- T lets Sts practice the sounds /i/ and /i:/ together. 

- T asks Sts to observe the T’s mouth when pronouncing two sounds. 

- T plays the recording and ask Ss to listen to these words and repeat. T plays the recording as many times as necessary. 

- Sts listen to the recording and repeat the sounds. 

- Has students to work in pairs and put the words in the correct column

/I/ :noisy, exciting, expensive,friendly
/i:/ :clean, peaceful, convenient,cheap
4. APPLICATION ACTIVITIES (6ms)
Task 5: 
a. Aims: 
- To help Sts identify how to pronounce the sounds /I/ and /i:/ and practise singing the chant.

b. Content: 

- Sts listen and practice the chance, notice the sound /I/ and /i:/

c. Expected products: 

- Pronounce the sounds /I/ and /i:/ and practise singing the chant.

d. Organization of activities:




- Asks Sts to listen while T plays the recording. Play the recording again and ask Ss to chant a long.

- Provides further pracice by dividing the class into two groups then has them sing alternate lines.
- Calls on some Sts to practise the chant if possible 

- Gives Comment on their pronunciation.
