III. PROCEDURES: 

1. WARM-UP (5MS)

III. TEACHING PROCEDURES

1. WARM-UP (5MS) Picture describing
a. Aims: To engage students to some situations relating to some community activities. 

b. Content: Look at the pictures and answer the question: What are  these people doing?
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c. Expected products:  Students look at the pictures and answer what they are doing.

d. Organization of activities:

- Show the picture and asks students questions.

- Ask students to raise hands to answer the questions.

- Get all students’ answers and explain the term “Community service” (work that people do without payment to help other people), and lead to the lesson.

- Keys:
+  Collecting books and paper.



+ Cleaning the beach.



+ Planting the trees.



+ Tutoring poor students.


2. KNOWLEDGE FORMATION (10MS)

a. Aims: To provide students with vocabulary related to the topic: community activities; review the simple past.
b. Content: Learn some new words and play the game “Slap the board”
c. Expected products: Students  know and pronounce the words about community service.
d. Organization of activities:

- Teach word by word according to steps and principles of teaching new words. (using picture, real objects, explanation, …). Students listen, repeat the words in class, in group, then in individual and after that guess the meaning of the new words.
