III. PROCEDURES
1. ACTIVITY 1: WARM-UP (3) Group work
a. Aims of the activity: -To create an active atmosphere in the class before the lesson to engage students to some popular food and drink in their daily life.
b. Content: Students will share with their friends about their favourite food and drink in their daily life.

d. Organization of implementation

- Give out the question ““What do you usually have for breakfast / lunch / dinner?” 

- Divides class into groups of 4 or 5 students and asks them to ask and answer the suggested question by sharing the food and drink they have for daily meals.
- Asks some students from some groups to present their groups’ answer in front of the class.
- Takes notes of groups’ answer on the board.
- Asks other groups to give supports if necessary.
- Gives feedback and leads to the new lesson.
* chatting:

- Have you ever eaten out? 
- If yes, where?
- What do you think about the food in ….?

- Today we are going to a Vietnamese restaurant with Mark’s family to discover some popular food and drink.
2. ACTIVITY 2: KNOWLEDGE FORMATION (7’)
a. Aims of the activity: To provide students with vocabulary and structures relating to the topic: food and drink.
b. Content: 
- Provides students with some words relating to food and drink and quantifier for amount.

- Student will learn some new words and quantifier some, a lot of and lots of, … for amount 
- Students will listen to the teacher, guess the meaning of the new words then repeat words by word in individual, groups and choral.

- Students will play a game to remember the words they learned.

c. Products: Students can master some words (can read and know how to use words) relating to food and drink.

d. Organization of implementation

- Teaches word by word according to steps and principles of teaching new words. (using picture, real objects, examples, …)
- pork (using picture)
- shrimp (using picture, question-answer)

- a lot of = lots of (example)

- juice (n) nước ép (example and explanation)
- Checks the students’ understanding by the game: “Rub out and remember”

+ Asks the students to close their books.

+ Rubs out the new words one at a time. Each time you rub out a word in English, point to the Vietnamese translation and ask “What’s this in English?”.

+ When all the English words are rubbed out, go through the Vietnamese list and get the students to call out the English words.

+ (If there’s time, gets the students to come to the board and write the English words again) 
3. ACTIVITY 3: PRACTICE (23’)
3.1. Task 1, 2: Listen and read then answer the question “What is Mark’s family doing?)
a. Aims of the activity: to help students listen and read correctly the dialogue about a conversation among four people in a Vietnamese restaurant: Mark, Mark’s parents and a waiter.
b. Content: Students will listen and read the dialogue correctly (spelling and intonation) then choose the correct answer from the three options given.
c. Products

- Students listen, read and understand the meaning of the conversation. 

- Students read the dialogue in groups of 4 correctly (spelling and intonation)
- Students choose the correct answer.

Possible answer: A. Ordering food for dinner.
d. Organization of implementation
- Give the question “What is Mark’s family doing?
A. Ordering food and drink
B. Preparing for their dinner
C. talking about their favourite food

- Plays the recording three times and asks students to listen to the recording.

- Asks four students to play roles of Mark, Mark’s father, Mark’s mother a waiter to read the dialogue aloud in front of the class.

- Asks the whole class to work in groups of four to read the dialogue.

- Calls some groups to read aloud to correct their spelling and intonation.
- Asks students to answer the question by choosing the correct answer A, B or C after reading the dialogue.
- Gives feedback.
3.2. Task 3: Find the words and phrases about food and drink in the conversation and write them in the correct columns. (individual, pair work) 
a. Aims of the activity: to enable students to read the text for specific information (find words and phrases about food and drinks).

b. Content: Students will read the dialogue again to find the words and phrases about food and drink in the conversation and write them in the correct columns 
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c. Products
Students can complete the table with words or phrases about food and drink

Ss listen and write the set. Then they choose the odd one out and circle it. 
 Each group explains their decisions, 
e.g. A pea, because it's the only one that's green. / An orange, because it makes terrible soup.

- After that, teacher has Ss look at the Remember! box about the use of some, a lot of / lots of and explain how to use some and a lot of / lots of, then show them the examples in the Remember! box. 

- Teacher briefly explains that some and a lot of / lots of are all used with both countable nouns and uncountable nouns to talk about quantities. Teacher also explains that SS can use some with plural countable nouns or uncountable nouns to talk about a number or amount of something / somebody when the exact number or amount is not given; Ss can use lot of / lots of with plural countable nouns or uncountable nouns to talk about a large number or amount of something / people.
