d. Organization of implementation:

- Gives feed back.
2. ACTIVITY 2: KNOWLEDGE FORMATION (5’)
a. Aims of the activity: To help Ss master the sounds /b/ and / p / 
b. Content: Show examples.

The voiced B sound (IPA symbol: b) can be found in English words such as bring, bubble, boy, lab, rob, and bicycle.
The voiceless P sound (IPA symbol: p) can be found in English words such as jump, pop, top, puppy, purple, tip, and pray.
c. Products:   Whole class see the differences between the sounds

d. Organization of implementation:

- Explains  sounds /b/ and / p /

- Students listen write down.
3. ACTIVITY 3: PRACTICE (5’)

a. Aims of the activity: To help students identify how to pronounce the  sounds /b/ and /p/.
