III. PROCEDURES:
1. ACTIVITY 1: WARM-UP (5’)
a. Aims of the activity:   review old lesson

b. Content: * Game: *jumbled words

d. Organization of implementation:
· Teacher divides the class into 4 groups.

- Teacher delivers a set of word cards which contains Jumbled words to each group.
· Students will have to work in groups to create as many correct sentences from the word cards as possible.

· The group with more correct sentences will be the winner.

b. Content: Future simple and “Might” for future possibility 

c. Products:  understand and know how to use Future simple and “Might” for future possibility 

1. Future simple:
	(+) S + will + Vinf.................

(-) S + will not + Vinf...............

(?) Will + S + Vinf.................?


+ Usage:  We use the future simple to talk about an action that happens in the future. 
Eg: + I will travel to the Moon by super car in the future


- I will not travel to the Moon by super car in the future. 


? Will you live on the moon?  Yes, I will./  No, I won’t..

     2.  MIGHT for future possibility

- Explains how might +V is used and how it is formed (affirmative, negative). 
- We use might +V to talk actions that are possible in the future - we are not sure if the actions will happen or not

Eg: We might live in a UFO.
       Thet might not travel in cars.

d. Organization of implementation:
- Explain how Will + V is used and how it is formed.

- Get Ss to study the grammar box. Teacher explains what students don’t understand.

- Explain how might + V is used (We use might + V to talk about actions that are possible in the future - we are not sure if the actions will happen or not) and how it is formed

- Let students read the examples in the table.

- Get sts to copy and give examples.

- Asks students to exchange their textbooks to check their friends’ answers.

- Gives feedbacks and corrects.

a. Aims of the activity: To help sts write sentences about how appliances will or won’t help us in our future house.

b. Content: Write sentences, using will (‘ll) or won’t and the words given.

d. Organization of implementation

- Has sts read the instruction of the activity to understand what they are going to do.

- Asks sts to write sentences, using will (‘ll) or won’t and the words given.

- Gives sts time to do the task individually.

- Gets them swap their answers in pairs or groups, goes around and offers help, if necessary.

- Asks some sts read aloud their answers in front of the class.

- Gives comments and feedbacks.
