I. OBJECTIVES

1. Knowledge:
- Talk about ways to live green.
- Introduce more ideas for the main speaking task
2. Competences:

- Be collaborative and supportive in pair work and team work;

- Develop presentation skills;

- Actively join in class activities;

- Be critical thinking
3. Personal qualities/ Attributes: 

- Recognise what activities teenagers should do to live green;

- Be aware of the importance of a green.

III. PROCEDURES

1. Warm up: 6 minutes

a. Aims: 

- To arouse the classroom atmosphere.

- To lead in the lesson.

b. Content: Remind Ss some new words related the topic.

c. Expected Outcomes: Ss are motivated to learn the new lesson

d. Organization:

	- Give instructions of how to play the game, and gives an example.

- Confirm the correct words, decides the winner and leads in the lesson.

Rules and an example of the ‘board race game’:

- The class is divided into teams. 

- In one or two minutes (depending on the number of the letters in the topic words), Ss have to find the words which are related to the topic and have one letter in the topic word.

- If the word begins with a letter in the topic word, the team gets 1 point.

- If the letter of the topic word appears in the middle position, the team gets 2 points.

- If the letter of the topic word is at the end of the word they have found, the team gets 3 points. 

For example, if the topic word is FILMS and with the words found in the table below, a team gets 9 points in total.
- Ask Ss what they have learnt so far about international organisations, and their programmes or projects in Viet Nam. Encourage Ss to name the programmes that they have learnt about in the Reading lesson.

- Go through the questions and answers to check understanding. Ask Ss to match them.

- Check answers by asking one student to read the question and another the correct answer.

- Have Ss practise the conversation in pairs.
	- Show/take great interest in the new lesson.

- Discuss in their teams and write down the words.

- Each team take turns to write their words on the board.

- Understand the meanings of the new words and use them correctly in main speaking tasks. 

- Do as instructed.




2. Pre- speaking: 6 minutes

a. Aim: To pre-teach some vocabulary so that students can understand the meanings and use them correctly in main speaking tasks.

b. Content: Introduce the new words and idioms

c. Expected Outcomes: Ss can understand the meanings and use them correctly in main speaking tasks. 

d. Organization:

	- Show the words one by one, plays the recording and has Ss repeat the sounds of the words.

- Has Ss guess the meanings of the words based on pictures, explanations or examples.

1. leave st on (idioms): choose to keep something operational or switched to an "on" position.

Ex: Someone left the lights on the whole time we were gone. Our electricity bill is going to be enormous.

2. chemical (n): a substance obtained by or used in a chemical process
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3. shade (n): slight darkness caused by something blocking the direct light from the sun
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- Confirm the meanings, calls on some individual Ss to make sentences with each word.

- Discuss in their teams and write down the words.

4. Post-speaking: 8 minutes

Task: Discuss and present your ideas about what you should or shouldn’t do to live green

a. Objective: To give Ss an opportunity to discuss ideas in groups and share with the rest of the class.

b. Content: Circle the correct meanings of the highlighted words and phrases in the text

c. Expected Outcomes: Ss can understand the meaning 

d. Organization:

	- Have Ss work in groups, discussing what they should or shouldn’t do to live green.

-In weaker classes, remind them to use the ideas given in 1 and 2 in their discussion. In stronger classes, encourage them to think of other activities and reasons.

Rules: A song is played while Ss are passing a ball one by one. When the music stops, the student who keeps the ball will make a presentation.

- Praise Ss for interesting and imaginative ideas, and for providing well-formulated reasons.

Example: There are many things that we should or shouldn’t do to live green. We should recycle our used items so that we can protect natural resources. We shouldn’t drop litter in the street because this will make the street dirty and pollute the environment.
	-  Express their own opinions about living green.

- Share their ideas with the rest of the class.
