III. PROCEDURES

1. Warm up: 6 minutes

a. Aims: - To arouse the classroom atmosphere

              - To lead in the lesson

b. Content: BOARD RACE

c. Expected Outcomes:  The words related to the topic MUSIC.

d. Organization:

	Game: Board race 

(The topic word is: MUSIC)
- Give instructions of how to play the game, and gives an example.

- Ss discuss in their teams and write down the words.

-  Ss in each team take turns to write their words on the board.

- Confirm the correct words, decides the winner and leads in the lesson.

Rules and an example of the game Board race:

The class is divided into teams. In one or two minutes (depending on the number of the letters in the topic words), Ss have to find the words which are related to the topic and have one letter in the topic word. If the word begins with a letter in the topic word, the team gets one point, if the letter of the topic word appears in the middle position, the team gets two points and if the letter of the topic word is at the end of the word they have found, the team gets three points. For example, if the topic word is FILMS and with the words found in the table below, a team gets 9 points in total.
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	- Have/get a good grasp of the learnt vocabulary.

2. Presentation and practice: (31 minutes)

Activity 1: Listen and repeat. pay attention to the stressed syllable in each word. 

a. Aim:  To give Ss practice in identifying the stressed syllables in two-syllable words and pronouncing these words. 

b. Content: Listen and repeat. pay attention to the stressed syllable in each word. 

c. Expected Outcomes: 

- Ss understand the stress patterns in some common two-syllable words.

- Ss recognise the stress patterns in some common two-syllable words.

	- Have ss read the words individually and check comprehension.

- Play the recording and ask ss to listen to the words and repeat and pay attention to the stressed syllables. Play the recording as many times as necessary.

- Check whether ss can say the words using the correct stress patterns by calling on some ss to read them aloud.

- Focus Ss'attention on the Tips box and have ss read the rules of putting stress on different parts of speech. Check understanding and elicit other examples of nouns, verbs, and adjectives:

1. Most two-syllable nouns and adjectives have stress on the first syllable except for the ones ending with oo, oon
E.g. + table /ˈteɪbl/, climate /ˈklaɪmət/, happy /ˈhæpi/, clever /ˈklevə(r)/

      + bamboo /ˌbæmˈbuː/, balloon/bəˈluːn/

2. Most two-syllable verbs have stress on the second syllable except for the ones ending with ow, en, er, le, el, ish, y.
E.g. + appear /əˈpɪə(r)/, explain /ɪkˈspleɪn/

        + finish /ˈfɪnɪʃ/, harden /ˈhɑːdn/, suffer /ˈsʌfə(r)/, follow /ˈfɒləʊ/, carry /ˈkæri/, struggle /ˈstrʌɡl/, 
travel /ˈtrævl/

- Check whether Ss can say the words using the correct stress patterns by calling some Ss to read them aloud.

- Have Ss find out the rule of marking stress on the two-syllable words, and elicits other examples of nouns, verbs, and adjectives.

Stress on the first syllable
Stress on the second syllable
Singer, programme, common, careful

Relax, perform, attract, decide

* Extension: Put Ss into groups of four and five. Say a two-syllable word and have the four-member groups build the word and show its stress pattern. For example, Ss can stand in a row with the student representing the stressed syllable putting his / her hand up. Alternatively, the Ss representing the unstressed syllables can sit down while the Ss representing the stressed syllable stay standing up. Say a two-syllable word and have the ﬁve-member groups do the same. The groups should also repeat the word with the correct stress. To make the game competitive, eliminate groups who have represented the stress pattern incorrectly. Repeat with other target words. Continue until there is only one group left, who is the winner.
	- Ss can recognise and pronounce words with two syllables correctly.




Activity 2: Listen and mark the stressed syllables in the words in bold. 
a. Aim:  To help Ss identify stressed syllables in two-syllable words in sentences and pronounce these words correctly

b. Content: Listen and mark the stressed syllables in the words in bold. 

c. Expected Outcomes: Ss listen and recognise the stress patterns in some common two-syllable words and pronounce them correctly.

	- Ask Ss to read the sentences individually and pay attention to the bold words. Check comprehension.

- Play the recording for ss to listen and mark the stressed syllables in the words in bold.

- Have ss work in pairs to compare their answers. Confirm the correct answers.

- Play the recording again, pausing after each sentence, for Ss to repeat.

Extension: WRITE DOWN WORDS WITH THE SAME STRESS PATTERN.
Divide Ss into two teams or more teams in big classes. Write a two-syllable word on the board and have each team write as many words with the same stress pattern as they can on a piece of paper. Set a time limit oftwo minutes and when the time is up, have teams put down their pens and read their words. Write the correct ones on the board. Repeat with other two-syllable words with a different stress pattern. The team with the most correct words is the winner.
	- Ss can recognise words with two syllables and practise saying sentences containing these words.

Which definition describes an action?

- Ask ss to work in pairs to do the matching.

- Check answers as a class. Call on one student to read aloud a word and another student to read its definition.

* Extension: In stronger classes, have Ss play a game. Put them into groups and have each group create a short meaningful text using the ﬁve words they have just learnt. They can do that orally or in written form. Give groups a time limit of three minutes and encourage them to make as many sentences as possibIe.The group with a coherent text and all correct sentences is the winner.

	- Have Ss work in pairs. Tell them to read the sentences carefully to decide which word in 1 can be used to complete each of the sentences. Remind them to use context clues to decide on the word.

- Check answers as a class. Have individual ss call out theword they have used for each sentence first.

- Confirm the correct answers. 

+In stronger classes, ask ss to explain why they have chosen the word for each sentence (the clues in the context), e.g. The first sentence needs an adjective and the only one on the list is 'talented. The second sentence needs a noun, and the words 'TVshow' and 'attract' suggest that 'audience' is the best choice.

- Ask individual Ss to read the complete sentences.

Extension: In stronger classes, have ss play a game. Divide them into several teams. Call out one of the five words and have teams write as many sentences with it as they can. Give a time limit of one minute. Repeat for the other words. Invite each team to read their sentences. The team with the most correct sentences is the winner

GRAMMAR (15 minutes)

Activity 1. COMPOUND SENTENCES 

a. Aim: To give Ss the opportunity to revise how to form compound sentences.

b. Content: Make compound sentences using the correct conjunctions in brackets.

c. Expected Outcomes:  Ss understand the use of coordinating conjunction to make compound sentences.

- Expected answer:

- Have Ss read the explanation and example in the Remember! box. Check understanding and provide more examples if necessary.

- Ask Ss to work in pairs or individually to choose the appropriate conjunctions to combine the sentences.

- Ask individual ss to write their sentences on the board. Check answers as a class.

* A compound sentence contains two or more independent clauses.

— . Conjunctions (for, and, nor, but, or, and yet, so) join these independent
clauses. (Hint: The conjunctions spell FANBOYS.)

* The conjunction used can impact the meaning of the sentence.

	- Have ss read the explanation in the Remember! box. Check understanding and provide some examples of the verbs used in sentences, e.g. I decided to watch my favourite TV show. My mum let me watch the TVshow.

- Ask ss to read the sentences and identify the main verbs of the sentences. This will help them decide whether they need to fill in a to-infinitive or bare infinitive after that main verb.

- Have Ss do the task in groups of 3 or 4 in two minutes.

- The groups with the most sentences write their answers on the board.

- Praise Ss for interesting ideas and decide the winner.
