	ASEAN quiz
- Show the questions with multiple choices. 
- The team with the highest points is the winner.
Suggested answer: 
It is an intergovernmental organization of ten Southeast Asian countries: Brunei, Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, the Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam.
	Ss works in 4 groups. Each group raises their hands to take turn and answer the questions.
-The presentative of each group  writes the answer on the board.

2. PRESENTATION and PRACTICE ( anticipated time: 25minutes)
a. Objectives:
· To get students to learn vocabulary related to the topic;
· To activate prior knowledge about the topic and get Ss involved in the lesson.
· To give Ss an opportunity to understand skills and experience to join a programme.
· To provide Ss with some basic information about joining a programme. 
b. Content:
· Vocabulary pre-teaching
· Task 1. Read the types of skills and experience participants in the SSEAYP should have.
Match them with the possible reasons. (p.46)
· Task 2. Use the sentences in the box to complete the conversation. Then practise it in pairs.

· Task 3. Work in pairs. Talk about the most important skill or experience for SSEAYP participants. use the ideas in Task 1, and the model and tips in Task 2 to help you. (p.47) 
c. Expected outcomes:
· Students can identify some skills and experience that SSEAYP participants should have.
· Students can express opinions about the skills or experience SSEAYP participants need.

	Vocabulary pre-teaching ( anticipated time: 4minutes)

	- Introduce the vocabulary by using the principles and steps of teaching words.
- Explain the meaning of the new vocabulary with different techniques (pictures, actions, synonyms …)
1. current (adj) (explaination) = of the present time
A lot of businesses are being hurt by the current high interest rates.
2. issue (n)( synonyms) = problem
3. solution (n) (explaination and giving examples) = the answer to a problem
There's no easy solution to this problem.
-> offer solutions
4. skill (n) (giving examples)
   e.g. practical skill, critical thinking skill, anylizical skill, communication skill, time-management skill ….
- Checks students’ understanding with the “Rub out and remember” technique.
- Asks Ss to take notes in their notebooks.
	-Learn new words by following the principles and steps of teaching words.
- Supply the meaning of the words, give examples using the words and copy down them into their notebook.
New words:
1. current /ˈkɝː.ənt/ (adj)
2. issue (n) = problem
3. solution (n) : giải pháp

-Plays “Rub out and remember” as the teacher’s requests

	Task 1. Read the types of skills and experience participants in the SSEAYP should have. Match them with the possible reasons. ( anticipated time: 5minutes)

	- Reminds Ss of the second news items from the READING section: The Ship for Southeast Asian and Japanese Youth Programme is looking for participants. Do you think they will need any skills or experience to take part in the programme?
- Has Ss brainstorming and write on the board by working in groups during 2 minutes
E.g. Skills: practical skill, critical thinking skill, anylizical skill, communication skill, time-management skill ….
Experiences: working in groups, speaking English fluently, 
- Ask Ss to work individually and read the list of skills and experience from 1 to 6, then match them with the possible reasons (a-f).

	Task 3. Work in pairs. Talk about the most important skill or experience for SSEAYP participants. Use the ideas in Task 1, and the model and tips in Task 2 to help you.
( anticipated time: 9minutes)

	- Ask Ss to refer to the ideas in Task 1, and the model and phrases in Task 2 when they plan their conversations.
1 - c. understanding the current issues in ASEAN countries - discussing and offering solutions to the issues
2 - a. having community work experience - showing they have practical skills and knowledge
3 - e. speaking good English - using English as the working language
4 - f. being confident speakers - being able to present ideas clearly in front of an audience
5 - b. having teamwork skills - being able to work in a team to solve problems

-Has Ss discuss and decide what the most important skill or experience is, and then plan their conversations in pairs.
- Walk around and offer help if necessary.
- In weaker classes: guide Ss what the most important skill or experience is and supply some cues to help them make similar conversation:
+ Gives examples: I think speaking English well is one of the most suitable skills to participate in SSEAYP.  Because it could be difficult to communicate with the other participants without English.
Tom: Hey Jane, have you heard about the SSEAYP program for young people?
Jane: No, what is it?
Tom: It's an exchange program where young people from Southeast Asian countries can participate and learn about each other's cultures.
Jane: That sounds interesting. What do you think is the most important skill or experience for SSEAYP participants to have?
Tom: Well, in my opinion, having good teamwork skills is the most important thing. What do you think?
Jane: Hmm, I see your point, but I think the most important skill is being able to speak English fluently. It's the working language of the program and without good English skills, it could be difficult to communicate with the other participants.
Tom: That's a good point, Jane. But I still think that good teamwork skills are essential because participants will need to work together to solve problems and complete tasks during the program.
Jane: I agree with you, Tom. Both English skills and teamwork skills are important for a successful SSEAYP experience.
Tom: Definitely. I think it would be a great opportunity for young people to learn new skills, make new friends, and broaden their horizons.
- Invite some pairs to role-play their conversations in front of the class.
- Praise pairs who formulate their opinions clearly, give reasons, express agreement, or disagreement, and speak fluently.

3. PRODUCTION ( anticipated time: 13minutes)

c. Expected outcomes:
- Students can use the language and ideas from the unit to discuss in groups and share them to the whole class.

	Task 4. Work in groups. Discuss the skills and experience SSEAYP participants should have. Rank them in order of importance (1 - most important to 6 - least important). Report to the whole class. 
( anticipated time: 13minutes)

	-Ask Ss to work in groups of four or five. Ask them to discuss the skills and experience SSEAYP participants should have. They may refer to the suggested ideas in task 1. - Suggests ways for Ss to do the task, each group member can rank the list and then they compare with other members or they can discuss first, then rank their ideas.
-Provide Ss with some useful expressions of ranking, 
e.g., The first/second important skill is…, 
One of the most important skill is…
-Asks a representative from each group to report the group’s ranking to the class. Asks them to explain or give reasons for their ranking.
	- work in groups of four or five
- discuss the skills and experience SSEAYP participants should have. They may refer to the suggested ideas in task 1.
- a representative from each group to report the group’s ranking to the class
Suggested answer:
My group thinks that the fіrst important skill for participants to join SSEAYP is having teamwork skills because there will be many group activities and performances during the trip. The second one is having a good profіciency of English so that they can communicate with other members on the ship. Other skills and experience, in our opinion, are fairly important but optional.
