                                       Subject: English - Class: 9A7
                                      Allotted time: one period
I. OBJECTIVES: 

1. Knowledge:

· Listen for general and specific information about old school days.

· Write about old school days.

2. Competence: 
· Develop communication skills and creativity

· Be collaborative and supportive in pair work and teamwork

3. Quality/ behavior: 
- Be encouraged to express opinion about city life. 

-  Actively join in class activities

II. TEACHING AIDS AND MATERIALS: 
1. Teaching aids: A TV, A laptop computer, Pictures, Cards, Extra boards, Portable multi-function audio device , A loudspeaker, A projector.
2. Materials: Textbooks, Workbooks, Lesson plan, The teacher’s book, Reference books, Hoclieu.vn
III. PROCEDURES:

1. ACTIVITY 1: WARM UP & INTRODUCTION (7ms)

a. Aims: To develop student’s listening skills for specific information. It also provides input for the writing skills.
- To create an active atmosphere in the class before the lesson.

- To lead into the new lesson
b. Content: Having some warm-up activities to create a friendly and relaxed atmosphere to inspire Ss to warm up to the new lesson.

- Chatting 

- Compare and Contrast
c. Outcome Having a chance to speak English
d. Organization: Students can answer the questions related to school.

Option 1: Chatting
-T asks Ss what they know about schools and school days in the past. Elicit answer from them. Tell them to recall what they remember from books, films, or other sources.
-Ss listen and answers
- T leads into the new lesson: Listening and Writing about old school days.

-T  introduces the objectives of the lesson. Write the objectives in the top-left corner of the board. 

- T talks about schools and school days in the past.

Option 2:
Compare
 and Contrast
-T has students create a Venn diagram to compare and contrast school days in the past and school days to day with information.
-Ss listen and follow instructions
-T shares their Venn diagrams with the class and discuss similarities and differences between school days in the past and school days today.
-T corrects students (if needed)

· What subjects students studied?

· How students got to school?

3. ACTIVITY 3: PRACTICE ACTIVITIES  (20ms)

A. LISTENING:

b. Content: Listen to the talk and tick (√) the things
c. Outcome: Understanding more about content of the talk between Thanh and his grandma.
d. Organization: Teacher’s instructions…...

- T tells Ss that they are going to listen to a conversation about school days in the past.

- T plays the recording. Tell Ss to listen carefully and pay attention to key words – words that help them understand the ideas of the recording.
-Ss listen and do exercise
- T checks ss answers.
-Ss listen and check

-T gives comments and feedback

- T plays the recording once or twice. Ask Ss to listen carefully and choose the correct answers.
-Ss listen and choose answers.

-T plays the recording once more for Ss to check their answers.

-Ss listen and check
- T corrects and gives feedback

B. WRITING:

Task 4. Work in pairs. Ask and answer about school days in the past.

a. Aim: To help Ss work in pairs, ask and answer about school days in the past. 
b. Content: Ask and answer about school days in the past.

c. Outcome: Talk about school days in the past.
d. Organization: T guides the students to work in pairs, ask and answer the questions. 

-T has Ss work in pairs. Tell them to use the cues given to ask and answer about school days in the past.
-Ss work in pairs to ask and answer about school days in the past.

- T tells them they can refer to the listening text for their answers.
Cues 

+ school time (When …)
+ study subjects (What …)
+ leisure time activities (What…)
+ summer holiday (How long…)
+ means of transport to school (How …)
- T calls some to answer in front of the class.

- T corrects and gives feedback
4. ACTIVITY 4: APPLICATION/ PRODUCTION/ FURTHER PRACTICE (8ms)

B. WRITING:

Task 5. Write a paragraph (100 - 120 words) about school days in the past.

a. Aim: To help Ss practice writing a paragraph about school days in the past.

b. Content: Write a paragraph about school days in the past.

c. Outcome: Write a paragraph about school days in the past.
d. Organization: 
-T tells Ss to use the ideas in Activity 4 for their writing.

-T sets a time limit for Ss to write the paragraph. Tell them to use the past tenses, and pay attention to grammar, use of words, spelling and punctuation.
-Ss write the paragraph
- T may collect some Ss’ papers and mark them, and later comment to the class.
-T gives feedback
- If there is not enough time for Ss to do their task in class, have them do it as homework.

Sample paragraph:
In the past, students had lessons in the morning only. In the afternoon, they stayed home and did other things to help their parents. At school, they learned subjects such as Maths, language, history, physics, etc. but they did not have music and arts, or sciences. They did not have extra lessons. In their free time they played traditional games such as hide-and-seek, tug of war, skipping, and so on. Every day they went to school on foot. My grandmother told me that they walked barefoot all the time, as they did not have shoes or sandals. They were lucky in that they had a long summer holiday – about three months!
