1. OBJECTIVES:

1. Knowledge:

+ review the lexical items related to the topic 'Leisure time"

+ use verbs of liking/disliking followed by gerunds and/or to-infinitives to talk about likes and dislikes; +use adverbs of frequency.

2. Competences: By the end of the lesson students will be able to review vocabulary, the form and use verbs of liking/disliking followed by gerunds and / or to-infinitives to talk about likes and dislikes; Adverbs of frequency;
