I. OBJECTIVES:

- To introduce topic of the lesson My Hobbies. To practice listening and reading.

+ Grammar: - use the present simple tense;
2. Competence:By the end of the lesson students will be able to know the form and  use the present simple tense; talk about the benefits of hobbies correctly. Students can talk about likes and dislikes;
3. Quality/ behavior: To teach Ss the love of English; the love of their hobbies. The awareness about importance of learning English. Ss have the good attitude to working in groups, individual work, pairwork, cooperative learning and working.

III. PROCEDURE:  
1. ACTIVITY 1: WARM UP & INTRODUCTION ( 5ms)
a. Aims:
- To create a friendly and active atmosphere in the class before the lesson; 
- To give T and Ss a chance to introduce themselves;
- To lead into the new unit
b. Content: To have some warm-up activities to create a friendly and relaxed atmostphere to inspire Ss to warm up to the subject and new lesson.
c. Outcome: Introducing themselves to make more new friends.
d. Organisation : Teacher’s instructions …
+ Greeting 
+ Chatting
- Teacher (T) introduces himself/ herself
- T may introduce some warm-up activities to creat a friendly and relaxed atmostphere to inspire Ss to warm up to the subject and new class… 
- Have Ss to introduce themselves.
- T encourages Ss to talk in English as much as possible
+ Lead to the first unit of the new school year.
Before Ss open their books, T asks Ss what they like doing for pleasure in their free time.
- Summarise Ss’ answers and asks them what these activities are called 
- Elicit the word ‘hobbies’
- Write the unit title My Hobbies on the board and ask Ss guest what they are going to learn this unit … 
- Ask Ss to open their book to page 6 and introduce what they are going to study….
2. ACTIVITY 2: KNOWLEGDE FORMATION ACTIVITIES/ PRESENTATION / NEW LESSON ( 10ms)
a. Aims: 
- To provide students with vocabulary;
- To help students be well-prepared for the listening and reading tasks.
b. Content: - Vocabulary pre-teaching
c. Outcome:  - Students can identify some new words about hobbies.
d. Organisation : Teacher’s instructions..
 T sets the scene / context for the listening and reading.
- Teacher introduces the vocabulary.
- Teacher explains the meaning of the new vocabulary by showing pictures or giving explanations.
* Teach vocabulary:
+ Teacher uses different techniques to teach vocab (situation, realia, translation.)
+ Follows the seven steps of teaching vocab.
1. amazing /əˈmeɪzɪŋ/ (adj): tuyệt vời

6. horse-riding /ˈhɔːs raɪdɪŋ/ (n): cưỡi ngựa
I like horse-riding.(Tôi thích cưỡi ngựa.)
7. common /ˈkɒmən/ (adj): phổ biến, thịnh hành
Actually, it’s more common than you think.(Sự thật thì chúng phổ biến hơn bạn nghĩ đấy.)
8. collecting teddy bears /kəˈlektɪŋ ˈted.i /berz/  (n.phr): sưu tầm gấu bông
He likes collecting teddy bears in his free time.(Anh ấy thích sưu tầm gấu bông trong khi rảnh rỗi.)
9. make model /meɪk ˈmɒdl / (v.phr): làm mô hình
The children love making models.(Những đứa trẻ thích thiết kế mô hình.)
10. collecting coins /kəˈlektɪŋ kɔɪnz/  (n.phr): sưu tầm đồng xu
My brother likes collecting coins.(Anh trai tôi thích sưu tầm đồng xu.)
11. gardening /ˈɡɑːdnɪŋ/ (n): việc làm vườn
Gardening is my hobby. (Sở thích của tôi là làm vườn.)
12. learn how to do something /lɜrn haʊ tu du ˈsʌmθɪŋ/  (v.phr): học cách làm việc gì
I want to learn how to ride.(Tôi muốn học cách cưỡi ngựa.)
+ Checks vocabulary.
+ Gets SS to take note
3. ACTIVITY 3: PRACTICE ACTIVITIES ( 20ms)
Task 1: Listen and read.( 4ms)
a. Aims: -To set the context for the introductory conversation;
- To introduce the topic of unit, the vocabylary, the sounds, and the grammar points to be learnt.
b. Content: Listen and read the conversation.
c. Outcome: Know more new words. Understand the conversation; topic of the lesson, Vocab, grammar points…
d. Organisation : Teacher’s instructions.…..
- Asks Ss to look at the pictures in the book and answer the questions:

+ What can you see in each picture?
+ What hobby do they have?
- T introduces the two characters : Trang and Ann. Explains they are friends. Quickly write Ss’ answers on the board
- Plays the recording twice for Ss to listen and read along.
- Has Ss underline the words that are related to the topic of the unit while they are listening and reading
- Invites some pairs of Ss to read the conversation aloud
- Now refer to the answers on the board. Confirm the correct answers.
+ A girl with a dollhouse, a dollhouse and a girl riding a horse
+ Trang’s hobby is building dollhouses and Ann’s hobby is horse riding
- Hve Ss say the words in the text that they think are related to the topic My hobbies. Quickly write the words on one part of the board. Comment on Ss’ answers.

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- Teacher has some students read out the words first. 
- Teacher plays the recording for them to listen and repeat the words they hear. Asks them to pay close attention to the two sounds. Play the recording as many times as necessary.
- Teacher explains to students the difference between the two sounds if needed. Tells students that /ə/ is the schwa sound while /ɜ:/ sounds like it has a soft /r/ in it.
- Teacher invites some students to say some words they know that include the two sounds.
- Confirms the correct answers.
(Teacher can play the pronunciation guide video of this unit for students to watch and learn).
