Time expected to complete the topic: 7 periods (from 2-8)

I. Objectives: 
* By the end of this lesson, Ss will be able to gain the following:

- Use lexical items related to hobbies
- Use the present simple, the future simple and verbs of liking + V -ing correctly and appropriately
- Describe and give opinions about hobbies
 - Read for specific information about an unusual hobby 
- Listen to get specific information about a hobby 
- Write a paragraph about a classmate’s hobby
2. Competence:
- Students will be able to practice listening and reading skills.
- Develop communication skills and cultural awareness.
- Be cooperative and supportive in pair work and teamwork. Be actively join in class activities.

III. Teaching procedures
A. ACTIVITY 1:  START/ WARM UP ACTIVITY: GETTING STARTED (45ms)
1. ACTIVITY 1: WARM UP (5ms)
a. Aims of the activity:
· To activate Ss’ knowledge on the topic of the unit.
· To set the context for the listening and reading part.
- To enhance Ss’ skills of cooperating with team mates. 
b. Content: Asking question:
c. Products: - Students know the topic of the unit and be ready for the conversation.
d. Organisation: Teacher’s instructions …
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
T asks Ss about what they like doing for pleasure in their free time. 
What do you like doing in your free time?
Do you like collecting dolls?
Do you like collecting glass bottles?
Do you enjoy mountain climbing?
Step 2: Perform mission
Ss answer the question individually.
Step 3: Report, discuss
T sets the context for the listening and reading text: Write the title on the board My favorite hobby. 
Step 4: Conclusion, opinion
Ask Ss to guess what the conversation might be about.
2. ACTIVITY 2: KNOWLEGDE FORMATION ACTIVITIES (15ms)
a. Aims: 
To help students use key language more appropriately before they read and listen
- To get students interested in the topic
- To set the context 
b. Content: Learn some new words. Read the conversation and find out new words.
c. Products: Know more new words. Understanding the conversation; topic of the lesson, grammar points…
d. Organisation: Teacher’s instructions.
VOCABULARY
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
Teacher introduces the vocabulary.
Step 2: Perform mission
Teacher explains the meaning of the new vocabulary by pictures.
1. unusual (adj) 
2. creativity (n)

6. making models
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher checks students’ understanding with the “Rub out and remember” technique. 
Step 4: Conclusion, opinion
Teacher checks students’ pronunciation and gives feedback. Teacher reveals that these four words will appear in the reading text and asks students to open their textbook to discover further.
TASK 1: LISTEN AND READ.
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
Teacher asks Ss to look at the pictures in the book and answer the questions:
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+ What can you see in each picture?
+ What may the hobby be?
- Ss answer the questions in pairs.
Step 2: Perform mission
Teacher plays the recording twice. Ss listen and read.
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher checks Ss’ prediction. T calls 3 Ss to read the conversation aloud.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinion
Teacher check students’ pronunciation ad give feedback.
3. ACTIVITY 3: PRACTICE ACTIVITIES (20ms)
a. Aims: 
- To introduce some vocabulary items related to hobbies.
- To give Ss a chance to cooperate with others to memorize the spelling of hobbies.
b. Content: 
Task 2: Read the conversation again and write T (True) or F (False).
Task 3: Write the words and phrases from the box under the correct pictures. Then listen, check, and repeat.
Task 4: Work in pairs. Write the hobbies from 3 in the suitable columns.
c. Products: 
- Students understand the conversation and know the vocabulary related to the topic. 
d. Organisation: 
Task 2: Read the conversation again and write true (T) or false (F). 
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
Teacher tells Ss to read the conversation again and work independently to find the answers. Remind Ss to underline the information and correct the false statements.
Step 2: Perform mission
Ss work independently to find the answers.
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher has Ss compare the answers in pairs before checking with the whole class.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinion
Teacher checks the answers as a class and gives feedback.

Task 3: write the words and phrases from the box under the correct pictures. Then listen, check, and repeat. 
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
T asks Ss to name the pictures.
Step 2: Perform mission
T has Ss work individually to match the words and phrases in the box with the pictures. Have them compare their answers with a partner. Then ask for Ss’ answers. Quickly write their answers on the board without confirming the correct answers.
Step 3: Report, discuss
T has Ss listen to the recording, check their answers, and repeat the words / phrases. Ask Ss to look at the answers on the board and say if they are right or wrong. Confirm the correct answers.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinion
Teacher checks the answers as a class and gives feedback.

Task 4: Work in pairs. Write the hobbies from 3 in the suitable columns. 
Step 1: Assign learning task
Has Ss work in pairs and complete the table.
Step 2: Perform mission
Ss work in pairs and complete the table.
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher allows students to share answers before discussing as a class.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinion
Write their answers on the board. Have Ss add more words to the table.
Answer key:
+ doing things: riding a horse, gardening (others: travelling, skiing, doing yoga, etc.)
+ making things: making models, building dollhouses (others: painting, making pottery, etc.)
+ collecting things: collecting coins, collecting teddy bears (others: collecting toys, collecting books,etc.)
4. ACTIVITY 4: APPLICATION AND EXTENSION ACTIVITIES (5ms)
a. Aim: 
To help Ss practise using the vocabulary items related to hobbies.
b. Content: Task 5: Game: find someone who… 
c. Product: - Students’ conversations 
d. Organisation: Teacher’s instructions
Work in groups. Ask as many classmates as you can about which hobbies they like. Use the question ‘Do you like…?’.
In the table below, write your classmates’ names beside the activities they like. 
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
T lets Ss to move around the class to ask their classmates about their favourite hobbies in 3-5 minutes.
Step 2: Perform mission
Ss write the results into the table.
Step 3: Report, discuss
Then T asks some Ss to report their results. Whoever has the most names wins.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions
Teacher can ask students to read aloud the full sentences and correct their pronunciation if needed.

1. ACTIVITY 1: WARM UP (5 ms) 
a. Aims of the activities:
 - To create a friendly and atmosphere in the class before the lesson; 
 - To activate students’ prior knowledge and vocabulary related to the topic.
b. Content: Warm-up: asking question: 
c. Products: - Students get some vocabulary from the lesson and be ready for the lesson. 
d. Organisation:
Matching game:
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
Teacher asks students some questions about the hobbies:
1. What is your favorite hobby?
2. When did you start your hobby?
Step 2: Perform mission
Some students are invited to answer.
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher and students discuss the answers.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions
Teacher introduces the lesson.
2. ACTIVITY 2: KNOWLEGDE FORMATION (15 ms)
a. Aims: 
- To prepare vocabulary for students to do the tasks. 
- To present some action verbs that go with nouns to describe hobbies.
b. Content: 
- Vocabulary pre-teaching
- Task 1
c. Products: Students know how to use the target vocabulary. 
d. Organisation:
Vocabulary pre-teaching
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
Teacher introduces the vocabulary.
Step 2: Perform mission
Teacher introduces the vocabulary by:
- providing the pictures
- providing the definition of the words.
1. jogging (n)
2. coin (n)
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher asks students to repeat. 
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions
Teacher checks students’ understanding with the “Rub out and remember” technique.
Task 1: Complete the word webs below with the words from the box. 
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
Teacher has students read the action verbs and match them with suitable words the box. Remind them that a verb can go with more than one word.
Step 2: Perform mission
Teacher asks students to work in pairs and quickly do the task.
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher allows students to peer check first.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions
- Teacher checks and confirms the answers. Then have students add more words that can go with these action verbs.
- Have students read the Remember! box. Ask them to make some examples with the verbs of liking and disliking.
Answer key:
go: jogging, swimming (others: go camping, go fishing, go cycling, etc.)
do: judo, yoga (others: do karate, do exercise, do sit-ups, etc.)
collect: dolls, coins (others: collect books, collect watches, collect pencils, etc.)

a. Aim: 
- To help students practise the verbs of liking / disliking and action verbs. 
- To give further practice with verbs of liking / disliking.
- To help students identify how to pronounce the sounds /ə/ and /ɜ:/.
- To help students practise pronouncing these sounds in words.
- To help students pronounce the sounds /ə/ and /ɜ:/ correctly in sentences.

Task 2: Complete the sentences, using the –ing form of the verbs from the box.
Task 3: Look and say the sentences. Use suitable verb of liking or disliking and the –ing form.

d. Organisation: Teacher’s instructions
Task 2: Complete the sentences, using the –ing form of the verbs from the box. 
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
Teacher reminds students about the form of verbs of liking / disliking.
Step 2: Perform mission
Have students do this activity individually. Have students read all the sentences carefully to make sure they understand the sentences.
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher lets them share their answers in pairs. Invite some students to give the answers.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions
Teacher writes the correct answers on the board.

Task 3: Look at the pictures and say the sentences. Use suitable verb of liking or disliking and the –ing form. 
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
- Teacher has students look at the pictures in this exercise and say what the person / people is / are doing in each picture. 
- Ask them what the face in each picture means. (A sad face means ‘not like’ and a happy face means ‘like’.) 
- Ask students to look at the example to make sure they understand what to do.
Step 2: Perform mission
Teacher asks students to work in pairs to make sentences.
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher invites students to share their answers. 
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions
Confirm the correct answers.
Answer key:
1. He hates / doesn’t like doing judo.
2. They like / love / enjoy playing football.
3. They love / like / enjoy gardening.
4. They enjoy / like / love collecting stamps.
5. She hates / doesn’t like riding a horse / horse riding.
Task 4: Listen and repeat. Pay attention to the sounds /ə/ and 
Step 1: Assign learning tasks:
- Teacher has some students read out the words first. 
- Teacher plays the recording for them to listen and repeat the words they hear. Ask them to pay close attention to the two sounds. Play the recording as many times as necessary.
Step 2: Perform mission:
Teacher explains to students the difference between the two sounds if needed. Tell students that /ə/ is the schwa sound while /ɜ:/ sounds like it has a soft /r/ in it.
Step 3: Report, discuss:
Teacher invites some students to say some words they know that include the two sounds.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions:
Confirm the correct answers.
(Teacher can play the pronunciation guide video of this unit for students to watch and learn).
Task 5: Listen to the sentences and pay attention to the underlined parts. Tick (✓) the appropriate sounds. Practise the sentences. (ex 5, p. 11)
Step 1: Assign learning tasks:
Teacher has students quickly read the sentences. 
Step 2: Perform mission:
Teacher plays the recording for students to listen to the sentences. Ask them to pay attention to the underlined parts and tick the appropriate sounds.
Step 3: Report, discuss:
Invite some students to share their answers. 
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions:
Confirm the correct ones.

4. ACTIVITY 4: APPICATION AND EXTENSION ACTIVITIES (5 ms)
a. Aim: To test students' quick reaction to the targeted sounds.
b. Content: Game: Who is faster?
c. Products: Words relating the sounds /ʊ/ and /u:/.
d. Organisation: 
Step 1: Assign learning tasks:
Teacher divides students into groups of four, gives each group a piece of paper, asks them to write sentences including: hobbie(s) and one of the sounds /ə/ and /ɜ:/.
· (e.g: Listening to music is a very common hobby.)
Step 2: Perform mission:
Students play the game.
Step 3: Report, discuss:
Teacher asks each group to hand in their papers and checks, the group with the most correct sentences is the winner. Teacher invites the winner to read aloud their sentences.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions:
Teacher gives feedback.
A CLOSER LOOK 2 (45ms)
1. ACTIVITY 1: WARM UP (5 ms)
a. Aims:
- To review some hobbies.
- To increase Ss’ interest.
- To enhance Ss’ skills of cooperating with teammates.
b. Content: Game: Guessing game
c. Products: vocabulary relating to hobbies
d. Organisation: 
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
T divides the class into 4 teams.
Step 2: Perform mission:
- T calls on a S from each team to go to the board in turn. That S thinks of a hobby and says the keywords out loud.
- The other teams try to guess What the hobby is. They will get 1 point for each correct answer. The team with the most points is the winner.
Step 3: Report, discussions
Teacher and students discuss as a class.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions
Teacher asks students to say the words aloud and makes sure they pronounce the words correctly. Teacher can ask for translation to check their understanding.
Example:
A: water, grow, flowers, vegetable.
B: Is it gardening?
A: Yes, it is.
2. ACTIVITY 2: KNOWLEGDE FORMATION (15 ms)
a. Aims: To review the present simple tense.
b. Content: - Teacher teaches grammar.
c. Products: - Students know how to use the target grammar. 
d. Organisation: The present simple (review)
Step 1: Assign learning tasks
T has the Ss review the forms and use of present simple before doing the exercises.
Step 2: Perform missions
Ss retell the form and the uses of the tense: The present simple.
Step 3: Report, discussions
- T comments and explains again.
- T shows each of the examples in the Remember box on the slide or have Ss read the examples in the book. T highlights the present simple form. Explain each use.
- T has Ss read the orange box in the book again to help them understand better the uses of the present simple.
- T asks Ss what signal words help them identify the verb tense. Elicit answers from Ss. (Signal words are adverbs of frequency and verbs such as start, etc.)
Step 4: Conclusion, opinions
Teacher checks their answers as a class.

- T calls on some Ss to give examples.
Step 3: Report, discuss
Teacher and students discuss the answers.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinion
Teacher confirms the answers and gives feedback.

a. Aim of the activity: 
- To provide practice with answering about Ss’ hobbies.
- To let students further practise asking and answering about hobbies.
b. Content:

c. Products: 
- Students know to answer about their hobbies.
- Students can talk about their hobbies.
d. Organisation:

Step 1: Assign learning tasks:
T asks Ss to work individually and fill in column A
Step 2: Perform mission:
Ss work individually to do the task.
Step 3: Report, discuss:
T invites some Ss to share their answers before checking with the whole class.
Step 4: Conclusion, opinion:
T gives feedback and comments.

T and other Ss give comments.
