	Game:  play the Build the city game (PPT)
*Aims: to create a friendly and active atmosphere in the class to beginning the lesson.
*Procedure:

- Divide the class into 2 teams, Ss choose any number, the teacher clicks on the NUMBER to go to the question, after pupils answer correctly, the teacher clicks on the key next to it to unlock.

- Teacher clicks on start to build to go to the city building slide.

- Teacher clicks on the corresponding picture to put the object in the right place.

- The game ends when the city is built.

- Teachers can also add points for students to have more fun 
- Say “Open your book page 34” and look at “Unit 15, Lesson 3 (1,2,3)”.

Activity 1.   Listen and repeat:

*Aims: Ss will be able to correctly pronounce the sounds of the letters g and s in isolation, in the words go and television, and in the sentences I go to the cinema on Saturdays. and We watch television on Sundays

*Procedure:

-  T gives instruction to the letters g and s in isolation, in the words go and television, and in the sentences I go to the cinema on Saturdays. and We watch television on Sundays
 - Play the recording for the letter ea.
- Encourage Ss to point at the letter/ word/ sentence while listening. 
- Play the recording again and encourage Ss to listen and repeat.
- Do this several times until Ss feel confident. 
- T calls some Ss to practice.

- T gives feedbacks.
Activity 2.   Listen and circle.
*Aims: Ss will be able to identify the target words go and television while listening.
*Procedure:
- Elicit the sentences and explain that they have to listen.
- T ask Ss to guess the answers.
+ T writes Ss’guessing on the board.

- Listen to the tape:

+  Play the recording
+ Play the recording again and get Ss to swap books with their partners.
+  Play the recording again to check answers together as a class. 
+ Write the answers on the board for Ss to correct their answers. Then checks Ss’ guessing.
-  Play the recording, sentence by sentence, for the class to listen and repeat in chorus. 
- Invite one or two Ss to stand up and read the completed sentences.

Activity 3.    Let’s chant
*Aims: Ss will be able to say the chant with the correct rhythm and pronunciation.
*Procedure:

-  Introduce the title and lyrics of the chant.
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-  Play the recording for Ss to listen to the whole chant.

+ Have them repeat the title and lyrics line by line.
+ Ask Ss to attend to the sounds of the letters g and s and the words go and television
-  Play the recording all the way through for Ss to listen to pronunciation and melody.

-  Play the recording line by line for Ss to listen and repeat 
-  Play the recording for Ss to chant and clap along.

-  Ask Ss to practice chant and clap along in pairs or groups.
-  Invite groups to the front of the classroom to perform the chant

-T gives feedback.

- T asks ss to answer the following questions:

	Game:  Catch the sentence (PPT)
*Aims: to review the vocabulary and structure about greet and respond to greetings. 
*Procedure:
- Divide the class into 2 or 3 teams
- T calls one pupil from each team to come up to the front. 

- T explains the rules: 

- Letters or words will appear then disappear. 

- Read them quickly, the quicker one gets points for their team. 
- Say “Open your book page 35” and look at “Unit 15, Lesson 3 (4, 5, 6)”.
Activity 1.   Read and tick True or False:

*Aims: Ss will be able to read a text and decide whether the statements about Ben and his family’s Sunday activities are true or false.

*Procedure:
-  Draw pupils’ attention to the four statements, focusing on the activities of each member of Ben’s family on Sunday.

- Ask Ss to read the text individually first, then in pairs to decide if the statements are true or false.

- Have Ss to do the task. 
- Select a few pupils to read their answers in front of the class. 
- Check answers as a class and give explanations where necessary.

Activity 2.  Let’s write
*Aims: Ss will be able to complete a text about what Mai’s family members do at the weekend by writing the target words in the gaps.
*Procedure:
- Explain to the class the goal of this activity. 
- Ask Ss to read each gapped sentence, look at the picture and fill in the gap.

- Give Ss time to write their answers

- Ask Ss to swap and correct their answers in pairs. 
- Check the answers as a class.

Key:    Pupils’ own answers

Example: Mai and her family do a lot of things at the weekend. On Saturdays, her father goes to the sports centre. Her mother goes to the supermarket. Her brother goes to the zoo. Mai does her homework at home. On Sundays, her family has dinner together. 

Activity 3.    Project.
*Aims: Ss will be able to make notes about where pupils’ family members go and what they do at the weekend, and present the results to the class, using the target language.
*Procedure:

-  Explain that they have to look at the notes they have prepared at home and present the results to the class.
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-  Have pupils work in groups of five.
+ Each pupil looks at his / her notes and tells the group about where each member of his / her family goes at the weekend and what each of them does there.

- Invite a few pupils to look at their notes and tell the class about them, ex: On Sundays, my father goes to the sports centre. He plays tennis.

*Procedure:
- Divide class into 2 groups.

-Ask 5 Ss in each group stand in a straight line. 

- T says a word or phrase to the first pupil in this line.

- Then, the first pupil whispers what she/ he hear to the second person in line; the second one whispers what he/ she hears to the third one and so on until the last pupil in group hears the word or phrase.

- The last pupil says the word or phrase out loud.

- The faster group has correct word or phrase is the winner.
- Say “Open your book page 36, 37” and look at Review 3.
Activity 1.   Listen and number:
