Play a game:     Pass the card
*Aims: to revise the learnt lesson.

- Divide the class into two groups.

- Have ss from each group stand in a line.

- Give the first student of each group a card and say “Go.”

- Have groups continue the game until their card reaches the last person.

- The last student in each line races to hand their card to the teacher and says the word.

- Give the first group to name their card correctly one point.

- The group that gets more points wins.

- Say “Open your book page 47” and look at “Unit 17, Lesson 1 (4,5,6)”.

Gane:    Board race
*Aims: to revise the words and structure about stories
*Procedure:

- Divide the class into four groups and have one student from each group stand a distance from the board.

- Divide the board into four columns.

- The teacher asks, ex: How did the ant work? and have the ss race to the board, then write their answers, ex: He worked hard.

- The first student who has the correct answer gets one point for their group.

- Continue with other ss.

- The group that gets the most points wins.

- Say “Open your book page 50” and look at “Unit 17, Lesson 3 (1,2,3)”.

2. Presentation (9’)
Activity 1.   Listen and repeat:

*Aims: Ss will be able to correctly repeat two Yes / No questions with the rising intonation 

*Procedure:

- Have ss look at the questions and draw their attention to the arrow (↗) at the end of the questions. Explain that the questions with this arrow (↗) should be said with a rising tune. 

- Play the recording for ss to listen and repeat the questions until they feel confident. 

- Let ss work in pairs or groups to practise saying the questions. 

- Invite a few ss to say the language in front of the class. 

3.Practice: (17’)

Activity 2.   Listen and repeat. Pay attention to the intonation. 
*Aims: Ss will be able to listen and say four Yes / No questions with rising intonation 

*Procedure:

- Elicit from ss that 1–4 are all Yes / No questions and elicit that they learned in the last exercise that Yes / No questions need a rising tone at the end.

- Play the recording for ss to listen.

- Have ss practise reading the questions in pairs or groups.

Activity 3.    Let’s chant
*Aims: Ss will be able to say the chant with the correct pronunciation, stress and rhythm.

*Procedure:

-  Introduce the title and lyrics of the chant.
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-  Play the recording for Ss to listen to the whole chant.

+ Have them repeat the title and lyrics line by line.

-  Play the recording all the way through for Ss to listen to the correct pronunciation, stress and rhythm.
-  Play the recording line by line for Ss to listen and repeat 

-  Play the recording for Ss to chant and clap along.

-  Ask Ss to practice chant and clap along in pairs or groups.

-  Invite groups to the front of the classroom to perform the chant

3. Fun corner and wrap- up (4’)

Game:       Slap the board
- Stick the flashcards on the board (Snow White, seven dwarfs, the ant, the grasshopper, the tortoise, the hare, the fox, the crow). 

- Divide the class into three or four teams. Tell ss how the game is played. 

- Ask ss to listen to the word, then each student from teams runs to the board and slaps the flash card as correctly and quickly as possible.

- The first student who slaps the correct flash card gets one point for their team and continues playing the game. 

- The student who gets the highest points will be the winner. Praise the winner.
	- Ss follow the teacher’s instructions.
