	Play a game:    Board race

*Aims: to revise the learnt structure
 *Procedure:

- Divide the class into two teams. 

- Arrange the flash cards on the board. 

- Invite a student from each team to go to the board. 

- Teacher says a word and the ss run to tap the right card as quickly as possible.

- If they tap the right card, they will get 1 point for their team.

- The team with more points wins.

- Say “Open your book page 55” and look at “Unit 18, Lesson 2 (4,5,6)”.
Activity 1.   Listen and tick or cross:

*Aims: Ss will be able to listen to and understand two communicative contexts in which characters ask and answer questions about the places to visit and means of transport to get there, and tick or cross the pictures according to what they hear

*Procedure:

- Have ss look at the pictures and ask

+ What place can you see in each picture? 

+ What means of transport can you see in each picture?
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- T ask Ss to guess the answers.

+ T writes Ss’guessing on the board.

- Listen to the tape:

+ Play the recording again and get Ss to swap books with their partners.

+  Play the recording again to check answers together as a class. 

+ Write the answers on the board for Ss to correct their answers. Then checks Ss’ guessing.

-  Play the recording, sentence by sentence, for the class to listen and repeat in chorus.

Activity 2.  Read and complete

*Aims: Ss will be able to complete the gapped exchanges with the help of picture cues. 

 *Procedure:
-   Ask Ss to look at the pictures and identify the places to visit and means of transport to get there.
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- Have Ss look at the 2 incomplete exchanges and elicits the missing words in the sentences.

- T models with the first sentence

+ Ask Ss what is missing in the sentence (how).
+ Have Ss look at the picture and identify the needed information (How can I get there?)
- Have Ss work in pairs and complete 

- Get Ss to swap books with a partner and check their answers before checking as a class.

Key: 1. How; by bus

2. go to / visit; get; by boat

Activity 3.   Let’s play.
*Aims: Ss will be able to review target vocabulary for places to visit and means of transport by playing the game Tic-Tac-Toe. *Procedure:
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- Tell ss that they are going to play the game Tic-Tac-Toe. Two ss play at a time. One student is X, and the other is O. The ss choose a square by saying a word and a sentence with that word, and put their mark in the corresponding square. The first student to write three marks in a vertical, horizontal or diagonal line is the winner.

- Invite two ss to play at a time.

- Change the words in the grid and let ss play the game several times if there is enough time. 

Game:     Pass the balls

- Give two different colored balls to two pupils, a red ball (ask the question about a place to visit or means of transport to get there) and a yellow ball (answer the question).

- Ask ss to listen to music and pass the balls.

- Stop music suddenly.

- Have the student with a red ball ask a question. Have the student with a yellow ball answer the question. 

- Praise ss if they do the activity well.

	Sing a song: Hello Viet Nam

*Aims: to create a friendly and active atmosphere in the class to beginning the lesson.

*Procedure:

- Show the video on the screen

https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=WwOY1o16T4s
- Ask Ss to listen, sing and dance the song if they can

- Say “Open your book page 56” and look at “Unit 18, Lesson 3 (1,2,3)”.

Activity 1.   Listen and repeat:

*Aims: Ss will be able to correctly repeat two Yes / No questions with rising intonation.

*Procedure:

- Ask ss to pay attention to the arrow indicating rising intonation at the end of the Yes/ No question Is it time for a trip, Is it far from here?.

- Have ss listen to the recording and repeat the sentence until they feel confident. 

- Give ss a time limit to practise saying the questions in pairs or groups.

- Invite some ss to say the questions in front of the class. Give feedback and corrections when necessary. 

Activity 2.   Listen and repeat. Pay attention to the intonation. 

*Aims: Ss will be able to listen and say four Yes/ No questions with rising intonation 

*Procedure:

- Have ss read the questions and explain that they will hear the question, 

- Have ss listen and repeat with rising intonation. 

- Invite a few ss to say the questions in front of the class. Give corrections and feedback where necessary. 

Activity 3.    Let’s chant
*Aims: Ss will be able to say the chant with the correct rhythm, intonation and pronunciation. 

*Procedure:

-  Introduce the chant and lyrics of the chant.
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-  Play the recording for Ss to listen to the whole chant.

+ Have them repeat the title and lyrics line by line.

-  Play the recording all the way through for Ss to listen to the rising intonation in the Yes/ No questions.
-  Play the recording line by line for Ss to listen and repeat 

-  Play the recording for Ss to chant and clap along.

-  Ask Ss to practice chant and clap along in pairs or groups.

-  Invite groups to the front of the classroom to perform the chant

Game:       Throw a dice
- Explain how to play the game. Tell the ss they are going to ask and answer the questions about places to visit or means of transport to get to a place.

- Prepare some cards about places and means of transport.

- Demonstrate the game by using an example.

- Divide the class into two groups.

- Ask two ss from each group to play the game in turns. 

- If they ask and answer the question correctly, they will throw the dice to get points for their groups.

- The group with more points wins the game. Praise the winner.

*Procedure:

- Divide the class into two teams.

- The teacher prepares some cards (water park, pagoda, museum, lake, aquarium, island, on foot, by bus, by bicycle, by plane, by motorbike, by taxi) with random points on their backs (ex: 10 / 20 / 30 points) and put them in a box.

- Have two ss from each team come to the board alternatively. 

- One student picks up one card and asks a question matching the given card. Ex. Where do you want to visit? / How can I get to the museum?

- Then his / her partner has to answer.

- If the question and the answer are all correct, teams will get the points written at the back of the cards. 

- Continue the games with other teams. 

- The team that gets more points wins.

- Say “Open your book page 57” and look at “Unit 18, Lesson 3 (4,5,6)”.
Activity 1.   Read and answer:

*Aims: Ss will be able to read and understand a text about visiting Sydney and to answer the questions.

*Procedure:

- Set a time limit and ask ss to read through the email to get a general idea of it.

- Ask ss to read Question 1. Encourage them to underline some keywords that can help them find the correct answer. 

- Let ss do the activity independently, then swap their books with a partner and check the answers. 

- Ask a few ss to read their answers in front of the class.

Activity 2.  Let’s write

*Aims: Ss will be able to write a paragraph about a morning trip using the picture cue.
 *Procedure:

- Give ss enough time to write their paragraphs. 

- Let s work in pairs or groups for cross checks. 

- Have some ss read their paragraphs aloud. Give corrections and feedback where necessary. 

Suggested answer:

Today is Sunday. We want to visit the aquarium in the city. We will get there by bus. We will take photos with the shark in the tank. Also, we want to learn more about sharks and other fish. 

Activity 3.    Project.
*Aims: Ss will be able to make a presentation to the class about interesting places and how to get to them using various means of transport.
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- Point at the photos of places and explain that ss are going to present their photos of some places to visit and means of transport to get there that they have prepared at home.

- Revise some words and sentence patterns that ss may use for their presentations.

- Give ss some time to practise their presentations by themselves and within groups. 

- Select a few ss to give their presentations in front of the class. Give corrections and feedback where necessary. 
Game:       Board race

- Tell the ss the goal of the game and how to play it. Ask them to revise all vocabulary learnt in Unit 18.

- Invite two groups of six ss to the front of the class to play the game. Have two groups form two lines. 

- Have ss write all the words related to places and means of transport.

- Give the ss time to play the game. The groups with more correct words and pronunciation will be the winner.
